RECEIVER ASKED FOR.

Baltimore City Portion of the Colum-
bia and Maryland Electric Rallway.

Judge Dennis, in the city court at Balti-
more, yvesterday signed an order requiring
the Edmondson Avenue, Catonsville and
Ellicott City Electric Rallw - Company to
show cause, on or before the 27th instant,
why a receiver should not be appointed for
the corporaticn.

The company named is the owner of that

TEke plaintiffs who institu._ . the suit out
of which the present proceedings have
grown state that they own seven shares of
stock of the road, and allege *“the illegal
transfer of the stocks and bonds of the
rallway company to the Maryland Con-
struction Company, which was to build the
road; also that the physical condition of
the railway company’'s property is In a de-
plorable state, many of the streets and
roads over which it passes being torn up
and practically impassable, and for miles
the tracks being only partially laid; that
the -property 18 boand to deteriorate enor-
mwously in value unless prompt sleps are
taken to preserve it before the approach of
winter, and that the company Is hopelessly
insolvent.”

The officers of the company denied that It
is insolvent and assert that the weork on
the line will be resumed as soon as the af-
fairs of the construction company can be
arranged, and the reason that work has
been suspended was because the bonds
could not be sold except at a great sacrifice
at this time.

Btafl
Captain Elanch Cox, Ensign Anng Worth-
irgton, Captain Bertha Hill, Captain Fryer
and other officers willi.be in charge, but
the great feature of all the meetings Hm
be what is called the “singing brigade,” a
sextet of young women officers with fine
voices, who have made a deep imp on
in all the citiea in which they havérap-
peared. At the large meetings which Com-
mander and Mrs. Booth-Tucker conducted
in Phlladelphia Sunday and Monday the
“singing brigade’” attracted much atten-
tion. Mrs. Ensign Fiynn, whe is at the
head of it, speaks as well as she sings, and
the other members of the brigade are
equally Interesting. One of its members,
Lieut. May Storrs, has a number of friends
in Washington, whom she met at Ocean
Grove, New Jersey, where for several sea-
sons she has sung in Mr. Yatman's dally
meetings in the large Tabernacle.

At all these meetings different features
of the Salvation Army work will be pre-
sented, but especial emphasis will be laid
on the Mercy Box League, through whose
contributions of a cent a week Commander
Booth-Tucker hopes to provide for part of
the expenses of the slum work, the rescue
homes, the nurseries, the police court and
prison gate work, labor bureaus and shel-
ters and farm colonies for men and women.
It is hoped by friends of the army that the
description of the army projects for dealing
with the destitute, which have proved so
successful In many countries in uplifting
men and women and caring for children,
will remove any misunderstanding which
may have arlsen respecting them among
those who were ill-informed about them.
They have recelved: the commendation of
practical and experienced philanthropists
all over the world, and Commander Booth-
Tucker is not experimenting in extending
them here. The army is ‘making good cit-
izens out of bad material, and not making
vagrants or paupers. Its aim {8 to give
work, not alms, to the meedy, although it
never hesitates to relieve actual suffering,
taking the Christian view that the desti-
tute are not outcasts or criminals, fit only
for the workhouse or the jail. But it has
the “work test"” at its ghelters, and requires
work in exchange for: wlat -it gives
wherever it is possible, and tries to ob-
tain permanent work :for the ‘‘out-of-
works,” and promises to put those who
can’t be provided for in-cities on its farm
colonies, which have now been started in
New Jersey and California.
