They are, as a rule,
men of small incomes, who are striving to
pay for their homes, and they well deserve
the financial as well as the moral aid of the
people of both cities in this cause. It costs
in money as well as in energy to conduct
such a crusade. The Alexandria county
citizens have made no formal appeal for
this sort of assistance, but they hope for
contributions.
