THE OFFERS OF GOLD.

Renult of Assistant Secretary Curtis’
Vislt to New York.

Assistant Secretary Curtis has returned
from a short viait w0 New York, where he
went to consult with the assistant treas-
urer on matters connected with the large
offerings of gold now belng made,

Mr. Curtis stited today that arrange-
ments had been perfected by which all of-
ters of gold, except possibly small amounts
by individuals, would be promptly receclved
and currency returned. In the case of In-
d'vidual offers of small amounts over the
counters, there probably would be some de-
lay, as iney would neceesitate immediate
counting and settlement,

promptly as possible. Mr. Curtls sald the
indications were that the present inflow o®
gold into the treasury would continue un-
til the surplus holdings of banks and of
individuals who had accumulated com<
paratively small sums in antl of
gold going to a premium had been dis-
posed of.

An Informer Testifies in the Case
Ivory, the Alleged Dynamiter.

PRISONER WAS VISIBLY DISCONCERTED

BY. WIRE

Revelations Regarding lrish-Ameri-
can Organizations.

ACCUSED HELD- FOR TRIAL

LONDON, November '13.—During the ex-
amination today at the Bow street police
coust of Oxford J. Ivory, alias Edward Bell,
the Irish-American saloon keeper of New
York, and alleged dynamiter, there was an
exciting feature for the first time in the
long and dreary proceedings against the
prigsoner. Ivory was arrested two inonths
ago at Glasgow, and since thal time hae
been brought up once a week for »xamina-.
tion, only to be remanded to another day.

Today, however, a witness who gave hls
name as ‘“‘Jones” was examined. When
this man appeared in the box Ivery's face
showed consternation. The prisoner seemed
to be completely staggered by the appear-
ance of “Jones." who, it is understood,’has
for years been identified with the Clan-na-
Gael and other Irish-American organiza-

tions. The prosecution expected that
“Jones™ would unravel the secret history
of the physical force movement.

Replying to questlons upon the part of
Mr. C. F. Gill, who prosecuted for the
treasury department, “Jones’ sald he was
a rative of Armagh, and was employed by
the British governmeni to make incuiries
at Manchester in 18, and-that In 151 he
was sent to America, where he continued
his inquiries. In November, 1801, “Jones'
centinued, he entered the employ of whole-
sale grocers in New York city and remained
with them until 1503, when he opened a
business ot his own. *“Jones' remained in
New York until Sentember of the present
vear, all the timz, apparently, making in-
quiries for the DBritish government. He
a:lded that early in 1892 he mel Willlam
Lyman (president of the Irish National Al-
liance) and Beoland in New York city, and
learned of the existence of the Irish na-
tionalist organizatien known among its
members as the “Umnited - Irish,” whose ex-
ecutive body, “Jones" further stated, was
known by the letters “D. A"

Contlnuirg, “Jones’” sald that “on In-
struetions’ he joined the organization, and
was Initiated into a “camp” known as
““The Shamrock Club,” among those pres-
ent at his initiation being Lyman, Boland,
Gallagher, Kearney and Tynan.

They afterward, *“Jones’” added, formed
a new “camp,” which was called *“I'he
Nally Club,” the membership of which in-
clided Mezrns and Nolan, who had been
connected with an explosian in Dublin.

“Jores’” further stated that he was elect-
ed treasurer of “The Nally Club,” whose
moetirgs, it appears, were of the most
secret description, the “‘district orders’
being burned after being read and after
initiation the members were known by a
number. Part of the subscriptions, the
witness also testified, were contributed to
a revolutionary fund, and calls were made
for money to pay for celebrations of the
death of the “Manchester Martyrs™ and to
ald the convicted dynamiters.

Replying to further gquestions *“Jones’”
said that while on his way to the Chicago
convention of 189, Kearney introduced the
prisoner Ivory to witneas as a “brother.”
Tynan and O'Donovan Rossa, sccording
to “Jones,” were present and Tynan said
that Ivery belonged to his *“camp,”” and
had been known to him in Dublin prior to
1882,

“Jones' " mention of the Chicage conven-
tion of 18K refers to the "new movemernt
convention,” whizk was attended by a num-
ber of confidants of Lyman, who duoring
convention time, it was stated, held secret
meetings with them.

Later it seems “Jones’” jolnced a “‘camp’™
under the name of “Thomas Meric Jones.”

C‘ontinaing his account of the visit to Chi-
eago, “*Jones' said he arrivad there Septem-
ber 22, 1505, and was met at the railroad
atatlon by St. John Gafney.

He stayed at a hotel, where thke commit-
tee of the secret organlzation mei. Ivory,
“Jones' also stated, attended the mesting
at which the names were chezen %o be sub-
mitted to the public comnvention as oufficers
¢? the “new movement,'” the object being
that an open movement might ke con-
trolled, as it is, according to “Jones,” hy a
«ccret organization.

In another portion of his testimony
“Jones' said that he saw Ivory In a saloon
in New York, which he further stated is
largely frequented by members of the or-
ganization, two or three wceks helore
Ivory left America.

“Jones" then produced a document pur-
perting to give the constitution of the so-
ciety up to 185, and also copies of the
constitution and ritual of the Clan-na-Gael.
Centinuing., *“Jones” sald that any one
cunvieted of a dynamlite outrage was de-
scribed in the proceedings of the organiza-
tion as a “soldier of Ireland.”

The wliness afterward produced a mass
of documents giving “camp” instructions,
pass words, signs, ete. L

At the close of the proceedings Ivory was

fcrmally commlitted for trial.
- The afternoon newspapers maks
spreads of the evidethce furnished
“Jones,” and have scare heads, reading
“LeCaron the Second,” *“Secreta of Lhe
Clan-na-Gael,” “Startling Disclosures of an
Irish Spy,” etc.

When “Jones’ first appeared on the wit-
ress stand, Mr. Gill asked the presiding
magistrate to stop all sketching in court,
exclaiming that it was of the utmost {m-
portance that nothing should be allowed
to transpire to identify Lhe witness in the,
future.

RIVAL ELECTRIC COMPANIES

Lighting Contract Oomes Up in Court This
Afternoon.

Complalu-t-'_ Charges and the An-
swer of Defendants—Right te
Lay Condults.

Judge Cole todgy considered the suit of
‘the United States Electric Light Company
against the District Commissioners and the
Potomac Electric Power Company, in which
the complainanrt company seeks to enjoin
the Commissioners from entering into a
contract with the deferdant company for
electric lighting In the District west of
Rcek creek.

The complainant company was represent-
ed in the hearing today by Messrs. James
K. Redington and Jeremiah Wilson, Mr. A.
3. Worthir gton appearing on behalf of the
Distriet Commissioners, while Mr.. J. J.
Darlington looked after the interests of
the defendant company.

When the case was filed last summer
the court granted a temporary restraining
order, the defendants being required to
show cause why a permanent injunction
shall not be granted, and the hearing to-
day was on the rule to show cause, the
tefendants meantime having filed their
UNSWers.,

The case having been taken up, Mr. Red-
irgton asked that the hearing he postponed
for a brief time. He understood that a
recently flled answer had amended the first
ane filed by the Commissioners, and he also
wished time to examine further the answer
of the defendant company. Counsel on the
other side, however, explained that the
answers are not materially different from
those first filed, and Judge Cole disposed of
the request for a postponement by a state-
ment to the effect that he would allow the
complainant company to traverse the an-
swers should it subsequently deem such a
ccurse necessary.

Bill of Complaint.

The hearing then proceeded, Mr. Red-
Ingtor. first reading the voluminous bill
of complaint. In this the organization of
the respective companles was set out at
great length, together with the acts of
Congress enacted in connection with the
laying of conduits and the erection of
poles and wires in the District:

The bill of complaint, herstofore prin.-
ed In The Star, refers to the provislon by
the last Congress for the electrie lighting
of the slreets of the city, authorizing and
directing the District Commissioners Lo
make contracts for such lighting.

In pursuance witk such provision, the bill
states that the Commissioners called for
pronosals, and in due time were ahout to
contract with the defendant company for
the eleetric lighting of certain streets and
avenues In the city east of Rock creck. It
was also claimed that the Commissioners
weare about to vermit the defendant com-
piny to erect lines and lay conduits with
which te carry cut the proposed contracis.

In that connection the decision of Chief
Justice Bingham in similar proceedings was
referred to, in which the chlef justice, It
was claimed, held that the District Com-
missloners are wiihout authority to grant
suck permits in the abhsence of express
lezislative authority. This oplnion of Chiet
Justice Ringham the complainant company
cited in support of its contention that the
District Commissioners being without au-
thority to permit the d=fendant company
to occupy the streets or avenues of the
Distriet, the said defendant company could
not, therefore, carry out the contracts
sought to be made hetween it and the Com-
missioners for electric lighting east of Rock
creek.

The bill of complaint also referr=1 to the
fact that the Ccmmissioners received an
opinicn from their attorney, in which they
were advised that they were without au-
thority to permit the occupancy of tha
streets and avenues of the clty by the de-
fendant company, and that it could not
therefore carry out a contract to supply
e.ectrie lights east of Rock creek.

Notwithstanding that lezal opinlon, as-
serted the cemplainant company, the Com-
miasioners, or a majority of them, over-
ruled it and preceeded in the madter of
granting the contracts and permits to the
defendant comipany.

Defendnunts® Answer,

The reading of th® bill of complaint, and
its accompanying exhibits, was not con-
cluded wuntil late this afternoon, when
Mr. Darlington proceedad to read the an-
swer cf the defendant company to the bll
of complaint,

The answer set forth that the plant and
franchises of the defendant company have
cost several hundred thousand dollars, and
that it owns some seventy miles of wires,
Referring to the proceedings out of which
grew the decision of Chief Justice Bing-
haip, the answer complained that the com-
plainant company pald all the expenses of
ihose suits,

OT its seventy miles of wires the defind-
ant company asserted thatl sixty miles are
west of Rock creek, the remaining ten miles
being east of that siream, and the asser-
tior was also made that the restriction by
Congress referred to by the complainant
company applies to private electric light-
ing, and not to such tighting of the streets
and avenues of the city.

Further, 59 the deferdant company an-
swered, Congress in making the last appro-
priation for electric lighting did not, di-
1ectly or indirectly, restrict the District
Commussioners to a contract with the com-
plglnam company, nor did Congress in ita
said latest legislation on the subject prohih-
it the Commissioners from granting per-
mits to the defendant company necessary
for the execution of the contracts in con-
troversy.

The Learing will be continued by Judge
Cole to morrow.

Distinguished{r‘sitors Present From
Other Lands.

PROHIBITION 1IN POLITICS

ST. LOUIS, November 13.—The twenty-
third annual eonvention of the National
Woman's Christian ‘Femperance Union
opened in Music Hall touay with the great-
est attcndance ever present. At least HO0
accredlivd delegales were on hand, and as
many more visitors from every portion
of the country. Among them are Miss
Agnes E. Hock of Iingland, secretary of
the World’'s W. C. 'r. U.; Mrs. Maud Booth
of the American Volunteers, Miss Gwyneth
Vaughn of Wales, Miss Rehceca Kirkorian
of Armenia and Rev. I, D. Greene, secre-
tary of the Armenian reliefl committee,
New York. N

Three sessions a day for five days wlll be
held during the convention.

Exerclses were begun as early as 8
o'clock, prayer meeting Dbeing held In
Schuyler Memorial Home, at which Miss
Elizabeth W. Greenwood of New York,
world's and national secrctary of the evan-
gellstic department, acted as leaders.

Music iall, in which the convention met,
was decorated with red and white festoons
of these colors hung from the balcony, in-
terspersed with the stars and stripes. Over
the Immense stage between two immense
Unlted States ilags hung a British flag,
above wilch was a large sign with the
word “Welcome' upon It. Below these
was a huge banner, bearing the words,
‘“I'he star of hope of the temperance re-
form stands over the school hous_e."

It was conslderably after 9 o'clock, the
hour scheduled for meeting, when Miss
Frances . Willard, natlonal president,
called the gathering to order. Prior to this
all the women jdentified with the “original
crusade’’ were called to the platform. As
Miss Willard stepped to the front she was
recelved with a salute of waving handker-
chiefs. The exercises began with the read-

ing, responsively, of the Crusade Psalm,
the 146Gth. =

Mrs. Henrletta L. Monroe, president of
the W. C. T. U, of Ohio, offered up a

prayer, the delegates standing. After the
singing of the crusade hymn, “Give to the
Winds Thy Fears,” the roll of ex-officio
members for the recording secretary, Mrs.
Clara C. Hoffman of Missourl, was called.

The report of the executive committee
was then made. It was in effect a report
of what had been done at the meeting of
the commilttee yesterday, and related to the
work of the conventien and the Natlonal
Union. It was decided to make March 20,
birthday of Gen. MNeal Dow, a prohibition
rally day. 3

Miss “Willard's Address.

There was séyme‘.'more singing, and Miss
Willard tlwu;i-nm.l_e an address. 8he said
that her unnual pddress was partly pre-
pared when the call came to work for the
Armenian refigec¥ in Marseilles, and since
that time it iad been impossible for her to
complete her thesshge. She, therefore, gave
a familiar talk to the delegates,

Mention was m4gfle of the previous con-
vention neld here m 1884, and Miss Willard
added: "“We have 'marched far since then,
the alignments of parties have changed, the
labor mm'umé t has taken on proportions
80 vast that ‘no gne speaks lightly of it
any more; lhe‘p";gle are forging their way
to the front, misghided often, making piti-
ful paths in the wilderness, following false
lights and relegating the fight for a clear
brain to the spartan band of prohibltionists,
when, If labor would win, it must make the
temperance reform the ark of God, to bhe
boriie in the very van of its swift-gather-
ing army. In 182 some of us sat up all
night with the committee on resolutions of
the great labor convention, with its thou-
sand delegotes pleading with them to nut
a prohibltion and a home proiection plank
in thelr platform, and {pey would not.”

The speaker said that prohibition in poli-
tics has been, is now and 18 to be the em-
bodied protest of the home against the
saloon. When the white ribhon women
plighted their faith to the movement it had
polled only ten thousand votes, In 1554 the
number rose to 150,004, and had gone on
slowly increasing until 250,000 had been
gathered, but owing to the great contro-
versy concerning the free coinage of sil-
ver, the party, like every other, had split
in twain in the memorable year of 154, and
the vote had fallen off to apcut 200,000 out
of 14,000,000 ballots.

Miss Willard touched on the work domne
for temperance in the several states, and
then spoke of the Armenians and of the ex-
cillent work done by Mrs. Stevens of
Maine, Mr. Fessenden and Mliss Blackwell
of Massachuseits, in finding homes for the
refugees sent over by herself and Lady
Henry Somerset. She praised the Ar-
menian relief committee and the Salvation
Army for the admirable work done by
them, so that nearly 400 friendless men
had found friends and occupations. She
stated that the world's W. C. T. U. Intend-
ed to take up the work for the Armenians
as an important part of its endeavor; they
wculd probably found a eclony in Cyprus
for the women and children.

This was followed by an evangelistic
hour, presided over by Rev. Alice Ruth
Palmer of Minnesota.

BUILDING DISINFECTED

The Peabody School Cleared of Diphtheria
Germs,

Casens Reported to the Health Office—
The Action of the Homeo-
pathiec Physicians,

Yesterday there were two new cases of
diphtheria reported to the health office,
while this morning there were three addi-
tional cases. One of the cases reported
today was In the vicinity of 1st and I
streets northwest, where a little girl six
years old, the daughter of Policeman Fitz-
gerald, Is the patlent. Another case was
In the vicinity of 12th and I streets south-
west, while the patient in the third case
lives in the vicinity of the old observa-
tory grounds.

Yesaterday Dr. Richard Kingsman, chalr-
man, and Drs. Babbitt, Corey and Gardner
of the commitiee appointed by the Homeo-
pathic Soclety, called on Health Officer
Woeodward and had a conference regarding
the prevalence of the disease, and called his
attenticn to the resolutions adopted at
Tuesday night's meeting of the soclety, and
published in 'The Star. They called Dr.
Woodward's attention more particularly *o
that part of the resolution which refers to
the closets In school buildings and the use
of school hooks.

The Medical Society meets next Wednes-
day, and it is thought a committee will be
appointed to co-operate with the commit-
teee of the Homeopathie Society. If this is
not done the question may be referred to
the committee on public health, of which
Dr. W. W. Johrston is chairman.

Peabody School.

The Peabody school was disinfected yes-
terday afternoon, and Dr. Boss, who had
charge of the work, expressed the belief
that the building was In as good a sani-
tary condition as was any other school
bullding in the city, and sald the disinfec-
tlon was only done to satisfy the parents
of the puplls attending there.

Representatives of two commitiees of the
Northeast Washington Citizens' Associa-
tion, including Messrs. Dalrymple, Colvin,
Burke and Algate, visited the school build-
ing and made an inspection. According to
their report they found the building in an
excellent sanitary condition and commended
the janitor for the manner in which he had
kept the bullding clean. They also com-
mended the teachers for the precautions
they had taken to prevent any unnecessary
alarm, and at the same time to prevent the
dlsease from getting a firm foothold In the
schools. Last week there was a school
building disinfected because a patient who
died had attended school almost up to the
time of his death. Today there was one
case relieved from quarantine,

DITCHED BY TRAIN

WRECKERS.

Three Persons Seriounsly Injured—
Bloodhounds Putl in Puarsait.

ST. LOUILS, Mo., November 13.—A special
from Montgomery, Ala., says: The 230
a.m. train on the Loulsvilie and Nashvilie
raliroad, beound for New Orleans, was
wrecked this morning four miles from this
place in a very wild country. The englneer
saw an obstruction on the track, but too
iate to stop the train, which went crashing
down a giweep ¢mbankment. A rail had
becn torn up and nailed down again, threc
or four inches out of line.

The trailn, comprising two mail coaches,
bagegage car and two first-class coaches,
was completely wrecked. The track was
torn up for fully 214 yards.

Three persons were seriously injured,
Mr. John Thwait of Atlanta, hound fo:

Spanish War Rumors Continue to Be
Circulated.

NOTCREDITED BY THE WELL INFORMED

American Sugar Particularly Influ-
enced by the Statements.

NEW YORK, November 13.—A sligh'ly
higher levei in the London market was re-
flected in fractional additions to local prices
during the opening hour this morning. The
advancing tendency was Ilimited to the first
lew minutes of trading, however, Spanish
war rumors being circulated too exten-
sively throughout the morning to admit
of confident buying. In well-informed
cireles the policy of the administration is
too well known to warrant tha acseptance
of such absurd stories as have lately ap-
pealed to the well-known ecredulity of
traders,

Routine business of the Navy Depart-
ment has been  systematically  ealarged
upon from day te day so as to create ihe
impr:ssion that preparations for actual hos-
tilitles are in progress at Washington. It
is & aoticeable fact, and one not wholly
lacking in significance, that recent rumors
of the character are given special atten-
tion In quorters which have not fully re-
covered from election disappointments.

Manipulation is apparent in several spe-
cial instances, and in order to supply the
lack of sensaticnal developments applica-
Lle to the entire market, Cuban affairs are
maliclously misconstrued. A reaction in
the market, due from other causes per-
haps but sales bared on irresponsible Wasi-
ington edvices, are sooner or later sure to
prove dissstrous.

American Sugar is the particular security
influenced by war rumors growing out of
8pain’s discourteous treatment of Ameri-
can vessels in Cuban waters, and is un-
usually vulnerable at the present high
level. Today's attack centered around this
stock and was followed by a decline of 3
per cent from the opening level.

Tre reassembling of Congress would have
been used against the stock had not the
Cuban affair appeared in time to be offered
as an excuse for the customary reaction
prior to the dividend period. Above 120
Sugar has heretofore but poorly rewarded
the confldence of speculative buyers and
traders having put out a considerable line
of short stock on the prospect of the usual
decline incident to this season.

The gencral li=t is forced to yield sympa-
thetically as heretofore, but the war ru-
mors are circulated to aid the prices and
to insure quick turns. Traders who are
noted as sellers in the morning are in-
variably among the more liberal buyers of
the afrernoon, a circumstance fully attest-
ing a want of confldence in their own de-
vices.

The prospects of a favorable bank state-
ment tomorrow was a facior prompting |
today’'s attack on prices, the ability to
cover al a profit after the establishment
of normal banking conditions being re-
garded as extremely doubtful.

Bankers generally are confident that the
weekly report of averages will reflect the
changes incident to a return of canfidence,
now that the elections are =afely passed.
local depcsitors have returned money
hoarded over election day, nand out-of-trwn
banks have been shipping currency 1o re-
Berve agents,

The cash received during the week from
interior points is estimated to he about
$Z000M, and at least $1,000,060 new gold
should be added to last week’s specie hold-
irgs. Thne demand for inoney at Interior
peints may be said to have ceased, and the
lccal banks are expected to show steady
increases in cash holdings.

ANDRADE'S TRIF

Btory That He Has Gone to Caracas With the
Venezuelan Agreement.

If This is True There in No Doubt of
His Misxion to Hnve It
Approved,

The latest development in the Venezuelan
matter Is the departure of Senor Andrade,
the Venczuelan minister, from the eity,
after a series of conferences with the Sec-
retary of State, the last of which took
place au the State Department yesterday.
There are two stories afloat about the mat-
ter. One is that Senor Andrade has gone
to New York simply to attend the horse
show, This story emanates from the mem-
bers of the legation. The oiher Is much
more interesting and significant, but lacks
confirmation. It is in effect that the min-
ister has really gone to New York o take
| the first steamer for Caracas, the seat of
the Venezuelan government, bearing a
copy of th¢ agreement negotiated hy the
United States for the arbitration of the
boundary dispute between Great Celtain
and Venezuela,

As has been already stated in The Star.
this agreement is between Great Britam
and the United States, acting as the friend
of Venezuela, and is naturally subject to
%the approval of the latter government
According to the story, Minister Andrale
has started for Caracas for the express
purpose of having the agreement formalls
ralificd by his government,

No Doubt of Success,

In ecase this be the actuai purpose of
Minister Andrade’s departure from this
cily. there is scarcely a doubt as to the
tuccess of his mission, inasmuch as the
terms of arbitration agreed upon betwesn
the United States and Great Britain are
virtually what Vencezuela has repeatedly
proposed to Great Britain during the ‘pas:
1oty vearr.

The clause of the agreement
fifty vears’ occupar-y t¢ make the title 1o
territory now under dispute good practi-
cally excludes Grent Britain from the Orl-
noeco country and the walershed of the
Cuyuni river, and leaves of its claims 1ittle
beyond the =ettloments hetween the Esso-
quibo and Pomaroon rivers., It Is in all os-
sential particulars what Venezueia offered
to Great Britan foriy ycars ago, and whica
the latter refused.

NEW IATHING BEACH.

Superintendent Stevens' Report on
Using the Inner Basin,

Mr. W. X. Stevens filed with the Dis-
trict Commissioners today his special re-
port on the conversion of the inner basin
for a bathing beach.

The bath houses, MW of them, are to be
convenient to the south side of the basin.
On the east end Is to be the natatorirm
for naked bathing. surrounded by a high
board fence.

Mr. Btevens recommends that the Secre-
tary of War be requested to fix bounds for
the beach, according to hls permit, already
granted.

The sum of $10,000 was asked for this
new bathing beach last year, and Congr.ss
allowed $#4,000. The Commissioners asked
