WHAT HAS BEFXN LEARNED

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., November 20.-
Efforts are again being made to suppress
gambling in this city. The latest attempt
has taken the form of an investigation of
the police department by the city council,
the charges being that certain police offi-

iat (names not mentioned) have received
money to permit gambirig houses to con-
tinue in business.-
No definite results have been reached. ex-

cept that the follo'ing facts have been es-
tablished.
Bribes have been offered by gamblers in

the city to members of the police force and
refused. One man in the -city who was
named has received money from the gam-
blers guaranteeing police protection.
Gambling has been going on in the city.
Some so-called gambling establishments
have been closed up, while others have
been allowed to run. No orders have been
issued by the heads of the police depart-
rrent to the detectives and patrolmen to
cIcse up gambling places, and several of
the gamblers in the city have very con-
venient memories.
The invest!gation is being conducted by

Councilman J. E. r. Bowden. who bec 'ne
renowned as managet of the Duval Ath-
letic Club. which pulled off the Corbett-
Mitchell fight in this city three years ago.

MANNA AS SENATOR.

Movement In Cleveland to Send the
Chairman to Washington.

139). A similar condition of affairs still ex- iists in the Peabody building, although it
was disinfected more than a week ago.
This large number of absentees from the

Force building made It apparent that some
action must be taken In order to allay the
fear of parents, as well as to put the build-
ing in perfect condition and prevent anyfurther spreading of the disease, if possible.Still. as the offlicials say, there is dangerfrom infected children associating with
those who are not infected, and to pre-vent the children meeting on the streets
and associating together is next to Impos-sible.
It is advised by the officials that the

clothing of the pupils be fumigated at their
homes, as a precautionary measure.

Sixty Cases.
There are now more than sixty eases of

the disease in the city and about as many
houses platarded. The cases of diphtheria
are not now all confined to children, for
some older persons are also suffering from
the disease. In one case reported today the
patient is twenty-four years old and at-tends a law school. One case has been re-ported from the Carberry building, which isonly a short distanca from the Peabody,and it is thought probable that a Peabodypupil may have caused this case. There
are also two cases in the Pierce school, awhich-is also in Northeast Washington.It has been suggested that the streets andnumbr-oet-the house-in each case shouldbe published when reported in order that 0
the 6ublidtifght know where most of the t
cases are, but the officials think this might a
cause some unnecessary alarm. The fact
that warning cards are displayed on the t
houses, they think, is sufficient notice to f
the public of the location of the disease. a

With the
proper care and attention of parents it Is
thought. the city will be saved from a e-
vere epidemic, for the health officials are
doing all they can in the matter. VThere were no reports of new cases re-
ceived In the noon mail today.
Health Officer Woodward has received a

report from the Philadelphia health offi-
cials, showing that in that city last week
there were nineteen deaths from diphtherit,
seven from membraneous croup and one
