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Albert Chevalier's career has been a very
ir.teresting one. He was born in London,
in 1t_. His father was a French teacher
in the Kensington Grammar School, and
he himself comes of three races-French.
Welsh and Irish-to each of which races
he traces in turn his mimetic power, plain
tive mirstrelsy and natural humor. H'
was but fifteen years old when he mad
his appeparance on the stage under th
BPncrufts, and for fourteen years h,
wcrked hard and advanced slowly. He
played with the Kendals, arnd John Hare.
and with Willie Edouin and other well-
known London managers. While he was
still on the legitimate stage he began
studying the coster life. and wrote his
first coster songs. which were familiar at
clubs and in a few drawing rooms, before
he finally *ie,ided to burn his bridges be-
lind him and become a vaudeville artist.
Between l5ie adrl 1.el Chevalier was play-
ing in burlesques in London, and it was
then that he sang his first coster song.
"Our 'Armony Club." in which he gave
an impersonation of Richard Mansfield,
who was doing "Doctor Jekyll and Mr.
Hyde" in London. When "Aladdin" was
being played he sang "The f'oster's Court--
ship." which ne had also previously given
at several club smoking concerts in Lon-
don, where It had decidedly caught on. It
was the success of "The Coster's Court-
ship" that first made Chevalier famous.
It was then encored nightly in "Aladdin,"
and all London began singing of the loves
of "'Arry and 'Arriet.' and music hall
agents made a rush to secure him. At first
he -lid not relish the idea of abandoning
the theater for the music hall. and to this
day. in spite of his successes, it is a ques-
t'o- if Chevalier wholly enjoys the at-
most 1 re- of the musi.- hall in London.
But the money offered was many times the
salary that even when doing well he could
earn in the legitimate. and he became in
one serson the most famous and popular
con. rt hall singer in London.

On one
occasion the parade was triumphantly
marching across the stage, when a very
fat supe-r. who was in the front rank, fell
prostra: on the floor. and those immedi-
ately followine fell on top of one another
in the center of the stage. Sargent Aborn,
who is .laeont laitt's manager, says he has
hal red !ire spilled all over him, has had
Roman candles fired off in his face, been
trampied on and 'entertained" In various
other pleasant ways by this very refined
ass, mbl!ae. Ret' ntly. while he was ar-
rareing for a smooth "first-night" parade.
one of the supers. who played a most im-
portant position was bewihlered, interfer-
in.: with Aborn's well-laid plans. The
mnailcer made a grab for him and, instead
of reaching the super, ran his hand into-a
pan of red fire and has since carried "his
arm in a sling. He wears a bandage over
hir 'ye as the r,-sult of an~othe'r "misun-
derstan'iing.'' Mr. Aborn persists In per-
sumilly su;.rv ising this scene. and says he
will continue until he has had both eyes
put oult and b~oth his arms blown off.

In Syracuse a super who hadl a grievence
against the theater mistook the manager
for a comrade and suggested the advisa-
bility of instituting a mutiny. The man-
ager listened attentively and apparently
coinc'lietl with his views. The scheme the
super advisedl was to tie up the sleeves of
all th'e ,. niforms jtust i.efore the men were
to dress for the parade, which plan, of
cour'-. if carried out. would destroy the
scene entirely. Ahorn said the scheme
was a great one and saidl he knew just
wher.' the uniforms were kept. The two
then quietly sneaked down under the
stage, and Aborn told the super to go into
a room whe-re the uniforms were supposed
to be an~d wait until he ran up on the stage
for some rop+- with which to tie them.
The super was in high glee and walked
into the room, which Aborn knew could be
locked from the outside by a spring pad-
lock. As soon as the super was safely in
the room, which was dlark and damp,Aborn quickly cloeed and locked the diooranid returned to the stage, intending to
release the would-be mischief maker after
the parade had taken place. When Aborn
left his man he was so busy with the de-
tails of the procession that he completely
forgot all about the prisoner, and if the
man did make an attempt to be released
be couldl not be heard, as the improvised
jail was it a most remote part of the thea-
ter. Aborn left after the performance,
never once thinking of the plotter, It
was after midnight when the night watch-
man heard some one yelling, creating much
noise somewhere under the stage. He fi-naily discovered the culprit, and no ex-
planation he could make would satisfy the
watchman, who straightway handed the
poor crestfallen super in charge as a
thief. The man was released the next
morning when Mr. Aborn explained thedircumstances to the theater manager.
"The drama of a country Is one .of itsmoet important educational institutions,"

Mr. Richard Mansfield is quoted to have
said in a recent interview. "It should be
more earnest than the twaddle which
American audiences are being forced toswallow today as part of their theatricalhill of fare, Yes, I consider American au-diences the most thoughtful, the most in-telligeunt, the Quickest and brightest in theworid. There is no comparison between
them and those of England, Any city of
this great United States that you can name
is at once in the advance of any in Eng-
land In that respect, not alone in their ap-preciation of hlstrione art, hut of all the
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other arts as well. I go in for poetry in the
drama, and as a rule one gleans more
poesy from stories of the past, although
there are many beautiful things in our
modern life. The peopTe of this country
are eager for something American in the
drama, something that teaches a strong
moral lesson. American history certainly)ffers excellent opportunity for such plays.The beautiful Indian legends which sur-
ound the history of this country I consider
nost excellent material. Although an Eng-shman by birth. I am an American bydoption and feeling. All my triumphs have
seen achieved on the American stage. The
rime is now ripe for the American drama-
tist to turn his attention to American sub-
jects. and not seek material for their playsin other countries."
The German Opera Season.-Mme. Melba

will not sing with the Walter Damrosch
Grand Opera Company, which is to begin
an engagement here Tuesday evening at
the Lafayette Square, but her place will
be filled by Mme. Lilli Lehmann. Mme.
Melba has been very ill in New York, and
it is stated that her physician has posi-
tively forbidden her appearing in any evcnt
until Saturday evening at the very earliest.

OPPOSED TO THE - BILL

Yr. Batiszth Spee A Funag the

The .eerm.seat in a Stronger Po.-
tien Than Ever Before-mr.

Swansen'. Oppeettien.

Mr. Bartlett of INew York made one of
the five-minute speeches against the Pacific
railway funding bill in the House Saturday
afternoon. He said:
"The committee in their report say that

additional security is given by the govern.
ment lien covering unsold lands. If yot
will examine the bill you will find it espe-
cially provided that the lands unsold shall
be sold for the benefit of the holders of the
first mortgage. So that the security is not
additional. In fact, it Is of but little value
today, because, as I am informed, the lands
are covered by millions upon millions of
land-grant bonds.

Position of the Government.
"The reason I am opposed to any exten-

sion of the payment of this debt is that the
government of the United States is in a
stronger position today With reference tc
these railroads than it can ever be at any
future time. The hour of deliverance, -than1
God, has at last come. For thirty yearsthe government of the United States has
been powerless to enforce the payment of
the interest on its debt. And now it is pro-posed that instead of a mortgage at 3 o
3% per cent, the lowest just rate accordingto the market rate of interest generallywhen the security is undoubted, we shall
scale down the interest, so that by a reduc-
tion of 1 or 1% per cent on the interest thewhole of the principal shall be canceled and
the government of the United States shall
receive in reality nothing whatever on ac-
count of the principal of the debt.
"The rights of the United States are con-

ditioned upon the maturity of the bonds.That period has come at last. -I believethat if these mortgages are foreclosed that,in so tar as the Union Pacific road is con-
cerned, the government would receive some46.000,000. That is the whole of its prin-cipal and 3% per cent interest on that prin-cipal. But why do I so believe? I believeit, gentlemen, because the various proposi-tions offered by the Union Pacific in the
past show that enough bonds-that is to
say, bonds of the value of forty-seven or
forty-eight millions of dollars-would be
set aside in their plan of organization withwhich to provide for the payment of the
government liens.
"Mcreover, it must be borne in mind thatneither in the act of 1862, nor in the act of1864, nor at any time by any act of Con-

gress, has the United States abandoned itsprivilege as a sovereign not to be sued bythe subject, so that without the govern-mr'ent's consent, without a voluntary ap-pearance in the suit by the Attorney Gen-eral on behalf of the United States, no fore-closure by the first mortgage bondholders
can give good title, no plan of reorganiza-tion can be efficacious or successful. Inother words, before the railroad can be re-
organized it must first settle with theUnited States by guaranteeing an upsetprice which shall be satisfactory to the
government, and shall protect sufficientlythe lien of the United States.

The Cental Pacilie.
"Now, so far as the Central Pacific is con-

cerned, if you pass this bill you do not ben-
efit the innocent stockholders of that road.
Do they come here and ask for legislation?
No; it is another corporation. It is the
Southern Pacific which desires to throttle
the Central Pacific.
"Were that road to be sold under fore-closure proceedings, there would of neces-sity be three or four great bidders for the

property. We should have the stockholdersof the Central Pacific, we should have theSouthern 'acitic, we should have the reor-ganized Union Pacific, and we should prob-ably have the Denver and Rio Grande tobid. So, as a business proposition, the road
can be now sold for the best advantage ofthe government and the people of theUnited States.
"Now, Mr. Chairman, a word further.While I do not believe, as an initial propo-sitior,, in the government ownership of rail-roads, I do not believe any more in sub-venton, aid or subsidy paid by the govern-ment of the United States to the railroads.But this was a great national work, a na-tional undertaking, born of a national ne-cessity, and if to protect our rights-therights of the people of the United States-we have to buy the lines, I say it will befar better than to fund this debt under theprovisions of this bill. We are not to blamefor the misfortunes of the past, for anyloss thus far entailed upon the UnitedStates, but we are rsponsible for any un-wise legislation in the present, and we shallbe held accountable by the people as theirtrustees "for any loss or damage which maycome in the future by reason of the pass-age of this bill or the enactment of thisproposed law."

Mr. Swanson's Oppositen,
Mr. Swanson (Va.) also opposed the bill.He said: "Mr. Chairman, this proposition

can be sustained only on the ground thatthe government has an additional securityor receives an additional security for the$21,000,000 in the Union Pacific and $24,-00,00o in the case of the Central Pacific,
which is made a prior lien to the govern-
ment lien on the main line of the road.
"It seems to me that if the House un-derstood the proposit ion they would read-

ily concede that this is the very worstbill that was ever presented for the settle-ment of the obligations of these roads.The proposition is wholly untenable.
"Now, we have a lien, subject to this $21,-000,000 worth of bonds, on the 394 miles ofthe road, on the Omaha bridge, and on theland. This bill simply provides for a

second mortgage on all this prop, rty,subject to the existing claims; and
we will give these people the right of
putting 121.000,000 of mortgage, prior to
ours, on the 1,425 miles of road that theyhave not a particle of lien on today."Now, the United States gets its lien
by the ninth section of the Thurman act,which says that the United States shallhave a lien on all the assets, all the estate,real, personal and otherwise, of the Union
Pacific Company; and consequently these
gentlemen do not give us a single addi-
tional lien on the terminals, the Omaha
bridge, or the unsubsidized portion of the
railroad, but we waive our lien on 1,425miles. of road."
