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MR CLEPH1E'S FUNERAL

A Lrge Sa pitiguished Attndansa at

Dr. Paxton's T4*te to the Qaities
of the Dead Mik- Flora Tilbutes

of Exsanjtt Chaiseter.

The funeral of the late Lewis Clephane
took place this mn'ning at U o'clock from
liis late residencef Aeorner of 13th and K
streets northwest. There was a very large
attendance, and before the services began
a great number of personus who could not
remain passed through and took a last
look at the well-known features of the
old and honored citizen. The body reposed
in a heavy rosewood casket, a silver plate
bearing the name and date of the birth and
death of Mr. Clephane. The foral tributes
were magnificent and numerous. The lower
hall of the casket was covered with a pil-
low of lilies of the valley, roses and violets.
and at the foot was a bunch of palms and
a sheaf of wheat. At the head of the cof-
fin, resting on a stand. was a large bank
of exquisite lowers, 'and around the funeral
room were beautiful .wreaths, clusters of
calla and Easter lilies and banks of im-
mortelles.
The services were conducted by Rev. Dr.

John R. Paxton. the former pastor of the
New York Avenue Church. and an old and
Intimate friend 8f the dead man, assisted
by Rev. Joseph T. Kelley. Dr. Paxton paid
a feeling tribute to the noble qualities of
Mr. Clephane and dwelt upon the charac-
ter of his services and his loyalty to his
duties as a citizen and a Christian. At the
conclusion of the services the remains were
taken to Glenwood cemetery and there in-
terred, the services being conducted at the
grave by Rev. Mr. Kelley.

Mr. Farqu-
har replied that, If she had a note from
Miss Marie to that effect she could take
the trunk. The lady then called a man,
who took the trunk In a push cart to Mrs.
Harvelle's home.
Mrs. Harvelle was quite 'sick at home

today, her Illness being due, it was stated,
to anxiety for her daughter and mortifi-
cation on account of the publicity given to
the affair. Her friends all expressed them-
selves as quite sure she had not used the
violent language attributed to her in the
interview at police headquarters. One who
has known her a long time told a Star
reporter that Mrs. Harvelle was of a mild
and even temper, and It was only In a
moment of strong excitement that she could
give way to such a passionate outburst
as that described. Her friends also insist
that Mrs. Harvelle has never ill-treated her
daughter.
The Sisters of the Visitation, in charge of

Georgetown Convent, write to The Star as
follows: "The statement that Miss Marie
Harvelle was taken to Georgetown Con-
vent is a mistake. She is not there and
never has been."
