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OFFICE GRIST MILL

Some Rielef Expected by Anxious Ones Mon-

A Few New Nnmen Sogzcsicd for
Some of the More Import-

ant Plnces.

The uncertainty over what the office grist
mill is going to do will be somewhat re-
lieved by Monday, it is expected. From
some cauge or other many of those on the
anxious bench are looking forward to Mon-
day as a day which wiil settle matters s0
far as some of the applicants are con-
cerned. Tris may arise from a desire that
there should be something definite by Mon-
day.

New applicants for the better places with-
in the gift of the administration are few.
It Is said that the demand for the govern-
ment blue book previous to the inaugura-
tion was unusually heavy. From this book,
or from personal knowledge, cach man
plcked out what he thought he wanted and
might get. He went to work immediately,
and when the new President was Inaugu-
rated every man was in ship-shape {o pre-
sent his claims. The new men are looked
upon by these “previous” fellows as being
distanced.

Trensury Assistant Secretaries.

Secretary Gage had a consultation with
the President this afternoon in regard to
changes in the offices of chicf clerk and as-
gistant secretaries of the treasury. The
Se¢cretary has made his own cholce for
these offices, and if the President approves
of them the new appolntments wiill prob-
ably bLe made Monday. There are three
assistant secretaries of the treasury, all of
equal rank and pay. but changes in only
two of the offices will be made at present.
These are the places held by Mr. Curtis of
New York and Mr. Wike of Tllinois.

The other assistant secretaryship is held
by Mr. Hamiin of Massachusetts. He has
special supervision of customs affairs and
has been reqguested to remain in office a few
weeks longer until his successor shall have
been selected. The office held by Mr. Curtis
Ir of especial importance at this time, inas-
much as its principal dutles pertain to ap-
pointments, promotions and changes gener-
ally. Mr. Curtis has acted as secretary
since March 4, in order to relieve Secretary
tiege of the routine business of the office.
Assistant Secretary Wike has had charge
of navigation matters, including the en-
forcement of the neutrality laws. Al-
though the successors of Messrs. Curtis
and Wike have been practically selected
their names are withheld for the present.
The chief clerkship lies betweeen Mr. Hills
and Col. Brackett.

The Solicitor Genernlship.,

One of the latest names mentioned for
the place of solicitor general under the At-
torney General is Judge Day of Canton.

The President Working on His Mes-
sage to Congress.

W0 THINGSSEQULDBE DONE ATONCE

But Few Nominations Are to Be
Sent in Now.

Mr. Babcock of Wisconsin, late chairman
of the House District committee, and, in
the wishes of a great many citizens of
Washington, prospective chairman also,
called at the White House this morning to
talk to the President upon the matter of
District appointments. Mr. Babcock is par-
ticularly interested in the prospective ap-
pointment of a Distriet Commilssioner, his
concern in that case heing natural by rea-
son of the fact that if he is to be chair-
man of the Distriet committee in the next
Congress he will come into close relations
with the new head of the board of Com-
missioners.

The Presideni told Mr., Babcock that he
would not take up the question of District
appointments for some time to come. He
said he realized the importance of the office
of Commizsicner, and desired to give am-
ple consideration to the fitness of the dif-
ferent candidates whose names huve heen
presented to him before making a selee-
tion.

The Minnesota congressional delegation
called to present in person Mr. L. P. Hunt
of Minnesota for public printer, The Presi-
dent said he expected to take up the mat-
ter of this appolntment at an early day,
but did not say whom he had selected.

Where He Will Attend Chureh.

It cannot be learned yet whether the
President has decided to take a pew in the
Metropolitan Methodist Church or in the
Foundry Methodist Church, The President
may have made up hiz mind upon the sub-
jeet, but has not communicated his decision
to thosge near him, aml in the stress of
great affairs of state, patronage and the
like, no one cares, it Is said, to break in
upon the Fresident’'s meditations to ask
him about such a comparatively incon-
sequential matter as to the church in which
he will worship.

Ex-Secretary Foster's visit to the White
House Thursday gase rise 1o a published
teport that he sought the appointment of
minister to China. Mr. Foster is not, how-
ever a candidate for the Chinese mission,
and the interview with the President in
which he tecok part Thurzday had no rela-
tion 1o federal offices,

FPreparing His Message.

President MeKinley Is devoting all the
time he can save for himself from callers
to the preparation of his message to Con-
gress, to be sent in next weck, as soun as
the House is organized. 1t is expected that
the message will go in Tuezday. His pur-
poze is to call the attention of Congress es-

pecially to the two things which,in his judg-

ment, should be done at once, and hy in-
ference and silence to exelude matters of
general legislation. He will, of course,
urge prompt action on the tariff on the
line with his inaugural address, and he is
experted to recommend a currency com-
m:ssion in the same message.

Theré were a great many callers at the
W hite House today. including senators and
representatives. The President has given
them all to understand that his chief in-
terest at this time is o promote prompt
action by Congress on the tariff bill, and
that other matters will have to wait., It
iz given ovut In a semi-official way, intend-
ed to be aceepted as authoritative, that the
only appolntments to be made are those of
the ambas=adors and of two or three min-
isters to’countries with which we will have
to deal in any conference that may be held
on the monetary question. It is probahle
that in addition to the four ambassadors
there will be appointed the ministers to
Russia, Austria and Belgium. The only
other appointments of any character to be
made before the tariff legislation has been
completed are those of a domestic charac-
ter which are absolutely necessary for the
pbroper management of goveérnment pusi-
ness under the new administration,

The reason for making the four appoint-
ments of the four ambassadors and three
of the ministers immediately is that theyv
may be able to begin atl once preliminary
negotiations with the view of putting the
governments to whicn they are aceredited
to conzenil to send representatives to an
internaticnal 1monciary conference at
Washington. As has already been stated,
the President docs not desire to issue a
call for sucn n conference or even tn ap-
pcint the American conferees until for-
eign povernmenits interested express a will-
ingness to participate with the serious in-
tentions of accoimplishing something profit-
able,

A gentleman having the closest personal
relations with both the President and Mr.
Hanna, who huas been promised a foreign
mission, which does not come within the
clas= which it is necessary to treat with
on this subject &t present, was told by
the President yesterday and later by Mr.
Hanna that the President would delay all
appointments except those coming under
the class referred to above until arter the
tariff bill had become a law. The first and
the fourth assistant postmeasters general
are to be appointed immediately, bur it
will be =everal meonths before the appoint-
ment of the second and third is made.

WASHINGTON AQUEDLCT.

Capt. Gaillard’s Beport o the Opern-
tlons During Last Month.

Capt. Gaillard, Corps of Engineers, In a
report of operations on the Washington
agueduct durirg February, says that the
trustees of the Chesajeake and Ohio canal
Lave been paid the award of $15,000 on ac-
count of damages sustained by raising the
height of the dam at Great Falls, the pay-
ment of which was authorized by the Sec-
retary of War September, 185, The water
on the gauge al Great Falls reached a
height of 6.1 feet above the crest of the
dam February 24, belng the highest stage
of the river rccorded since June 1889, No
damage was done to the recent!y complet-
ed dam, the aqueduct or I accessory
structures, >

During February the hefght of water on
gauge at the mouth of the uundult_fu
Greal Ialls varted between 151.2 and 156.6
feet above the datum plane, the last read-
ing marking the highest stage of the river
since .June, 1888, The condition of the
water during the month at various points
of the system I8 staled as follows: At
Great Falls, very turbid tweniy-six days
and clear two days; at e eflluent gate
hcuse, Dalecarlia. (rec ng reservoir),
very turbid twenty-three days, turbid two
days and clear three days; al the effluent

The republican members of the wayvs and
means committ=e have becn In Tession to-
day, and expect to he at work untfl late
this evening on the tariff bill. They are
making a final revision of the measure,
and taking Jdefinite aclion on these sched-
ules as to which their action in passing
through the hill will center. Until they
have concluded their worlz this evening
and send the final draft of the biil to the
printer, schedules are subject to
change, but the character of the measure
is established, and it is not expected thai
the chauges to be made will be either nu-
merous or of great general importance. 1t
Is caleulated tbat the bill will he much
more of a revenue producer than was the

ihe

MeKinley bill. Where the rates in the
McKinley bill were at the best ravenue
roint, they have been retained, and the

charges from the general plan of the M-
Kinley biil have been of a character to
promise greater revinue from those items
than the McKinley bill supplied.

The reciprocity feature is so constructed
45 lo guard against any serious lozs of rev-
enue through its operations, while offering
such advantages as it is thought will -
duce certain countries to enter upon reci-
procity treaties with the United States.
The iuiernal revenue taxes on spirits, ete.,
and the customs duties on spirits, wines
ana beverages are substantially as in the
Wilson bill. The free list is smaller than
it was even in the MeKinley hill, items
tkat promise to be revenue producers
having been given a rate caleulated to
produce the most revenue possible, No
hounty is provided for sugar.

The Woolen Schedule.

After a long contention cver the woolen
schedale, the rates in the MceKinley hill
were adopled, the only changes being in
the classification.

In paragraph 375 the word “Angora” is
irserted, and in paragraph 376 the words
“Egyp!, Morocco, China and lamY's wool,”
and “Casa HBranca and fine skin wools, or

butchers' wools,” are inserted.
In paragraph 353 the word “Angora™ is
also inserted. The word “Egypt™ i8 strick-

en out of paragraph 475, These changes
make China, jamb’s wool and wool from
Exvpt, Moroceco, (Casa iranca and fine

skin wools, or butchers’ wool, dutiable in
class 1 at 11 cenis a pound, instead of lwe-
ing in class 3, dutiable at from 32 to 50
per cent ad valorem. .

Wools of class 1, including those men-
tioned, are dutiable under this change at
11 cents a pound. Those wools are gen-
erally known as clothing wools. Wools aof
clasg 2 are dutiable at 12 cents a pound.
Those are wools generally known as somb-
ing wools,

While wools of the third class, com-
monly known azs carpet wools, will pay 52
per cent ad valorem when less than 13
cenis per pound in value, and 50 per cent
ill.l valorem when over that.

PDnty on Sugar.

The sugar scheiule has aglready bheen glv-
e€n, the rate of duty on sugar bheing 01625
on Wi dezrees of saecharine strengtli by
polariscople test. That is 135-8 cents per
pounil, At 75 degrees or belew the rate will
be 1 cent per pound, and ahove that 2-100
of a cent for each additienal degrec.

'The differential for the refiners is one-
eighih of a cent a pound. And suzar will
be used for reciprocity purposcs to the ox-
tent of a reduction of 12% ceints 100 pounds.

'The carth .aml earthenware scheduic s
praciically the same as the MceKinley law.
The rates on tobacco have been inecreascd
somewhat over the MeKicley jaw.

The Heciprocity Feature.

The Presidert will he empowered by the
il to enter into treat'es by which the
duties will be materlally lowered on im-
portations of these goods from countries
which make concessions to American cattle
and other products. There will be no reci-
procity which involves placing any im-
portant classes of imports on the free list
nor any authority given the executive to
:-aif‘-‘-_ duties against imports from countries
which refuse to enter into reciprocity
treaties.

The reduction in the duty on sugar by
reciprocity will be one-eighth of a cent a
pound, s» that sugar coming from coun-
tries which make reciprocity treaties with
the Unitel States will Le entered at 1%
cents a pound. While the reduction seems
small, a difference of 124 cents per 10
pounds iz & inaterial one to sugar import-
crs. Most of the goods in the list given
above which are imported Into the United
States come from Germany and France,
and it is tne expectation of the committee
that reciprocity on champagne, silks and
gloves will prove an inducement to these
countries to abandon their policy of dis-

crimination against Amerlican beef and
pork.

. The hopes of the new Canadian admin-
istration for closer reciprocal relations

with the United Siates will be defeated by
the Dingley bLill. The liberal party, unds=r
Laurier's leadership, has made closes com-
mercial affiliations with the United States
one of its foremost policies, and one of
the first acts of the administration was to
send Messre. Cartwright and Davies to
Washingten as commissioners to pave the
way for reciprocity. Their mission has
proven a fruitless one, because they de-
sired to open the markets of this country
to the farm products of Canada. In their
Interviews with Chairman Dingley and
other members of the committee they were
told, in diplomatic terms, but emphatically,
that the design of the new tariff bill would
be to preserve the markets of the United
States to its farmers by adequate nrotec-
tive duties on all farm products.

DEMOCRATIC CAUCUS

Lining Up for the Minority Nomination for
Speaker.

Bailey of Teanan Appears to Be the
Leading Candidate—=McMillin and

Richinrdson in the -Raee.

The House of Hepresentatives was filled
today with members belonging to the
minority, and the one topic of conversation
that occupied groups of the politictans
formed in the cloak rooms and in all paris
of the House was the democratlc caucus
nomination for the speakership.

Thnree candidates, Bailey of Texas, Me-
Millin of Tennessec and Richardson of
Tennessee, were the favorites, with Bland
of Missouri following with a support that
is particularly small because no organized
effort has been made for his election. Mr.
Bland has not yet arrived in the city, and
it is not known among his friends whether
he would consent to have his name used
before the caucus. Many democratic mem-
Lers feel they should support him because
of his long record for silver and the sup-
port they gave him at the Chicago con-
vention.

They feel that it wou'd be an unwarrant-
ed zlight of him as an old war horse in
the cause of silver to leave him out of
the race altogether. This sentimental sup-
pert, however, is not strong enough to
give Mr BEland any important following,
and it s probable he will receive only the
votes of the Missovri delegation and a few
others scattered threushout the southern
sltates on the first ballot and that he will
e left out of the list of contestants on
the second balot.

Bailey In the Lead.

Of the three reading candidates, Bailey
appears to be in the 1:ad, and his friends
declare he has encugh pledged votes 1o
give him the caucus nomination,

MeMillin has aiso a well-organized move-
ment at his back, but, unlike Mr. Baliley,
his state is divided, most of the members
of that delegation being for Richardson,
who apparen:ly is doing nothing to secure
the nomination, looking unon it as a very
doubtful advantage for a man who hopes
for substantial preferment in his party.

There are many who believe that if Mr.
Richards> 1 were to go into the fight for the
caucns nomination as cnergetically as are
the two otiher leading candidates he would
probably win with a good majority. Mr,
Rirhardson is rezarded as the best presid-
ing officer among the democrats in the
House of Representatives, and his friends
recall the occasions when he presided over
treat national eonventions with  success
that showed his familiarity with parlia-
mentary rules and his ability to face a
great body of men, calling for recogmition
and constantly making points of order 1o
be ruled upon, without being in the leas:
disconcerted,

A Carefolly Conducted Campalzn,

While Balley’s friends claim that he nas
4 majority on the first ballot of the caucus,
it is quite generally conceded that on the
second ballyt he will be the chuies of the
121 demociats in the House. His campalgn
for the caucus nominatin Las been carried
on vigorauzly and systematically from the
lirst. These who are famfliar with the
method his friends have usced assert that
they have had a delegation at the depots
of the city whenever new members were
€xpected to reach Washington. and that
these delegations have token the new ar-
rivals in hand and endeavored to win them

over 1o his standard before any one else
has had a chance to influence tinem.

Mr. MeMillin's friends also have pushed a
vigorous campaign and have not permitted
their indifference to defeat their favorite.
But from the first the fact that Mr. Rich-
ardson, while cxpressing indifference re-
garding the result, has not withdrawn from
the fieht has operated to alienate much
strength that might have gone to Mr. Me-
Millin.

Benefit of the Rexalt.

There is a good deal of doubt regarding
the substantial benefit to be derived
through a minority caucus nomination. The
nominee of the caucus is, of course, looked
upon as the leader of his party on the floor
of the House of Representatives, and In
that capacity is held responsible for mis-
takes rather more readily than he is creg-
ited with success. In the case of a minor-
ity becoming a majority party precedent
does not show that preferment for the
speakership will be continued.

Especially in the case of unfortunate ex-
periences on the part of the minarity,
whether they were the result of misman-
agement on the part of the leader or no,
the leader is blamed, and such a party
gaining control of the House has always
been ready to look about for new lemder-
ship. Mr. Bailey's friends, however, ex-
press confiderce in him as a leader ard
think if he Is placed in charge of the 1a-
terests of the democrats on the floor of the
House he will make a record that will
make him a winner should the political
ilde turn and place them in control of :hat
branch of Congress.

All Are Silver Men.

One important part of the contest fo= the
Cemocratic caucus nomination has been
that no man not outspoken for free coluage
of silver has even been mentioncd as a
candidate for that homnor, and Mr. Bailey's
supporters assert that he will be an un-

compromising advccate of the free coinaz:
of silver on the lines laid down by Mr.
Bryan. -

SET AT LIBERTY.

Frank J. Larrieu, a Naturalized Clul-
zen of the United Stnte.

A cable messuge was recelved al the
State Department today from Consul Gen-
cral Lee, at Havana, saying that Frank J.
Larrieu has been set at liberty by the
Spanish awuthorities. Larrieu, although a
native of Cuba, is a naturalized citizen of
the United States. He was arrested at
Cardenas May 15 [for alleged complicity
with the Insurgents, although the precise
charges against him have not been made
known. His release is believed to be in
line with the present policy of the Spanish
gcvernment for a general relegse of all

American prisoners, on condition of thelr-
leaving Cuba.

Secretary Bliss Severely Reproves
Land Commissioner Lamoreux.

——— -

INPROPER CONDUC? CHARGED

An Opinion Given Out Contrary
to Orders.

The Chicago lake front case has culmi-
nated in a scandal. Secretary Rliss pro-
mulgated today an order annulling Judge
Lamoreux’s decigion of February 20, and
directing that a new hearing be had April
13. The order ~lso charges Judge Silas W,
Lamoreux, commissioner of the general
land office, who Is now sick at his home in
Wisconsin, with improper conduct in ren-
dering an oplnion to which “neither faith
nor eredit can attach,” because it was pro-
mulgated by Judge Lamoreux in vielation
of an order made by Secretary Francis
directing judgment in the case to be sus-
pended until further orders.

Judge Lamoreux’'s connection with the
case, It is said, appears from the records
of the department to be open 1o severe
criticiem. Ex-Fire Marshal Matt Benner of
Chicago and Harvey M. Lafollette of In-
diana, a cousin of ex-Representative lafol-
lette of Wisconsin, having bought of the
heirs of the McKee estate of Loulsville,
Ky., what i known as the McKee =crip,
Mled it upon 160 acres of land on the North
Side in the city of Chicago. This land is
covered by valuabie improvements, worth,
according to varivus estimates, all the way
from $15,000,0000 To $30, 000 0k,

Agninst the Record.

When thelr attorneys, Dudley aud Mich-
erer, sought to have the land office pass
onn the claim, they received from Judge
Lamoreux a lengthy review of the merits
of their care, and a decizsion that thelr
claim would not be entertainel.

There was also of record in the office a
decision made In 180G, denying the claim of
Capt. (Geo. Streeter to the same land, This
decigsion wac made affirming one by Judge
Lamoreux himself. There was also an old-
er decision by Acting Secretary Chaniler
in 1M1, in precisely the same case, when
Evan T. Warner tried to file upon the
same property with the same MoK-ee serip,
and declaring that *“land within the cor-
porate limits of Chicago is not vacaat puh-
lic land, and as such subject to location
with 3eKee serip.” This decizion was ren-
dered when Senator Carter of Montana was
commissianer of the land office, and it is
claimed that It corresponds to the unifrm
rule of the department.

Notwithstanding the position waich he
had taken in the matter and the Jdecizions
of the department, Judge Lamoreax save
the application of Benner and Lafollétte
its day in court, aud a hearing was had
with the commissioner, Judge Emory 1eést,
the assistant commiestoner, and Mr. Shaw
of the lands and rallroads division, sitting
tcgether. Judge Best took ground against
the claim.

Mr. Lamoreux sustained it and wrote a
decision in favor of it.

Neeretary Francis Interferes.

Meanwhile, in some manner unknown (o
the commissioner, Secrvtary Francis learn-
ed that Judge Lamoreux was likely to sus-
tain the claimants, and he addressed an
order to the commissioner on the 224 of
February suspending all action in the case,
on the ground that It was too near the end
of the administration to decide a case of so
much importance, and that it should be Jeft
to his successer in office. But on the 2nn
Judge Lamoreux had signed the opinion,
had a number of copiss made, which he
directed his subordinates to give to the
press on the Zid, and himself, on the 201h,
gave a certified copy of the decision to
some one, presumably to one of the claim-
ants’ attorneys. This put Judge Lamoreux
in the position of defying his superior when
that superior was legally the higher court
to which he was amenable and hy whom
his acts and decisions were reviewable,

Sceceretary DBliss® Order.

Secer=tary Bliss' order today, addressed to
Commissioner Lamoreux, is as follows:

“It haviag been made known 1o me that
there Is in your office what purports to be
an opinien signed in the matter of the ap-
plication of Mathias Beuner and Harvey M.
Lafollette to lccate MelKee serip on what is
Enown as the lake front of Chicago, 11,
and that a copy of said paper has been de-
livered to one of the parties 1o the contro-
versy before ite remditton and promulga-
tion, in fagrant discegard of right and
Justice, in violation of the expiress order of
my predecessor and the usual and just
rules of procedure, mow, th refore, in the
exercise of the discretion und authority
conferred upon me by law 1 direct you to
order a rehearing of such application at
such time as you may designate, not later
than thirty days from the date hercof, and
to immediately notify all parties in interest
of this order and of the time fixed for the
hearing.

“All ord:rs and acts of your department
herctofore made or done in the matter of
such application are hereby rescinded, va-
cated and anaulled to the end that said ap-
plication may be heard de novo, and true
and equal justic: done between the par-
ties,”

Judge 1 -,

The following statement was given out
with the order: “The order was prompted
by the facts therein referred to. On the
224 day of February Secretary Franels di-
rected that judgment in the case be sus-
pended until the further order of his de-
partment. This order has been published.
The Secretary was thereafter informed
that no decision had been rendered: none
was found in the proper office of the land
department; none appears in the letter-
press book. wheére all decisions are re-
quired to he copled prior to promulgation.

“In response to a telegram from the as-
sistant attorney general, asking Commis-
sioner Lamoreux if he had given out a
copy of his opinion in the lake front case,
if 80, when and to whom, Mr. Lamoreux
replied:

*“*On the 20th I signed an opinfon and
had a number of copies made the same day
to be given to the press on the 234, which
date I had announced that the decision
would be promulgated. One of the copies
on the 20th I gave to a party with permis-
sion for him to use it after the decision
should be promulgated, but in no case to
be used until premulgation. This was done
on the 20th; on the 22d Secretary suspended
promulgatiun. 8. W. LAMOREUX.'
Collusion Suggested.

“Although it does not appear to whom
the copy was given, yet as Mr. Lamoreux
¢id not disclose tke name of the person,
although requested to do so, and reported
merely that he gave it to "a party,” it is to
be presumed that such party was not with-
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
