President McKinley received, at noon to-
day. M. Alinaghi Kahn Musteshar-ul-Vez-
arch, a sp'clal ambassador of the Shah of
Persaa who delivered to the President an

autograph letter announcing the accession
of the shah to the throne. The ambassador
was acoa npanled to the White House by
Secretary Sherman and two Persian at-
taches of the ambassador, Muza Moham-
med Alt Khan and Maj. Nerchon M. Boya-
gian. All were attired in rich court cos-
tumes. They were received In the blue par-
lor. In presenting his credentials the am-
bassador said:
"Mr. President: His imperial majesty, the

Shahinshah of Persia, my august sovereign.
bas charged me to deiver to your excel-
lency this autograph letter announcing his
accession to the thronte of Persia and ac-
crediting me as ambassador extraordinary
for this special mission."In intrusting me with this letter, myimperial master desired me to express his
sentiments of sincere esteem for your ex-eelleiey. as well as his deep admiration forthe great nation over the destinies of which
you preside.

*'H1s majesty highly appreciates the mu-tual friendship which has ever existed be-
tween 1':sia and the United States ofAmerica for the continued development ofrelations useful and profitable to the twoCountries.

"I feel deeply gratified. Mr. President.that I have been honored with the deliveryof this message and beg to assure yourexce'lency that the memory of it shall everbe lear to me."
The President replied as follows:"Mr. Ambassador: I have much pleasurein receiving from your hands the auto-graph letter, whereby his imperial majesty,the Shahinshah of Persha. aceredits you ashis ambassador extraordinary on specialmission for the purpose of delivering theletter of his majesty announcing his acces-sion to the throne
"In accepting the kindly messages (.f

sympathy and esteem which you bear from
your august sovereign and the expressionof his desires for the continuance and de-velopment of toe friendly relations which
so fortunately exist between the two coun-.r.*4. I am gratified to give earnest voice
to the reciprocal sentiments of this govern-tment and of the American people, who
have, beheld with benevolent interest the
elgvation of his majesty to a throne made
glorious by the history of past centuries.
While sharing in the sorrow felt by the
people of Persia for the untimely death of
their late ruler by the hands of an assas-
sin, we welcome the advent of the youngsove'reign, with the confident hope and
desire that his reign may be happy to him
and prosperous to a people who, although
remote from us, participate with us in the
advancements of this closing century of
1,olitical and material advancement.
'To yourself. Mr. Ambassador, I extend

a kindly personal welcome, and I trust that
your stry in our country. besides b'eing
agrteable to yourself, may enable you, upon
your return, to assure his majesty, the
rhah, and your fellow countrymen of the
regard here felt for Persia and the Persianpe opie."

HOLLAND'S BOAT LAUNCHED

New War Vesel Ha Akracted Much At-
tuntion From Experta.

Great Secrecy Has Been Malitained

by the Inventor-Description
of the Craft.

ELIZABETH, N. J., May 17.-The Hol-
land submarine torpedo boat was launched
at the Crescent shipyards in this city
today. The inventor of the boat, John P.
Holland, has closely watched the construe-
tion of the vessel. The vessel was christen-
en "The Holland," by Mrs. Nixon. wife of
Lieut. Lewis Nixon, the constructor. There
were few present at the launching. Inven-
tor Holland says there will not be any at-

tempt at submarine evolutions for several
weeks.
The boat is cylindrical in shape, is fifty

feet three inches long, with a four-foot
screw protecting extension. The diameter
is ten feet three inches amidships, and the
rmolded diameter is the same. The boat
can travel under water eight knots an
hour for eight hours and ten knots an hour
on the surface. The power comes from a
gaseline engine and a dynamo, the former
to be used when the boat is sailing along
the surface and tie latter when she is sub-
merged. It will take less than a minute
to submerge the bat and about the same
length of time for her to rise to the sur-
face. The armament consists of three tor-
pedo tubes, one at the upper bow of the
bcat being an aerial torpedo thrower, with
a rarge of one mile. Six projectiles, weigh-
ing IN p.unds each, with charges of 100
pourds of explosives. are to be stored for
this gun. There is an expulsion tube for
Whitehead torpedoes almost directly be-
neath the torpedo thrower. There is a
submarine gun at the stern of the boat,
which, with a 100-pound charge of explo-
Five, can hurl a -l4mo-Dound projectile one
hundred yards through the water. Five of
these will be carried. Six men will con-
stitute the crew.
Mr. Holland was asked by the United

States. British and Spanish governmer.ts
to allow a representative on board durirg
the trial trip of the boat, but he refused
the request. After a trial trip he says he
will allow an engineer from each govern-
ment to see the workings of the boat,
which it is believed will revblutionize W'ar-
fare. Several foreign nations have bid for
the vessel, but it is likely that Mr. Hol-
land will sell her to the United States.

CONTINIED TILL WEDNESDAY.

Base Bull Players Who Were Ar-
rested at Cleveland Out on Ball.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, May 17.-Eighteen

base ball players, an umpire and a base
ball magnate were the magnets which drew
a crowd numbering several hundred
peop'le to the police court in this city tUis
morning. Owing to the fact that several
cases had to be disposed of before their
cases could be heard the case did not come
up for trial until shortly before noon.
When they were finally arraigned It took
just five minutes by the clock to dispose
of the case.
The law specifies that a defendant can

demand three days' time from the time of
arrest before pleading to the charge against
him. The attorneys for the base ball play-
ers took advantage of this and the cases
were continued until Wednesday noon.
Judge Feildzr, the- presiding judge, then

fixed the amount of ball, allowing the play-
ers their freedom on the same bail % hich
was furnished yesterday by President
Robison.

It is the general concens'js of opinion
thaLt they will be found guilty on the count
against them when the case comes up
again and that it will be carried up to a
higher court. In the meantime Mr. Rubi-
son, through lis attorneys, will endeavor
to secure an Injunction against the city,.
so that base ball can be played at League
Park next Sunday.

BARON'S SON TRIES SUICIDE.

Ludwig Von Thielman Shoots Himself
-Actress in the Case.

CHICAGO, May 17.-One night last week
a young man, with a bullet wound near his
heart and weak from loss of blood, stag-
gered into Mercy Hospital and said he had
tried to commit suicide. He soon lost con-

sciousness, and during his ravings for the
next twenty-four hours uttered but one
word, "Marion."
Absolutely nothing 'was found in his

clothes to identify him, and a hundred or
more "Marions" who called failed to rec-
ognize him. He has been identified, how-
ever, by R. M. Patterson of New York as
Ludwig von Thielman, a former lieutenant
of hussars in the German army, and the
third son of Baron von Thielman of Ger-
many.

It is said the "Marion"' who Von Thiel-
man raved about is a music hall singer
whom he met in San Francisco some
months ago, and with whom he traveled
until his money was exhausted. Von
Thielmnan will probably recover.

THE TRIAL DEFERRED
One Week's Respite Given Mr. Henry

0. Havemeyer.

JUDGEBRADLEYRATS COITI ANCE

The Searles Case Will Follow That
of Mr. Havemeyer.

INTEREST IN THE TRIAIS

The trial of President Henry 0. Have-
meyer of the American Sugar Refining
Company, indicted October 1, 1814, for re-

fusing to answer certain questions a-ked
him by the Senate sugar trust investigat-
ing committee, was set down by Judge
Bradley, today, in Criminal Court No. 2,
for Tuesday, the 25th instant.
District Attorney Davis had arranged to

try the case today, and when the court
opened this morning the room was crowded
to its fullest extent by members of the
bar, witnesses, newspaper men and otherg
interested. Mr. Davis explained to Judge
Bradley that he had notified counsel fot
Mr. Havemeyer and the indicted secretary
of the company, John E. Searles, that the
cases would be called for trial this rborn-
ing, but he understood that their counsel
desired a postponement for a few days,
and he requested the attorneys for the de-
fense to state the grounds upon which
they based -their request for such postpone-
ment.

Mr. Wilson Is Heard.
Mr. Nathaniel Wilson of counsel for the

defendants stated that he was informed,
Friday last, that his associate, Mr. John G.
Johnson of the Philadelphia bar, would
be unable to be present today, and he so
told Mr. Davis, requesting a postpo iement
of the trial for several days. Mr. Daviswould not consent to delay, and Mr. Wilsu:said he was, therefore, forced to ask thecourt to grant the favor.
Shortly after the indictment of Mr.Havemeyer and Mr. Searles, said Mr. Wil-

son, they made application for an earlytrial, but it was never granted, and sincethei they had awaited the pleasure of thegtvernment. Mr. Wilson stated that it wasutterly impossible for Mr. Johnson to be inWashington at this time, owing to hisPhiladelphia engagements, and the appil-cation for a postponement was, theretore,made in perfect good faith, and with no in-tention to unnecessarily delay the trial ofthe cases.
Mr. Davis Replies.

Replying to Mr. Wilson, Mr. Davis saidhe very much disliked to object to such an
application, but he saw no good reason
why it should be granted. The Indicted
parties had demurred to the indibtments
shortly after they were returned. The de-mlurrer was overruled by Judge Cole, whoheld that there was simply a question offact to be determined. That is, expiainedMr. Davis, whether or not the defendantshad, as charged, refused to answer theqt estions asked them. Mr. Davis said thaiso far as the government was concerned itwould not require more than thirty mm-utes for its side, and therefore he did notuliderstand why the defendants shoull re-quire the presence in court of two suchfrigates of the line" as his brother, Wil-son, and Mr. Johnson. However, he 'woul,-leave the matter with the court, suggestingthat If a postponement should be granteff,it ought not to be for more than a fewdays.

A Dissenting View,
Mr. Wilson said that he did not shareMr. Davis' expectations as to the probablebrevity of the proceedings or his opinion of.he simplicity of the questions at issue.The trials, he. remarked, will continue muchloz'ger than Mr. Davis seems to anticipatefor there will be uot only questions of fact

but many of law, to be disposed of. kIesaid the reason for asking for delay wasL.ot a matter of convenienee of counsel, butwas made because of Mr. Johnson's pos-itve engagements elsewhere during theweek. Tneir request, therefore, was not anunreasor.able one, and he was quite willingthat the court should set the case downperemptorily for tomorrow week, the 25thit stant, promising that the defendantsw'uild then be ready and willing to havethe trials proceed. Mr. Wilson stated thathis clients would, if compelled to be hereMonday, lose Sunday at home, and hetherefore suggested Tuesday week.
'Ihe Court's View.

Judge Bradley said that Mr. Wilson's re-
quest seemed to be a very reasonable one.
The court had not the pleasure of a per-sonal acquaintance with Mr. Johnscn, but
knew him to be a very busy man. Tuesday
having been suggested as the most conven-
ient day, the ccurt would, therefore, set
Mr. Haveneyer's case down for trial Qn
thait day.-
That concluded the business before thecourt, and after the witnesses had beencalled they were notified to be in attend-

ance TIuesuay, the 26th instant, at 10l a.m.Upon the coraclusion of the Havemeyertrial Mr. Davis will at once proceed withthe case against Mr. Searles. This willprobably be followed by the trials ofMessrs. Macartney and Seymour, those of
tne two newspaper men, Messrs. Shriverarnd lEdwards, to follow them.

An Appeal Certain.<
Mr. Davis expects to conclude all the

trials within a month's time. If the de-
ferdants, or a~ny of them, are convicted the
cases will undoubtedly be carried to the
Court of Appeals, and if the judgment of
the trial court be there sustained there is
little doubt that an effort will be made to
carry them to the United States SupremeCourt. So, in case of conviction of any ofthe defendants, it will probably be a yearat least before the sentences imposed can
be enforced.
While neither Mr. Havemeyer nor Mr.Searles was present in the -court roomduring today's proceedings, they were close

at Rand in an adjoining room. it is under-stood that immediately after Judge Brad-
ley granted a postponement of their casesIthey left for New York.

Defendants Are Hopeful.
Despite the confidence expressed by Dis-

trict Attorney Davis in his ability to secure

a conviction, It is known that the attor-

The penalty proride4 is a fine of not less

than $100 nor more than $1.000, and im-
prisonment in jail for not less than one nor
more than twelve months. Hence, should
Mr. Havemeyer and !0r. Searles be con-
victed, it would be in Judge Bradley's
power to Impose a much 1iare severe sen-
tence than was giveh Mr. Chapman by.udge Cole. Jbdge Bradley has the repu-
tation of being severe in the imposition of
sentences, and there are not a few, there-
fore, who would- expect him to, impose a
rather heavy penalty upon Messrs. Have-
meyer and Searles, should they be con-
victed. But the prevailing opinion of those
who have followed the cases is that, if any
of the untried witnesses are convicted,
they will receive the mimimum penalty,
that imposed upon Mr. Chapman.

AN ART COMMISSION.

Mr. Quigg's Bill .oviding for One
and Its ]uties.

Mr. Quigg of New York has introduced
a bill in the House creating an art com-
mission of the United States.
The bill authorizes the President to nomi-

na-te to the Senate five persons, citizens of
the United States, eminently distinguishedin literature and the iine arts.
It shall be the duty of the commission to

convene semi-annually in the city of Wash-
ington, for the purpose 6f examining the
art collections in the Capitol and the Con-
gressional Library buildings, and also to
Inquire Into the condition and make in-spection of the Congressional Library
Proper, and to examine all works of art
offered for sale or as a donseton to the
United States for use in the Capitol or Con-
gressional Library buildings.
Upon completion of such examinatijn,inquiry and inspection, it shall be the fur-

ther duty of the commission to make an-
nually a full and complete report, with
such recommendations as the conmissijan
may deem proper, to thePresident of theUnited Statas, a copy of the repo-t to besubmitted simultaneously with the reportto the President of the United States lo theJoint committee on the library of the twohouses of Congress, the librarian of Con-gress to designate suitable roo-ns in thelibrary building as a permanent meetingplace for the commission and their suc-cepsors. The librarian shall also assign apage and a messenger to do duty in con-nection with the work an4 to be under thecontrol of the commission.

CHAPMAN IN A CELL
The New York Broker Begins His

Term of Imprisonment.

HIS RESIDENCE II JAIL

The Arrangements for His Stay
With Mr. Leonard.

INCIDENTS OF THE DAY

Complacent in demeanor, cool, calm, col-
lected and natural, with the ruddiness of
perfect health making his complexion rosy,
Mr. Elverton R. Chapman. the New York
broker who declined to answer certain
questions propounded by a Senate investi-
gating committee regarding the alleged
speculations of certain United States sen-
ators in American Sugar stock, will enter
this afternoon shortly after 4 o'clock upon
a term of thirty days' Imprisonment in
the United States jail in this city. He is
now on his way there. The legal punish-
ment visited upon Mr. Chapman will prob-
ably expire in twenty-five days, because
he will undoubtedly receive the reward of
five days which prisoners are given for
good behavoir. The story-of the events

leading up to Mr. Chapman's Incarceration
is too well known to need repetition here.
In a few words he simply declined to

answer the questions of the.United States
Senate, and he enters upon nis punishment
for this with the same spirit that he dis-
played when he made himself the subject
of it. Mr. Chapman left New York yester-
day afternoon in a parlor car over the
Pennsylvania road, arriving here at h:45
o'clock p.m. Saturday he was the recipient
of hearty farewe.ls and heartier commenda-
tion from the leading financiers of the
metropolis. He had distinguished .company
in his journey. Murat Halstead. Stewart
L. Woodford, Senator Elkins. Bradley I.
Smalley of Vermont, Henry 0. Havemeyer,
who was coming to answer charges some-
what similar to those preferred against Mr.
Chapman, were passengers in the same car.
Mr. Chapman passed his time conversing

with these gentlemen and amiably receiv-
ing their wishes for a pleasant sojourn In
jail. Arriving here, he went to the Arling-
ton Hotel, and bright and early was up
and about, preparing for entrance upon
his novel experience. To his friends and
to newspaper men he stated that his med-
icine had been prescribed for him and he
was going to take it. While some of his
friends had endeavored to Interest them-
selves in his behalf, he had not, he said,
requested executive interference, and was
Prepared to meet the law's mandate In ac-
cordance with the letter of it. Mr. Chap-
man naturally did not look forward with
any intense enjoyment to his experiencesof the next thirty days, but he seemed tobe more annoyed at the notoriety whichhad been thrust upon him than at theaotual serving of his sentence.

A Sketch of Mr. Chapman.
Shortly before 11 o'clock today a tall,

sturdily built, handsome man, dressed in
brown tweeds and wearing a fedora hat
squarely on a head of splendid proportions.
entered the United States marshal's office
at the city'hall. and with a cordial grasp
of the hand of a deputy marshal gave a
hearty "how d'ye do." The visitor was Mr.
Chapman. His complexion shone with goodhealth; -his voice rang with good fellow-
ship; there was not a trace of the affected
or the artificial about him. He was accom-
panied by Mr. Frank V. Bennett, the man-
ager of the Arlington ilotel, who is one of
Mr. Chapman's closest friends. There
was a little group of newspaper men pres-ent, and Mr. Chapman, as they were Intro-
duced, met them all with cordiality.The newspaper men plied him with ques-
tions, to which he gave good-humored re-plies, and in a few moments he passed,with Mr. Bennett, Into Mardikal Wilson's
private office, where hearty greecimgs werein-te-rchanged. The purpose of the call was
to secure permission to visit the jail andlook over the premises and make provisionfor Mr. Chapman's sojourn there. He had
come on from New York to serve his sen-
tenge without having made any arrange-,nients for his life in the jail. When thisdesire was made known. Marshal Wilsonoffered to accompany Mr. Chapman to thejail, and shortly after 11 o'clo.k. a car-riage containing Mr. Chap.an, MarshalWilson, Mr. Bennett and Mr. John W.Macartney rolled rapidly away from thecity hall.

At the Ja1.
Warden Leonard received Mr. Chapmanand his associates when they arrived, and

showed them through the jail. Mr. Chap-
man expressed himself in particular terms
of praise about the management and the
cleanliness of the whole place, and was en-
tirely satisfied with his irmoectlon of hiscell. With Mr. Bennett he returned to theArlington shortly after 1 o'clock, and con-versed pleasantly with a Star reporter. -

"Marshal Wilson is a very pleasant gen-tleman." said Mr. Chapman, "and ColonelLeonard, the warden of the jail, a mostexcellent official. I was very agreeablysurprised at the condition of the jail. Itscleanliness is admirable. No hotel in thecountry has a better kitchen, and a glovedhand could have been rubbed anywhere
almost without soiling. The cell 1 wi oc-
cupy Is 8 by 10 in size, and has a window
icoking out In the court. I am sure mystay there will be as pleasant as possible
under the circumstances. Mr. Bennett is
making the arrangements for my sur-roundings there. 1 shall leave the hotel
about 3 o'clock, and will probably enter
upon my confinement about 4."

Mr. Chapanan's Cell.
Celi 68, which is to be occuapled by Mr.

Chapman, Is the end cell in the south wing
on the second tier. There is a window look-
ing out upon the corridor. There is no
outside view. The cell is S by 10 feet In
dimensions, and Its usual furniture is aniron cot 24 inches wide and 6 feet 6 inches
long, which is painted a bright red.

Au Additional Celi Assigned.
While at the jail Marshal Wilson sug-

gested to Warden Leonard the advisability
of placing an additional cell at Mr. Chap-
man's service for office purposes, as he
would necessarily be compelled to transact

great deal of business. Warden Leonard

accordingly assigned the cell adjoining No.
U,
which Is the last cell on the second tier

eorridor, for this purpose. The sleepingDel was fumnished this afternoon with a
line Persian rug, a three-quarter brassbedstead, a chiffonier with a mirror above

it, a washstand and a singie chair.

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Mr. Chapman expresed but one anxiety
over his confinement, and that was that it
might affect his health. He is a man of
athletic and robust constitution, and a
great walker, having quite an extended
reputation in New York for his constant
powers of pedestrianism, and the loss of
this exercnhe he feats may affect him. The
Jail physician today suggested that he take
quinine night and morning. Other than
this Mr. Chapman is apparently as con-
tented as any one in the full enjoymentof his freedom.

DEMAND FOR OFFICE

Fight Against the Exteansin of the Civil
Service.

After Internal Revenue Places-Rank
and File Republicans in the

Border Case.

A well-known republican said to a reprc-
sentative of The Star today:
"The fight against some of Mr. Cleve-

land's extensicns of the civil service law
has hardly begun as yet, bit it promises to
be lively when fairly on."
"How soon may the battle, in Its vigor.

be-expected?" was asked.
"After the changes have been made In

the internal revenue collectorships and the
customs collectorships throughout the
country Then senators and representatives
will begin to feel pressure froma their con-
stituents, and in turn will begin to bring
pressure to bear on the President. All of
tlat service is now under the protectlon of
the civil service law, and in times past it
has cut an influential figure in national
compaigns. Particularly is this true of the
internal revenue servie_, and in the border
southern statcs, which, after years ef
training with the democracy, supported the
republican ticket last year. In West Vir-
ginia, Maryland andi Kentucky internal iv-
ence offices are numeraus, as they ate .aLo
in Virginia, North Carolina and Tennesse,.
where the republicans have strong irgan-
izations an-i are hoping for party success
next time. These otrices are now filled by
democrats, who, unless Mr. Clevela.d's
act is repealed, or amended in some way,
will continue In commission; and that will
prove very unpalatable to the rank and
file of the republicans of those states and
very embarrassing to the local political
leaders.

Effeed of the Extension.
"Let me Illustrate. In Kentu!ky there

are five internal revenue collection districts.
Each district is officered by a collector, a
number of deputy collectors, clerks in the
collector's office, and a much larger num-
ber of gaugers, -storekeepers, and store-
keeper-gaugers, who are stationed through-
out the district In charge of the whisky
distilleries. These places all pay well, and
are sought by men of influence and good
capacity. Undtr the old rule, chaages %ere
n:ade from the collector down upon a
change in the White House. When Gen-
eral Harrison took effice, the democrats
who were olticeritig the internal revenue
gave way for republicans, and when Mr.Cleveland came back, democrats were
again appointed to these places by him. But
after this latest change had been made,and men of four years' experilence had been
superseded by men of no experience, Mr.Cleveland threw the protection of the eivilscrvice law over all the places but that ofthe collector and that of the chief clerk,and there the matter stands today. Theonly places open today are the collector-ships and the chief clerkship: all the others-and the number, taking all the states to-gether, mounts up Isito the thousands-arefilled by democrats, who stood no examina-tion to secure them, who supersedeJ menof capacity and experience, but who them-selves are now safe in their plats, as thelaw stands. This is where the shoe ;ainches.Those republicans of experience want toget back into the service. They insist thatthey are as will qualified today for thework as they were four years ago, whenthey were turned out to make roo.n forr-en Who had yet to prove qualifications.They are men of influence, and are de-rnanding recognition at the hands of theirsenators and representatives. As I eaI'l atthe berginning, when the new colt!!torstake office, and matters come to a haltthere, the battle will begin. The rank andfile will then make themselves heard."

CABINET IN (YONFERENCE7

The Pr(-sident this afternoon sent the fol-
lowang message to Ccngr.is:
To the Senate and House o( iteprecnta-
tives of the 'nited States:
Official information from our consuls in

Cuba estabIshes the fact that a large num-
ber of American citizens in the island are
in a state of destatution, suffering for
want of food and medicines. This applies
particularly to the rural districts of the
central and eastern parts.
The agricultural classes have been forced

from their farms into the nearest tow'asb
where they are without work or money.
The local authorities of the several

towns, however kindly dispased, are un-
able tc relieve the needs of their own peo.
ple, and are altogether powerless :o hell
our citimens.
The latest report of Consul General LeA

estimates six to eight hundred America'sm
are withcut means of support. I have as-
sured him that prcvision would be made at
once to relieve them. To that end I recom-
:nend that Congress make a- appropriation
of not less than 0|t,0.UU to be immediately
available for use under the direction of the
Secretary of State.

It is desirable that a part of the sum
which may be appropriated by Congress
should. In the discretion of 'he Secretary
of State, also be used for the transp.)rta-
tion of American citizens who. desiring to
return to the United States, are with ut
means to do so.

A Special Cabinet ecetlaw.
Before 9 o'clock this morning President

McKinley had began work on the Culam
message, which was sent to Congres at
noon. He .lid not decide whe-ther he
would scnd the message until tbs morning.
On reaching a decision he wer't to work.
Then he dlispatched messaeges to members
of the cabinet to attend a sp~ecial cabinet
meeting. Messages were also sent to Sen-
ator D~avis. chairman of the Senatc com-
mittee on foreign relations, and to Chair-
man Hltt of the House fore igni affiris comn-
mittee. Between 19:30 and lit o'clock five
memlers of the cabinet-Messrs. Sherman.
Alger. Gage, Long and McKenna-had
reacaed the White House together, with
Senator Davis, and the consultation began.
Chairman Hitt arrived after 14' o'clock.

The absent members of the ofticial family
were Secretary Bliss. who is in New York;
Secretary Wilson and Postmaster General
Gary, who stoxiped in Baltimore on their
return from Philadelphra. All callers, and
there werc a large number, were turned
away with the information that the Presi-
dent could not see anybody. This, eves
early in the morning, was considered in-
dicative of a message.

It was early ascertained that the cabi-
net was not in session to deternmine the
question of whether a message should be
sent to Congress. but to consult with the
President as to the one he had written.
From what Is learned there were few sug-

gestions as to changes of verbiage, and
none as to changes in tenor. In the lan-
guage of a friend, "the message is that

of William McKinley."
It was conjectured as far back as Satur-

day that the message would deal wholly

with the question of aid for American cita-

zens, and would in no way imdicate the
policy of the President as to the status

Dt the comnbaants. The message is so

worded as to leave not the slghtest ides
of the future intentions of the President.

The cabinet consultation was ended about

11 o'clock. and the caktinet ocnan went
away with their lips sealed.

That the President ad nothing on thme

message yesterday Is certain. He would in

no way violate his rule not to work

Bunday. Chairman Mitt was the onlygem'-s

son he talked with yesterday, and their
conference was brief.
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
