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DOES ENGLAND MEAN WAR?

Big Purchase of Horses for Troops in South
Africa.

4 Buenos Ayres Correspondent Tells
of the Sentiment There Regnrd-
ing the Question.

A special to the New York Herald from
Bridgeport, Conn., contains the following:

A letter received by John Cullinan, jr._, a
prominent lawyer of this cily, yesterday
from a correspondant in Buenos Ayres, Ar-
gentine Republle, is of great political In-
terest at this time. It comes from a well-
informed source, and, taken in connection
with recent events, seems to prove tnat
Englund iz contemplatirg the subjugattor
of the Republic of South Africa and the
Orange Frec State.

The facte contained seem to indlcate _thnt
the accor plishment of this purpose is likely
to follow unless the interests of Germany
and Hussia lead tuem to employ force to

; less
stay the aggressions of England, or un
other naillons lnlerrcrti to prevent the de-
giruction of the republle.

"rf;; Jetter states that duly authorized
agents of the English gcvernment are now
in the Argentine Republic coml‘._u"_xmg nego-
tiations for the purchase of 50,000 horses
of coarse breed, such as are used Ly the
Gauchos in herding and ostrich hunting.
These horses are to be skipped directly to
Cape Town from Buenos Ayres and Ba-
hia Blanca.

The Engliah buyers state that these
horses are superior for use on the dry aprd
almost arld plains of South Africa to any
that could be purchased at present In the
United States. They are more inured to
rough, hard riding, and are cheap. By
making the purchase in the Argeniine Re-
pu the transportation of this enormous
frelghtage of live stock through the tropics
will be avelded, which would mean greater
» and a large percentage of loss by

sickness.

A considerable number of the Gauchos
have been employed to care for the horses
en route and to sssist the English cavalry
ifn th:ir exploits. The Gauchos are known
the world over as fearless riders.

An effort 13 being made by Argentine
sympatnizers with the cause of the Boers
to prevent tue eniisiment of the services
of thess Gauchos. The Argentine author-
2tles have stated that they arce powerless if
Arg<ntine citizens desire to accept empicy-
ment veder the En government, since
there Is not a condition of war, and these
meén cannot be szld *o he enlisted for a
hesiie expedition against a frie idly gove-n-
ent.

The i«tter states that the Boers have sym-
pathizers in Buenos Ayres who are work-
ing themselves ‘nto a fever of excitement
¢ver ihe idea of their countrymen assisting
In any way, however profitable to them-
gslves, in the conguest of the repubiic. The
Irlsh - sidents in Euencs Ayres yrovince ate
Iloud [n their denurnciation of tne sale of
horse: to the English government for such
& purpuse.

Veterans Who Have Been Reinstated in the
Treasury Defartment.
Seeretary Gnge Has Been No Less

The officlals of the Treasury Department
resent the widely published statement that
Becretary Gage has been . in the reln-
siatement of veterans wh t thelr places
during the democratic administration on
account of politics. On the contrary, they
say that Mr. Gaga's action in righting the
wrongs done ex-soldlers and sailors will
compare favorably with that of any of his
colleagues in the cabinet, not excepting the
Becretary of the Interlor and the Sezietary
of Agriculture, who have been credited
with doing the best work in this respect.

A2 a rule such letters and requests
strengthen the employe in his or her place,
but a ease lately oceurred in one” of the
departments of the government in which
the clerk, enjoying a comfortable position,
in which she was perfectly secure, lost her
place merely beczuse of the large amount
of infiuence she was bringing to bear, and
was reduced to a minor position, with a
salary of but half that she had been re-
ceiving. Letters from senators and repre-
sentatives were pouring in on the official
who was her superlor officer, but finully
certain senators called upon him and com-
plained that the lady in question wes mak-
ing thelr lves a burden by constint re-
guest that they Intercede in her hehalf,
and asked that & stop be put to that sort
of proceedinga. They were go Indignant
that the lady was promptly removed from
her place, although it 1s ¢aid she would
not have been disturbed had she quietly
done her work. The moral of this sad ex-
perlence is being advertised quietly among
clerks in the follow!ng motto:

“Don’'t worry your chief witn an over-
dose of Influence, but quletly saw wood.

The lady who was subjected to this un-
pleasant experience Is now making strenu-
ous efforts to regain her old place, but, al-
though she has strong intluencs, she Is
apparently making no hcadwny.’

TO TEACH NAVAL ARCHITECTURE.
I'roposed Post-Graduate Course

Annapolls.

The establishment of a post-graduate
course at the Naval Academy has been
suggested to the Navy Department for the
benefit of ofticers of the navy desiring ad-
ditional instruction in naval architecture,
ete. Unless this is done the cadets selected
for such a course of instruction will have
to be sent to the Boston Institute of Tech-
nology or to Cornell Unlversity. ‘

An objectlon to adding to the Annapolis
curriculum is the lack of officers in the
corps to serve as instructors. But seven

young men will soon be added to the work-
ing force, and they will in a large measure
relieve the staff of Instructlors of much of
the work devolvirg on them. Should it be
decided that Annapolis I8 the proper place
for educating officers for the construction
corps, a detall of two officers would be
sufficient to conduct the course, and two
years' study would probably be demanded
before commissions were granted,

Colored Judge in Trouble.

The only colored officer of trust in South
Carolina is in trouble. Z. D. Green, pro-
bate judge at Georgetown, has heen con-
victed of official misconduct and appropria-
tion of public moneys. He was sentenced
to pay §1,000 fine and spend one year In the

penitentiary at hard labor.

THEY WANT EQUAL RIGHTS

Bteps Taken to Increase the Influence of
Laymen in General Conference.

A Movement in the M. E. Church to
_Secure Incremsed Lay Representa-
tion in Deliberative Bodies.

A few prominent lJaymen of the Baltimore
conference of the M. E. Church met in Bal-
timore the evening of the 11th instant for
the purpose of taking the preliminary
fsteps for the organization of & permanent
laymen’s association. Buch associations
have already been organized In some of Lhe
more prominent conferences in the east and
west, notably the Philadelphia and the cen-+
tral Illinois. Action is being taken looking
to such an organization in each of ithe more
than one hundred conferences in the United
Slates, and, as soon as practicable, a cen-
tral organization, composed of delegates
from the conference associatioas, will prob-
ably be formed. 2

For nearly half a century, it Is sald, there
has been a growing conviction among the
more thoughtful of the laity that there is
too much power held by the minisiry over
the temporal economy of the church, and
80 the question of lay représentation in the
general conference was agitated, resnlting,
twenty-live years ago, in the admission to

that pody of two laymen from eazh annual
ceiference.

Step in the Right Direction.
This, it is clalined, has provsd {o be a
step in the right direction, resulting, it Is

=11
believed, in advancing the general interests
of the church; but the plan is now regard-
ed as defective, giving, as it does, but a
minority representation to the laity, and
discriminating against the larger confer-
ences, :

It gives to them only the representation
it accords to thie smaller ones, in some of
which equal represcentation with the min-
Istry cbtains, while, from the larger con-
ferences, delegations are compos2d of twice
a5 many ministers as laymen. In some
czses, it Is alleged, even a greater inzqualf-
ty exists.

Equal representation in the general con-
ference, It is believed, would bind the min-
Istry and lai'y more cioszly togethor: would
give Iis proceedings greater influsace with
the membership of the church: wonid se-
cure larger Hberality in the supnost of the
m:nisiry, the missionary cause, ‘nd ail the
benevolences of the church: would remove
a somewhat prevalent convietion that there
now exisis in the church a measure of ec-
cleslasticism not in keeping with a repinbli-
can government, and would give to the
laity a voice in church legislation equal to
that accorded it in the general coancils of
other leading denominations.

The Law of thke Church.

To secure equal representation in the
general conference the law of the church
requires that the propesition shall first
have the indorsement of three-fourths of
the members of the annual conferences,
present and voting, this action to be eon-
firmed by at least a two-thirds vote of the
general conference, This proposition was
submltted to the annual conferences by
the general conference of 15892, when the
vite stood 2,804 for and 6,138 against. It
was agaln submitted by the general con-
ference of 1806. The vote In the annual
cenferences as now reported stands 6,619
for and 7,998 against, showing a small ma-
jority against the measvre, as compared
with the former vote, and also showing
an incrcase of 2,725 for, as agalnst an in-
crease of 1,860 agalnst the proposition.

This rezult, it is belleved, is largely due
to the efforts ef the laity at the last gen-
eral conference, and to the agitation of
the question by them in different confer-
ences during the past year. It is also
taken to indicate that the ministry will
probably in «due time concede to the laity
the rights clauimed. The vote of the Bal-
iimere conference at its session in March
last was 77 for and 1% against the meas-
ure.

Other Important Questions.

While this question of equal representa-
tion is, perhaps, the most prominent one
before the lay members, and upon which it
Is desired to secure such action as will
give them larger influence in the law mak-
ing body of the church, it Is not by any
means the only one in which they are spe-
clally Interested, but their efforts will prob-
atly be mainly direcied to its adjustment,
and when they shall have secured an equal
voiee with their ministerial brethren on the
flcor of the general conference, other ques-
tions ef viral Importance to the church,
and especially affecting the laity, will, 1t
is sald, receive their consideration and
actlon.

This movement among the laity is said
to be far more gencral than it has ever
been In the past, and will doublless grow
as time passes. The contemplated action
of the laity of the Baltimore conference
will, therefore, be watched with great in-
terest by all who have the welfare of
Methodism at heart.

The committea has fixed the 8th of Oec-
tober next for the meeting of the conven-
tion, and will request each church to send
five delegates. This will bring together
some Elx or seven hundred representative
laymen, whose action will have no small
ghare in molding at least a part of the
future policy of the church.

Later the fleet will go to Portland, Me,,
where there will be a celebration, and in
July one ship is to be sent to Annapolis,
Nova Scotla, to take part in celebrating the
founding of that town In 164, In the lat-
ter part of July work with the naval re-
serves will take some of the ships away
from the fieet. In all {ts cruising, however,
it Is doubtful Iif a single ship gets below
the caped of Virginia during the summer,

Within the next few wecks several new
ships will be added to the present strength
of the squadron, ineluding the Wilming-
ton, Nashville and Helena, the Annapolis
and five other gunboats of her type ap-
proaching completion. Several of these
smaller craft are intended for foreign ser-
vice, however, and will not remain long in
home waters.

ATTRACTIVE CLUB HOUSE

A Pretty Retreat Owned by Patuxent Rod
and Gun Olub.

House and Grounds Have Heen Im-
proved on Modern Lines—A Naphtha
Launech Provided.

Special Correspondence of The Evening Star.
UPPER MARLBOROQ’, Md., May 15, 1897.

On the. Patuxent river, about.a mile and
a half from the old town of Upper Marlbo-
ro’, and a mile distant from the head of
steamboat navigation, is situated one of
the prettlest club houses outside of Wash-
ington city. The owners: and /patrons of
tLis retreat, chartered as the “Patuxent
Rod and Gun Club,” are il Washington
city people, with one nr two exceptions, but
1esidents of this (Prince George’s) counly.

The eclub was organized several years
280 by Mr. Richard S. Smith of Washing-
ton, who had been shooting and fishing on
the Patuxent, and now has about twenty
members. Mr. Smith recognized the many
advantages to be found on the river for
sportsmen who were only able to get away
from their business fer a day or two at a
time, and also discovered the quantity and
quality of the game to be found in that
section. Acting on this idea, he got his
Washington friends interested, and they
bought the present club house, which was
at the time a cottage, and fitted it up as a
shooting bex. i

The sport and pleasure they continued to
have cvery year caused them lo manifest a
great Interest in the place and they have
improved the house and grourids in many
ways, both as to comfort and appearance.
As scon as the weather cpened this snring
workmen were put to work tearing down
the manager's house, which was rather
unsightly, and the consiruction of a new
ore in ihe rear of the club house was be-
gun. The fence surrounding-the lawn was
moved back so as to increase the length
of that part leading to the river.

The most voticeable improvements were
madc in the club hovse. This was remod-
€led, the porches were miade larger, and
& summmer house built, large enough to ae-
commodate a dozen hammiocks and in-
closed with wire netting, to keep the mos-
quitos and flles from intertering with a
fellow’s midday snooze. The Interior has
been repapered, the IFaper on the walls in
the halls being especiclly attractive. It
was secured at a great cost by one of the
club members, and is sald to be over a
hundred years old. The design on the pa-
Per represents an English stag hunt, and
£ives a good view of the Stag, hounds and
hintsmen. To the many visitors to the
club house this is one of the attractions.

Whken it i= too cool to sit out of door: the
fiont rocm Is nsed as a sitting rcom around
the walls of which are hung weppons of
every cunceivable make, from fhose of the
native Indians and of the first palents of
firearms, down to the most fmproved and
costly hammerless breechloaders of the
present day. ‘These latter only are used.
The former are for ornaments, and each
has a bit of history, which the president of
the elub will give only on a rainy evening,
when he cannot be on the river with a rod
or in the field with h!s gun.

Other ornaments that eaunsge many in-
quiries are the different species of the
game tribe. which have peen stuffed and
ornamentally placed abou! the  building,
each having been the victim of some mem-
her of the club. If anything unusual is
killed by an outsider and sent to the eclub
iz is stuffed and a place found for it among
the other troohies.

This season, whan there is nathing to
shoot until the Fourth of July, the opening
of the season for woodcock and summer
duck, the members of the clth, when as-
sembled at the house, get into their naph-
tha launch, go a few miles down the river
and fish. From the Fourth of July until
the close of the snipe shooting, about the
I1st of May, there ecan always be found
eomething at which o fire a gun.

When members of the club wisit the place
for sheoting or fishirg, they telegraph the
manager, and he notifies the cook, who is
employed nll the year. and thev find every-
thing rovided to thekr i2ste. Each member
orders everything, individually, and can
Invite any one he likes to enjoy the trip.

Two of the most active members are the
president and secretary, Mr. Smith and Mr.
W. W. Boarman of Washington. A week
seldom passes that one or the other of
these gentleamen does not wisit the club
with ecompany and have a day's outing on
the river. The members of the club have
leasad several farms for shooting nrivi-
leges, and have turned loose a number of
imported partridges, the birds having been
scarce here for the past two or three years,
owing to the blizzard that swept over the
country several winters ago.

TO EMULATE THE COLUMBIA.

English Cruiser Powerful 'Will Make
n Forced Run Across the Pond.
The report comes from Londen that the
British cruiser Powerful, sald to be the
largest cruiser in the world, will shortly be
sent on a full power run to New York and
back, in emulation of the run of the United
States cruiser Columbia. The Powerful is
a first-class crulser of 14,200 tons and 25,-
000 indicated horse power. She is 500 feet
long, has 71 feet beam and draws 27 feet.
She was launched in 1895 at Barrow, and
Is credited with a speced of twenty-two
knots. Her nominal coal supply iz 3,000
tons. She carries a crew of 840 men, and
her armament is composed of two 0.2-Inch
guns, twelve S-inch quick firing guns, six-
teen 12-poanders, twelve 3-pounders and

some smaller guns.

8heé has four torpedo tubes and a protec-
tive deck of from three to six Inches in
thickness. The Columbia is credited with
a speed of more than twenty-two knots.
The Powerful is a sister ship of the Terri-
Lle. Her machinery weighs 2,250 tons, she
nas forty-eight bollers-and there are near-
ly 100 auxillary engines on rd of her.

TALKS OF THE HARD TIMES

John Wanamaker Makes a' Significant
Bpeech to Business Men,

Indicates a Revolt Against “One-Man
Power” in Poliﬂu—s.eeeh At-
tracts Much Attention.

The address made by John Wanamaker
at the annual meeting of the Business
Men's League of Philadelphia has attracted
a grest deal of attention among local busi-
ness men and politiclans. The general
opinlon is that the address deserves un-
uvsual sigrificance, in that it sounds the
keynote of a new element to be henceforth
injected into Pennsylvania pelitics.

In the course of hls address Mr, Wana-
maker sald:

“The country is nct prosperous. Since
the outset of the last presidential cam-
paign the party press and political leaders
generally fixed the November election of
1896 as the date of the beginning of good
times. A full half of the year has expired
since the will of the republican party was
declared. Thus far but one of the import-
ant issues of the campaign is nearing set-
tlement, and hardly any roticeable im-
provement of the wretched times is mani-
fest. The tide will soon set in strongiy
against the republican perty unless the de-
pression of business Is altered. Idieness
and want breed a bitter discontent, which
will never he overcome until there is am-
ple employment."

Referrirg to state politics, Mr: Wana-
maker sald:

“Dismay and discomfiture and dread ap-
prehension have followed the entire ses-
sion of the present legislature. A gallant
little Land of true men have formed a
phalarx in the senate and not an inch
has been ylelded by the valiant members
of the house. Those who have falled to
rise with the opportunity wili soon come
to the day of reckoning with their constitu-
eénis, when a million of people will review
their acts.” -

Mr. Wanamaker was asked whether he

had anything further to say regarding the
promised era of prosperity which he stated
had not come slnce McKinley's election.
' "I decline to discuss that phase of the
question,” arswered Mr. Wanamaker. *1
have made certaln statements which are
true, and they may be taken or rejected.”

“Can you tell what will be the future
policy of the Business Men's League of this
state, and whether it is likely to take a
more aggressive political stand in the im-
mediate future?” he was asked.

**As to that I cannot answer. The leakue,
I should =ay, is in a more united form than
it has been before.”

“Have you any idea of the means that
could have been taken to bring about finan-
cial and industirial prosperity, and which
were neglected? Do you think the time
sinece March 4 has been sufficient to make
many changes or established innovations?”

“I have nothing to say on the matter,”
replied Mr. Wanamaker, “except that 1
abide by what I =aid in my address last
eveningz. Every one knows the condition
af affairs in Pennsylvania, and to a great
extent outside. I de nrot think that busi-
ness men in the past have taken enough
interest in practical politics, and it is that
fact which is largely responszible for the
present undegirable congdition of political
affaire. Among business men, however,
there I3 growing up a sturdy sentiment of
revolt agalnst the prevalent system of one-
man power, and I am perfectly confiient
that it will give to this state eventually a
far purer political system than it has ever
had before. The republican party must
realize that something must be done if it
would preserve the confidence of this state
and this nation.”
