Representative Fowler's Plan to Do
Away With Party “Tarifi Tinkering.™

Representative Fowler of New Jersey s
very much interested In the subject of a
tariff commission to investigate federal
taxation, recommend changes therein anid
adjust inequalities In existing law. Ie has
Intreduced a bill in the House to carry out
his idea in this particular. It provides for
a commission of seven members, appointed
by the President, and whose term of offica
ghall be twenty-one years. It shall make
annual recommendartions to the President
regarding the suspension of import duties
or internal revenue taxes.

Mr. Fowler Lkas written a circular letter
upon the subjeet, in which he says:

“Every ore now realizes, 1 think, that
the American peopie of all sectlons, of all
parties, of every calling and of all claszes,
are tired and heartily sick of tariff tinker-
ing and the consequent disturbance, il not
actual destruction, of ail lines of business.
What they need and most earnestly desire
is an opportunity to engage in business
with assurance that there will be no such
radical changes as will destroy, or even
cripple, any department of trade or com-
merce

Any tariff measure that will produce
sufficlent revenue to support the govern-
ment under present conditions will, with
the natural increase of population and the
greater consumption incident to prosperity,
bring us in a few years a hundred mil-
lions more revenue than will be required
to meet expenses. It should not be taken
from the people. It wouid naturally lead
to national extravagance.

“*How, then, shall we adjust our revenues
to our actual needs? Shall it be by over-
hauling the whole subject again—every
schedule, down to the very iast ltem? Cer-
tainly business prudence would require
that our taxes be lowered gradually and
removed from such articles as an intelli-
gent and skilled commission would reée-
ommend. The changes should be so maide
as to result in an evolution, and not in a
revolution.

“The taxes should be abated from year
to year and taken from one schedule at a
time. Hence, the President, who is re-
sponsible for the proper administration of
the government, with the recommendation
of the tariff commission, pught to have the
power to suspend any portion of the taxes,
and the country not be compelled to wait
until the executive, the House of Repre-
sentatives and the Senate were In political
conjunction, which might not happen for
several yvears. They were not In conjunc-
tion from 1875 until 1880,

“That the President may suspend taxes
if that power were given him by Congress

was decided by the Supreme Court in Field

vs. Clark, vol. 143, U. 8. Reports, page 649,

when the comtltutlonn.lity of the reciproc-
Ity clause of the tariff act-of 1800 was chal-

lenged.

“The duty of the commission to investi-

gale all federal taxation and domestic and

foreign conditlons, and annually recom-

.mend changes callicg for legislation, will

make it a most valuable adjunct to a wise

Mr. Lindsayv (Ky.) offered an amendment
to strike out the differential on refine! sa-
gar. In speaking a few dayvs ago with an
official high in authority in the castoms
service, he = » he (Lindsay) expressod his
difficulty in comprehending the technicali-
ties of the commlicated phrass nl--s: Thn
official agreed with him. and sall that the
explanations offered by Its framers al-
wavs “darkened the mystery.™

Mr. Lind=ay's amendiment steikes out of
the House schedule, in paragraph 206, the

The Planter va. Refiner,

AMr. Caffery (Ta)) followed, The old
fight between the producers of raw suzar
and the refiner, which in this ~auniry was
the trast, was, he said, again on. e spoke
of the scamlal of 184 over the sucar schicid-
ule produced by the rapaclty of the sagar
trust. It was to be repeated nox. There
were consumed in this country 400 v (i
pounds of sugar annually. If the trust was
to rveceive hall a cent a pound, us this
schedule proposed, that would mean §20.-
i o 1o the trust. Here, then, was tha
impellant cause which brought this great
corpoation to Washington 1o look ofter
its interests,

He dwelt on the advantages cnicyved by
the sugar trust, and read at lengih the
testimony given by Mr. Havemeyer s fore
the Senate investigating commitice. This
discinsed. the senator said, that Mr. Have-
meyer freely admitted that the purpose of
this confessed monopoly was to control the
market and run up the price to *ne ‘m-
porting point. They not only conirol the
price, but they advance the orice accond-
ing to the testimony of Mr.Havemoever, Mr.
Caffery said this advance would ascregate
15,000,004, the advance being three-cighths
of a cent per pound, acording o Mr., Have-
meyer's testimony.

Mr. Caffery =aid he woull =how that
under all of the tariff acts the orofizs of
the sugar trust were very large. The sen-
ator showed the gradual ‘nerdase of differ-
ence between the price of eenirifueal
sugars and the standard granul . This
difference doubled shortly after the foima-
tion of the trust, reaching $1.2d. An ef-
fort had been made to show thai the trust
had been a benefit by lowering the price of
sugars, but any lowering of pvl s was= at
the cxpense of the producer of the raw ar-
ticle, as the differentlal always romained
the same. The trust nevar lost. All it
wanted was sufficient tari® to keep cut the
foreign producer, and then it lad the
American consumer at its mercy, to be
fleeced at its sweet will. The rust bad
=aid it would be ruined by any Jdifferential
under one-eighth of a cent per pound, and
yet it had thrived under such a ruie. The
ingenious senator trom Ithode l=land (Ald-
rich) had compared differentials 1or a g.ven
month, when these of a vear would have
given a far more equitable Lasis,

Sugnr Industry in Germany.

Mr. Caffery discussed the sucar indestry
in Germany, which was, he said, toppling
to lts fall, cerushing every one enginged in
it, because It.was ceared on an Brriticlal
basis. He quoted recent consvlar rporis
in support of this statement.

While Mr. Caffery discussed the Ger-
man sugar industry the first s@cretary of
the German embassy entered the diplo-
matic gallery and wag an interested lis-
tener.

The senator showed that in order to
malntain this sugar Industry the cost of
sugar to the German consumer was much
higher than in the United States, so that
a few agrarian sugar producers reaped the
benefits of the German bounty, while the
masses of the people paild the billl,

Mr. Caffery then took up the sugar pro-
duction 0. his own state. While he had
been in the Senate the sugar producers
had besieged him to place a high tanm
on thelr product. When the Wilson bl
was considered he had voted for a duly
of 40 per cent because sugar had been
recognized as a legitimate revenue-produc-
ing ariicle No one up to that time gues-
tioned that sugar came within the strict
letter of democratic doctrine of a tariff for
revenue.

When 5 o'clock was reached the Lill was
laid aside. Mr. Pettigrew made ingquiry
as to what had become of his resolution
directing the committee on Facific rail-
roads to inquire into the issue of land
patents to the Pacific roads.

Mr. Gear of Iowa, chalrman of the com-
mitiee, answered curtly that Mr. Petu-
grew would hear in due time what acllon
the committee had taken.

Mr. Pettigrew said he had expected the
reference to committee would be the grave-
vard of the resoluticn, and he calied st
tention of the country to the condition
of affairs.

Explanations were made later that the
committee would meet Saturday to con-
sider the subject.

At 5:10 p.m. the Senate held an executive
sesgion and then adjourned.
