WORK BEGINS TODAY
Opening Program of Ohristian En-

deavor Convention at Ban Francisco.

DELEGATES VERY MUCH IN EVIDENCE

Michigan and Ohio Rivals for Next
Year's Great Meeting.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS

SAN FRANCISCO, July 8.—It may now
be said that the Christian Endeavor hosts
have completed their conquest of this city.
They have arrived in such numbers during
the last twenty-four hours as to permeate
every quarter of the city. All through the
late hours of the night and early hours of
this morning trains have arrived from the
east, north and south, bearing thousands
of delegates and visitors. Speclal boate
have carrled the crowds across the bay,
and at the ferry they were met by scores
of white-capped guides, whose sole duty it
i= 1o make the delegates welcome and to
pilot them to headquarters at the great
pavilion, where every delegate is regls-
tered and directed to comfortable quarters
in some part of the elty.

Women Largely in Evidence.

The scenes at the pavilion resemble a
national political convention, except that
mure women remain in evidence an this
occasion than usually aftend great gather-
Ings. In faet, fully two-thirds of the dele-
gales are of the gentler sex. But thelr
presence tends to make the scene more
suiking in color and more animated in
spirit. All the streets in the business dis-
trict of the city and in the neighborhood
ot the different headguarters are congested
with the thousands of visltors. Every one
Seels Lo be on the move, as If to get the
benetit of the cooling breezes from the Pa-
citie, after a journey through the burning
alkali plains.

Men and women alike are decked with
ribbons of purple and gold, Endeavor col-
ors, on which are words announcing their
siate and town. Streams of delegates
poured into the pavilion throughout the
night and this forenoon, aml the young
womien engaged in the reglstration booths
were Kept busy. They came singly, in
small squads and they came in rushes, but
the regiusiration department was prepared
fur anything, and not even the big mass
delegations could rattf® them.

Muoust of the state delegatlons are sup-
plied with literature, and it i= not con-
finesd to Christian Endeavor publications.
There are pamphlets proclaiming the frult-
fulness of the soil, beauty of scenery, vast-
ness of the Indusiries and the fields of
labor.

Scene at California Headguarters.

The busiest scene thls morning is about
the California headquarters., There are
S0,000 Endeavorers In Californla, and 1t
seems as If most of them intend putting In
an appearance at some time durilng the
convention. Not the least attractive part
of this pavilion is the score of pretty Call-.
foruia girls who are engaged in dlstrib-
uting badges and impariing information
tu all thuse wno call.

The work of decorating the different state
buoths 1s abwout completed, and the instal-
lation of the coat-of-arms of each state ¢n
the diferent booths has given life and
color to every nook In the big bullding.

Une of the largest and handsomest booths
is that of Oregon, decorated in purple ard
goid, the state name appearing In gold let-
ters. The other northern state—Washing-
ton—has handsome quarters, where violet
znd white are the predominating colors,

The total number of arrivals, including
those of this forenoon, is about 16,040, The
last of the big eastern delegatlons are ex-
pected to reach San Franclisco some time
tonight, though a few slraggiers are ex-
pected Lo continue dropping in throughout
the remainder of the week. The two sec-
tions of the big Pennsylvania delegationa
arrived in the early hours this morning,
and were closely followed by two traln-
leads from New Jerzey. They were met at
the Oakland Mole by committe-a from the
San Francisco headquarters and escorted
to headguarters, amid cheering and the
singing of “America.”

Contest for Convention of 18599,

Michigan's delegation, nearly 500 strong,
is preparing to do battle with Ohio for the
honor of the conventlon of 189, hoping to
secure the prize for Detroit, wlth scme
preospects of success. The Michiganders
are feared by the Ohioans as their most
formidable rivals.

Hev. Francis E. Clark, father of the
Christian Endeavor Assoclatlon, made his
first public appearance in Callfornia at
the First Presbyterian Chureh in Oakland.
Owing to the blockade In the railway yards
Mr. Clark could not cross the hay as soon
as he expected and yielded to the requests
ot the Oakland people to nold a mesting in
that ¢lty while wailing to cross. The En-
deavorers of Oakland turned out In thou-
sands and gave the distinguished visilor a
rousing reception.

The annual meeting of the board of {rus-
tees will be held at the Palace Hotel Tues-
day, July 18. It became nLe:sssary to pose-
pone tnis meeting, which was oclginally
scheduled for July 7, until the arrival of
a4 number of trustees who are delayed en
route,

This mecting will be an importaat one, as
it is to decide where the convention of
IR0 is to be held.

'The cyes of
the Endeavorers in the remotest sections of
the world are turned upon the jreat galLh-
ering that was called to ordar this niorn-
ing by Chairman Rolla V. Watt.

“Moreover, the people wham I have seen
have been of diverse cfe=ds and views of
religious truth; all, to be sure, have ac-
knowledged the supremacy of Jesus Christ
as the very son of God &and the nly Savior
of lost sinners; all ha.\'?' accepted the Bible
as the word of God, and the Holy Spirit
as the sanctifier, comforter and guide. In
such soll only can Christian Endeavor
flourish. But In minor particulars the
creeds and forms of church government of
these hospitable hosts of our society differ
as widely as thelr complexioas. The shade
of tan of a man's cheek dues not make or
unmake his manhood; the shads of his
creed does not make or unmake hls Chris-
itlanity. By Methodists and Baptists, by
Presbyterians and Congregatlonallsts, by
Friends and Disciples of Christ, by Episco-
pallans and Latherans, by adhereats of the
state churches of Germany and Sweiden
and Holland and Scotland and Englaad, as
well as by representatives of every free
church, have 1 been kindly receivad In the
name of Christlan Endeavor, and by every
missionary society ar work in India or Af-
rica. Why? Because of-the elojuent in-
dorsement which a common and universal
method of Christian service renders to its
advocates.

One Denomination Holds Aloof.

“Only one denomination stlll seeks to
prevent the increase of Christian Endeavor
socleties, and that has introduced Chris-
tian Endeavor principle,’ and, thougn we
regret the absence of full fellowship, we
are glad of the extension of the ideas for
which we stand—in that we rejoice, yea,
and will rejoice.

“QOur society, then, has these signs of a
unlversal movement. It was born in ob-
scurlty and weakness., It has not owed ita
extension to human advocacy or ecclesias-
tical authority. It has spread to every
land. It has been found adapted to every
evangelical creed, to every form of church
government and to every race and class
and larguage and condition of people., It
has failed only where the principles in-
volved in our covenant pledge have been
lgnored or where it hasz heen crushed out
by denominational authority.”

Answers the Text's Query.

In answering the gquestion of the text, he
sald the movement miust be true to ita fun-
damental ldea, must necessarily be unify-
Iing, must be a pervasive force, must be
sacrificial, and must listen to God's volce
and continually obey It. Continuing, he
said:

“This Is a world movement, thank God; a
way from materlalism, formalism and a
barren ecclesiasticlam, back to God Him-
gelf. Endeavorers, let this be the motto,
the purpose, the praver of this our coming
seventeenth year—to ablde In Christ, to
aurrender ourselves to Him, to let Him use
us, to think less of our efforts and more of
His fullness; to seek a larger Infllling from
above, deeper draughts of His life, more
emptiness of self, more Tullness of Christ.
Thua only will Christlan Endeavor znd all
for which it has come to stand—Christian
cltizenship, Christian missions and a thou-
sand forms of henevglencf.-—recetve ever
afresh life and vigor."

COMING LIBRARY = APPOINTMENTS

John Russell Young Confers With
the President.

REGISTER OF THE TREASURY

An official and positive stitement was
mads today that the bhatch of consular ap-
pointments to be sent to the Senate ls the
last to leave the White House until CCon-
gress ends this session. Consular appli-
cants who have heen expecting early ac-
tlon will be disappeinted. It is stated that
not even a bhatch of two or three will go
In any day between now and then.

Senator Quay was at the White House
teday. He was asked about an apparently
authentle story that he is getting heartly
sleck of political life and intends to retire
as soon as possible. The senator sald he
“expected” there was some truth In the
story, and asked if it could be wom!ew:_d at
that a man should get “tired of that sweat
hox' on the hill

The senator, speaking of a rumor con-
necting hi= name with the republi-an gu-
bernatorial of Pennsylvanla, told a friend
that nothing could induce him 1o take the
nomination. The senator, it is said, will
g0 to Europe this summer for his health.

New Reglister of the Treasury.

The President will appoint a colored man
register of Lhe treasury. He has announced
this, but has given no intimation who the
nominee will bhe. The leading candidates
were announced in yesterday’'s Star. It i=
said by friends of W. A. Gaines, the Ken-
tucky applicant, that he is in the hest po-
sition at this time.

Library Appointmentis.

John Russell Yourg, librarian of Con-
gress, saw the President about some ap-
pointments he interds to make. Mr.
Young was accompanied by Thomas G.
Alvord, formerly in charge of the Wash-
ington bureau of the New York World.
Mr. Young has decided to appoint Mr. Al-
vord to a responsible confidential position
in the lbrary, and so informed the Presi-
dent. It has not been definitely decided
what this positlon will be.

Senator Platt of New York, accompanied
by J 8. Tichenor and Harry Ticlienor of
New York, saw and talked with the Presi-

dent. J. 8. Tichenor is a member of the
board of tariff appralsers, stationed in
New York, and will soon retire. He is

Senator Platt Is willing that
the changs shall be nade.

G. F. Mayers of Stephen City, Va., was

Action on Pardon Applications.

Campbell, convicted in West Virginia of
neglevting to deposit postal revenues, and
sentenced to one year and one day in the
penitentiary and to pay a fine of 3.

The President denied the application of
W. C. Cox of the Iustriet of Columbia,
conyicted of obtalming goods under false
pretenses and sentenced to one year and
one day in Albary penitentiary. The ap-
plleation was made to restore the eitizen-
ship of Cox.

Pardon was denied to two Virginia men—
Bert Atkins and Lloyd Echols., Atkins was
convicted of breaking into a post office, and
last December was sentenced to one year
in the penltentiary. Lloyd Echols was con-
victed of breaking into a post office and
sentenced in December to two years in the
Albany penitentiary. .

The pardon of John Washington and
Simmons Wolfe of Kansas was also re-
fused. In September, 154, they were con-
victed of rape, and were sentenced to hang.
Their sentence was afterward commuted to
life imprisonment.

PENSION CASES AFFECTED.

Recent Rulings by Assistant Seere-
tary Davis.

Many pension cases are affected by the
following rulirgs, which have just been
made by Assistant Secretary of the In-
terior Webster Davis:

In the claim of Francis Frank of Com-
pany H, 16th Michigan Infantry, the de-
pariment holds that a claimant who has
attalned the age of sixty-five years shall
be deemed entitled to at least the minimum
rate of pension, $6, unless the evidence dis-
cluses unusual vigor and abllity for the
performaance of manval labor In one of
that age. Previously It was necessary to
gshow special infirmity before a pensionm
could be granted at the age of sixty-five
VeAars.

In the case of Edward Moore of the 14th
Independent Battery, Ohlo Light Artillery,
this policy is laid down:

“When it shall be shown that the pen-
sioner's right to have the pension inure
wholly to his benefit is being abridged or
forfelted by the malfeasance of the guand-
lan, and that the appointing court will not
administer relief, then the commissioner of
pensions would be legally authorized to
refuse payment to the guardian, and 1f
need be to pay the pensioner himself.'

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DEERFOOT BEATEN.
A NMecord Held by an Amerienan In-
dinn for a (unarter Century.

From the Looden Telegraph.
Fully 25,00 spectators attended the Roch-
dale Athletic grounds on Saturday to wit-

long-standing record of 11 miles %0 yvards
in the hour, made in 183, The proprietors
of the Sporting Chronicle offere«d the
amateur ex-champlon £250 and half the
gate receipts should he he successful, amld
In case of failare he was to receive £1000 and

attempt. Dacon tralned at Blackpool, and
he felt very sanguine of achieving the feat.
Friday brought a rainy day, and this cer-
tainly did not favor Racon, who, under the
circomstances, had an Immense task be-
fore him. Betting ruled at 5 to 4 and 6 to 4
on Bacon. It was nearly 5:45 o'clock when
he set out on his journey, paced by Mullen
and MeFern, the latter on his bieyele. The
first mile occuplied 4 minutes 42 2-5 seconds:
two miles were recled off in 9 minutes 52
seconds, equaling Deerfoot’s time. Jue! be-
fore this Ansted joined in, and Mullen re-
tired. Three miles were covered In i4 min-
utes 58 seconds, four miles In 20 minutes
4 3-5 seconds, and at four and a half milea
Mullen gave way to Watkins as pacer.
Five miles were done In 25 minutes 14 sec-
onds, slx miles in 3 minutes 28 2-5 seconils,
and at seven miles Bacon just got inside
W. G. George's time, doing 1t In 35 minutes
36 2-3 seconds. From this point the cham-
plon began to improve, covering eight
miles in 4 minutes 43 seconds; nine, 45
minutes 58 seconds; ten, 51 minutes 11 sec-
onds (only five seconds outslde Cumming's
world's record). Eleven miles were recorded
in 3 minutes 28 seconds, and, amid L ud
and enthuslastic cheering, Bacon finished
the hour with 11 miles 1,243 yards to hia
credlt, breaking the record by 273 ymids.
Watkins ran from four and a half miles
to the finish, all the pacemakers being on
the track in the last 300 yards. Bacon was
naturally done up at the finish, and fell on
the track, but he was soon up again. The
timekeepers were J. Catton, J. H. Hard-
wick, G. Sugden, J. Gorton and J. Hagger-
ty. -

y'l'he record of*11 miles 970 yards in the
hour, which Deerfoot set up, and which
Bacon shattered on Saturday, was made
by the Sereca Indian at the old West Lon-
don grounds, in 1863. Many attempts have
since been made to pass tiose tizuras, but
ur:til Bacon's, none of them had been suc-
cessful. W. G. George, when he was an
amateur, had a great ambition to oreak it,
and in 15884 made a grand attempt. He was
then considered to be the fastest ten-miler
living, and a speclal twelve-mile handicap
was framed, to give him a chance of lower-
ing Deerfoot’s record. ‘he mce took place
on the London Athletic Club grounds, and
George, who ran cxesedingly well, just
failed, his distance being 11 miles 432 vards
Y inches. Bacon, who holls the amuteur
mile record of 4 minutes 17 seconds, has
long been a runner of note. In 1M he won
the one-mile and four-mile champion: hips,
the only two in whicn he *ompeta], and he
also secured thiriy-six first and eleven sec-
ond prizes. In 18093 the mile champlonship
at Stamford bridge fell to his lot, and
previously he tied George's four-mile record
of 19 minutes 3% secoads. Among oihers,
he has defeated S!id Thomas, Watkins,
Pearce and Crossland. Last year, with
other prominent runners, he jolned *“he
ranks of the professionals, and his per-
formances since then have further en-
hanced his reputation.
