No subject is of more importance to the
housekeeper than her table, especially dur-
ing these times of small incomes and fas-
tidious hot weather appetites. It is a fact
that some women can get double the enjoy-
ment out of a stipulated income than oth-
ers, it all depends upon management and
descretion. Recognizing the importance of
thizs question, the proprietors of the Bon
Marche recently offered a prize of a "07 Co-
lumbia bicycle to the woman subscriber of
the American Queen submitting the hest
menu for a family of five for one week, the
entire cost of which was not to exceed §l0.

The large number of menus submitted
evidenced the fact that many Washington
housewives were fully alive to the subject,
and many carefully planned menus were
eubmitted, which gave more than average
meals for this small amount. The result
of the contest showed conclusively that a
housekeeper superintending her marketing
carefully and closely watching the odds
End ends that go into the kitchen can,
without mueh dithculty, arrange an at-
tractive table with an expenditure of only
310 a week for tive people.

In some cases the menus submitted would
not feed five people for one day. In another
instance a loaf of bread sufficed for the
entire family for a week, but it was gen-
erally understood that plain, practical
wenus were desired, rather than fanciful
or elaborate and less nutritfous bills of
fare, and most of the menus placed before
the judges for examination were remarka-
ble for their excellence and practicability.
The judges selected for this unique and in-
teresting contest were Miss Emma S. Ja-
cols, Miss Annie McDaniels and Miss Mol-
lie Davis, well-known culinary experts em-
ployed In the cooking schools of the Dis-
trict. The following letter written by Miss
Emma 8. Jacobs at the clos® of the contest
explains the views of the judges as to the
best menu: .

“The Bon Marche, My Dear Sirs: We
have carefully examined all menus and
have selected as the best one No. 2630, al-
thouzh number 1171 follows very closely.
We cast the last number aside for the rea-
son that some of the articles cannot be ob-
talned In our markets at the price given,
but because of its appearance we recon-
sldered it, and gave it second rank. ®* * "

signed with the number of the competitor's
subscription eard, Instead of the name. As
stated above in Miss Jacobs® letter it was
found that mena 250 had won the contest,

Bix eges, beaten separately (whites and
yolks), half pint of milk, 6 teaspoonfuls
eornstarch, 1 teaspoonful baking powder,
a little salt, & llttle butter. Add the beat-
en whites last. Bake about fifteen min-
utes.

Swedish Bread.

When yeast bread is risen and reads for
the pans take about one pint of the dough
and roll very thin, spread the sheet of
bread with butter, then sprinkle with a
half cup of sugar, In which one spoon-
ful of cinnamon has been mixed: roll very
tight and cue In slices; place the slices in
well-greased tins, let them rise an hour
and a quarter, and bake in a guick oven.
They rise quicker In warm weather. (De-
Helous.)

Two cups of green, or 1 can of corn; 2
cups of bolling water, 1 gquart of milk, 1
heaplng tablespoonful of flour, 2 heaping
tablespoonfuls of butter, a very little onion,
silt and pepper. Cook the corn in water
a half hour. Let the milk and onion come
to a boil. Mix the flour and butter together
smooth; add a little of the boiling milk,
then all of it. Boil ten minutes, take out
the conion and add the corn; serve hot.
One-half of this is sufficient.

Scuflle Pudding.

Two tablespoonfuls of flour, 2 table-
spoonfuls of butter, 2 tablespoonfuls of
sugar, half a cup of sweet milk, 4 eggs;
stir the butter and flour to a cream; pour
over this the milk, scalding hot; stir well;
set on the stove, and stir until thick; add
yolks of eggs and sugar, well beaten; set
away to ccol. Whip the whites and add
to this just before putting in the oven.
Bake about half an hour. Serve with the
following:

Sauce.

Half a cup of butter, stirred to a cream;
1 cup of sugar, gradually beaten in; quar-
ter of a cup of milk (or cream) added, lit-
tle at a time; flavor with wine, or va-
nilla; very good without flavaring. When
beaten put bowl! in basin of hot water and
stir until smooth just before serving.

“Procure some nice-leoking bottl=s which
will hold abosut a ¢uart, and fill them with
water which has ‘been running for some
time. Water which hgs run through a
filter attached to the faucet is preferable.
Then ccrk them tightly and place them di-
rectly on the ice for zome hours before you
need to vse them, turn them two or three
times, so that they will hecome uniformly
cold, and you will find that you can drink
more of this water with less after discom-
forts than you ean the water which has
teen cooled by heilng directly fved.”
