TRAIN COXNDLCTOR FINED.

He Was Convicted of Unlawfully Ob-
niructing n City Street.
Monday morning between 8 and 9 o'clock
a freight train on the Baltlmore and Poto-
mac railroad obstructed the crussing at
Virginla avenue and Tth street southwest.
