THE CTHARGES,

Criticism of Policy Pursaed by Ex=
proess Compnnies.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

Lés= than five vears aro resideats of the
suburbs Linmediately north of the cliy were
requirad to pay extrn charges on icliveries
of nearly every article necded for Jdomestic
use; but through persistent agitation by
the eitizens, ably aided by the powerful
voice of the press (The Star taking a lead-
ing part), we succeedcd in securing general
free delivery, so that today, with one ox-
eeption, we enjoy the game privileges and
benefits in this regard that are acecrded to
residents of the city proper.

The exception is the express companies,
who =till refuse to ueliver packages to ad-
dresses north of Florida avenue. The ex-
press business in this city is, as you know,
confined to two companies—the Adams and
Urnited States—betwien whem a combina-
tion exisis. Every ¢ffort possible has bwen
made by our citizens, indivilually and col-
lectively, to induce the represeniatives of
these wealthy corporations te yicld te
reason and common justice, but withouat
avall. The only reascn or excuse advanced
by them for refusing to compiy with the
just demands of the people are (1) the extra
expense, and (2) the abandoament of the
ancient boundary line—an arblirary lune,
e=tablished many generations ago, when
there was no population north of Boundary
street.

These pretexts would be too fiim=y to be
worthy of serious consiceration woere it not
that the compenies detiantly hide behind
lhem: and 1 cannol answer them inore
forcibly than by quoting from an article in
The Siar of a recent issue, under the cap-
tion of “Free Delivery in the Suburis,’
which 1&g as follons:

“The present tendency in dealing with'
the city and District i= to disregard the old
city limits as far as possible and to con-
sider all the inhabited region within the
preseni remsnant of the original ten miles
Squar« as on an urban basis. ‘Thiz has
beenn possible only within a few yenrs, dur-
ing vhich the suburban movement has sot
in with wigor. It i absurd to malniain
Fiorida avenue us the boundary of certain
urban privileges and rights, when just be-
yvond the dwellings are as frequent and aus
substantial as those that lic on the cily
side”

it may be contended that the express
companies must necessarily establish arbi-
trary Lnes of delivery. Ewven {f thisz be ad-
mitted, it must be maintained that il.ose
lines should not be fixed and immovable,
but shouli rather be drawn subjiect lo
change from time to time, 10 conform to
chauged conditions, the movements of pop-
uiation, &c. When old Boundary street
was originally selected as the northern
limit of free delivery there was some rea-
son for it, as there was then but a very
small po* Llation north of that line: bhut the
conditious of today are entircly different,
there belng now a large population between
Florida avenue and Piney Branch and
Spring and Rock Creek Church roads.

Look at the inconsistency of the pressnt
arrangement! Taking the White House =
a central point of observation (belng near
the center of population), we sec the resi-
dents of the Navy Yard, some three ‘milm
away, and those of Georgetown Helghts,
nearly as far eff, enjoying free delivery,
while the residents ot Columbia Iietgh_u:.
Mount Pleasant, College Hjll, Meridian Hill,
Washington Helghts, &c., not ha.d the dis-
tance, are seemn paying extra dimes for ithe
same service as a tribute Lo corporation
greed.

In the discussion of this matter at the
last meeting of the Columbia Helghts Cit-
izens Assaclation the point was brought
out that express delivery lines are wmors
ctosely drawn in Washiugton than In any
other large city. It was asserted with posE-
ftiveness that in Philadelphia, Bosion, New
York, Baltimore, Chicago and other large
citics from six to twelve miles were ile
free delivery limits.

It is an oulrage that a large population
such as now exists north of Florida avenue
should be subjected to the cupidity of these
corporations. But we want this defiant
combination to understand that this agita-
tion is not golng to end until justice is done
us; and we ask The Star and other local
papers to ald us in our fight.
