Where this needed tenor is to be secured
Is not known, but the management should
keep on tile watch until he is found. Three
sopranos have been presented, the last,
Miss Xeilson, being considered the best,
although she was handicapped by a first
appearance after a serious illness, and
yet neither of them was equal to Marie
Stone in vocal equipment. Whether Mrs.
Davis has an understudy is not known, for
she is always in evidence and always the
same charming singer and actress that has
contributed to the Bostonians' success.
Macdonald is singing l»etter this year than
for several years past, and yet there Is
an edge on his voice that is painful to
those who remember its rich, pure tone of
Ing ago. Barnabee is a wonder. He
seems to have drank from the fountain
that enables one to defy the ravages of
time, and sings and acts with as much
verility and unction as though he were in
his twenties. We can forgive the minor
defects for the sake of Barnabee, and we
have Cowlea and George Frothingham to
cheer us. although the former is getting
into some bad habits that he ought to get
rid of.

There is a musician here, not connected
with the Bostcntens. who deserves better
tri itrr.ent at the hands of the public than
he has received. He Is August Van Biene,
the actor musician. He is more musician
than actor and yet he is a good actor. His
chief charm, nowever, is his wonderful
playir.g on tne 'cello. He gets from that
instrument a sweeter and more sympathet¬
ic tone thnn is usually heard even from
masters of that Instrument, and he nlays
with a technical skill that proves him to
be ?»n artist of a high order. Though Mr.
Van Fliene's audiences have not been large
they have ln-en highly enthusiastic and he
has !»*-? n obliged to respond to encores at
every perform mce.
Mr. Van Biene will return to Washing¬

ton later and give a recital, when those
who have neglected to hear him in this
dram::, will have an opportunity of enjoy¬
ing a full evening's program of his re¬
markable work.

He 13 known distinctly as a funny man, as
one of the funniest of men.

But off the stnge this funny man
is as shrewd, sensible and serious as any
solid man with a true perspective of life
laid out before him.

But the stage
Is like any other Industry In the commer¬
cial world. The depression in business, hard
times, affect It Just as they affect every¬
thing else "

"Does comic opera hold Its own? Is the
talk that it Is losing Its popularity Justi¬
fied?"
"Above all other lines of the theatrical

business, comic opera has held its own
during the hard times," said Mr. Wilson.
"You see. It Is such .a perfect marriage-mirth and music. It Is bound to be popu¬lar. The world of today is not what It
pas two centuries ago. We have no artists
as great as the old masters Art, there¬
fore, has deteriorated. We have no mu¬
sicians like the old geniuses. Music, there¬
fore, has deteriorated. Wo have no writers
like the men of two centuries ego. This
is a scientific, utilitarian age. An actor is
but a mirror man, presenting to the peopJecondensed characters embodying thousands
of characteristics and gathering events in
clusters for quick appreciation."
"Scientific entertainments?"
"That's It." said Mr. Wilson. "Mankind

must be entertained. People turn from thedarkness of worry and despair to the anti¬dote of amusement as naturally and surely
as a thirsty man takes a drink of water.So long a? there are throats there willte thirst, and so long as black care canc?r.ker In a man's heart there will be en¬
tertainment, amurement to relieve andheal. That Is what gives an actor satisfac¬tion with his calling. It is not hard to playfor people so lor.g as they appreciate it.Give me a good audience, and to plaj is
pleasure, unless I am ill.not 111 In bed, but111 enough to want to be In bed. It is im¬
mensely satisfying to know that vou arepleasing people, that you are making themlaugh, that they are forgetting their wor¬ries and troubles, that the burden of lifeis lighter fcr a time at least, and that in alittle measure you may make them happy."
"I always tell the author of a play ex¬

actly what I think of his work," remarked
Wilton Lacka.ve during his recent engage¬ment in this city. "There are many pairsof fringy pantaloons in New York that
would not be visible if writers had not
been encouraged to depend on a fictitious
future. There are managers who. going
en the principle that to refuse a play is to
make a:i enemy. return unread manuscriptwith the assurance that the work is one of
the best ever brought to their attention,
and that it is a poignant regret that they
are unable to command the services of a
company strong enough for its proper pro¬
duction. The result is that an actor's at¬
tention is frequently invited to work which
half a dozen managers have described as
the best play they ever saw, but which
they cannot produce. It is hard to get up
much interest In that kind of an introduc¬
tion. What the actor wants to get a
chance at is one which half a dozen man¬
agers describe as the worst play they
ever saw. and which at the same time
they are all fighting to produce."
Robert Mantell has not lost faith in the

romantic drama. The title of a play which
he now has under rehearsal is "The Fatal
Flower."

One of the actresses in "The Belle of
New York," which comes with all its new¬
ness and brilliancy intact to the I^afayette
Square next week direct from the New-
York Casino, had an experience last Fri-
day she won't scon forget.

The lights are again ex¬
tinguished, and in a few seconds once more
flash upon a billowy mass of drapery that
Is describing eccentric circles In unison
with the music, amid the varying tints of
