The weather was
all that could be desired for a successful
race, though the wind which came up
later In the das was a slight drawback to
the Tilers.
The race was the outcome of the recent

Under the terms of the cen¬
tury. no new men could be substituted, ar.d
the Century boys withdrew, leaving the
Arl'.ngtons the only club to compete for
the trophy, which was awarded them after
riding over the course.
Then the Century Club issued a chal¬

lenge to the Arlingtons for a match cen¬
tury race between teams of twelve ir.en.
The challenge was immediately accepted,
and the Arlingtons deposited a check fro
jr.-, toward the cost of prizes for the win¬
ners. Later the Century Club deposited an
ecual sum. and a date was fixed for the
match. Bad roads twice prevented the con¬
test. but today all conditions were favor¬
able.

A DISASTER AT SEA.

Two Ships Collide While I mler Full
Sail.

WILMINGTON, N. C.. November 20..
The schooner Charles H. Sprague, Capt.
Harper, from Georgetown to New York,
with a cargo of lumber, is in the harbor at
Southport with her port rigging torn away
as a result of a collision at sea about 12:1."

MARRIAGE TO RE PRESUMED.
Annistnnt Secrrtnrj Davis KcvcrxcH »Pension Otlice Decision.
Webster Davis, assistant secretary of the

Department of the Interior, today rendered
many important pension decisions, amongthem being a decision in the claim of Chas.
A. Fry and Saivli E. Fry, minor children
of John Fry of Company E, I'Oth KentuckyIr fantry.
This claim was rejected by the pension

department under the last administration,
on the ground that the evidence failed to
show that the mother of the claimants was
the lawful wife of the soldier.
Tile facts In the case are that soon after

t lie war closed the soldier and Mary Green,
boi h residents of Kentucky, went to Illi¬
nois. where they remained for some time,
a period of about four years, after which
they returned to Kentucky, and lived there
until the death of the woman, in 1878.
"In Illinois they lived together,'" says the

assistant secretary, "as man and wife, and
stated that they were married, and were
regarded as married persons in the com¬
munity where they lived. After their re¬
turn to Kentucky they continued to live
together, and hold themselves out to the
public as husband and wife, alleging that
they had been married in Illinois, and this
relation was maintained until the death of
the wife.
"It is impossible to obtain any direct proofof the marriage, both of the parties beingdead, and no person being found who knows

when or where the marriage occurred, or,in faqt. that there was a marriage."
Mr. Davis reverses the action of the pen¬

sion department, and among other things
says that:
"These parties lived together as man and

wife continuously for ten years or more;
during all that time their reputation was
that of married people; they declared that
they were married; they conducted them¬
selves in all respects like married popk;
they were treated and received as hus¬
band and wife among their friends and
neighbors, and it appears that at the time
they began to live together there was 'io
Impediment to a lawful marriage on the
part of either of them. I think any court
would, in such a ease, presume marriage in
the absence of facts tending to create a
counter presumption.
"ft is quite possible that the parties were

united in marriage by a formal ceremony.
The failure to find any record of such cere¬
mony is by no means conclusive evidence
that they were not. The records of th .

county wherein they lived in Illinois were
destroyed by fire. But aside from this I
think there can be no question as to the
sufficiency of the evidence to establish a
crmmon law marriage in Illinois. After
careful consideration I am of the opinion
that it must be presumed that the soldier
and the mother of the claimants were law¬
fully married. The decision of February
2U, *1807, is therefore rescinded and the re-
icction of the claim set aside."

If the case of F. A. Crandall. lately re¬
duced from the position of superintendent
of documents to librarian of the document
room of the government printing oftice, is
brought before the civil service commis¬
sion It is doubtful whether the commis¬
sion will consider that it has any jurisdic¬
tion ir. the matter. The commission has
not yet construed the reduction of a gov¬
ernment employe, without being given an

opportunity to see and answer charges
against him. as a violation of the Presi¬
dent's amendment to rule II. The commis¬
sion has interpreted this amendment to the
rule as referring to dismissals from the
service, although In one or two of the
departments it has been applied to reduc¬
tions.
This is the case In the Treasury Depart¬

ment, and under this Interpretation of the
rule Auditor Castle furnished each of the
clerks he anticipated reducing with written
charges and called upon them to show
cause why they should not be reduced.
The civil service commission, however,

will probably continue to Interpret the
President's order as applying to removals
from the service only until the President
himself gives Instructions that he Intended
it to apply to reductions in rating. If he did
eo intend.
In this event the only way in which the

case of Mr. Crandall could reach the Presi¬
dent would be through his friends, who. It
is thought likely, will lay the matter before
him personally. The case is especially in¬
teresting, as it may be the means of some
further order from the President more.blearly defining his amendment to rule IL

BOUGHT jBY> A RAILROAD

Strip of Land ,Sixty-Six Feet Wide and
Abou^ Twoy Miles Long.

The Clienapcake liny- Railroad Com¬

pany l'nrolt^wr* (jjhe Hlffhl of W»y

Through fhe District.

The right of way formerly owned by the
Maryland Southern Railway Company has
been purchase by the Chesapeake Bay
Railroad Company. As has been stated re¬
cently in The Star, this company is now
engaged in the construction of a railroad
from a point on the Chesapeake bay about
twenty-five miles south of Bay Ridge, to
the District line near Burrville, and thence
It is proposed to go by direct line to Deane¬
wood, a station on the Pennsylvania rail¬
road near Benning.
It will be recalled that a charter was ob¬

tained from Congress some thirteen years
ago by a company known as the Southern
Maryland Railroad, for the purpose of
building a railroad from Deanewood to theDistrict line, the right to continue the roadthrough Maryland to the Chesapeake bayhj.ving been secured from the Marylandlegislature.
This roa^ was gTaded and the ties werelaid, but it was never fully completed, an.l

was never operated as a railroad. Theland thus acquired by the railroad is a
strip some sixty-six feet wide, extendingfrom Deanewood to the District line. whichhad been sold by the District for taxes and
purchased by individuals. It is the title to
this land which the Chesapeake Bay Rail¬
road Company has secured by purchasefrom the holders of the tax titles.

Electricity vs. Steam.
Workmen are now engaged in building

the roadbed of the ¦portion of the line in
Maryland, and active operations are going
on along the line of the proposed roa.l
lying within the District. It has not yet
been decided by the promoters of this en¬
terprise whether the road when constructed
will be operated by steam or electricity. It
is stated lo have been the original intention
of those who- are building this road, and
who. as already announced in The Slur, ar«
Mainly western capitalists, to operate tin
entire road by stiam. but since they have
begun the bliilding of the road the dealers
in electrical supplies have made proposi¬
tions to thrm in rqgard to equipping the
entire road with the overhead trolley.

It is claimed by the electrical people that
as good a rate of speed car. be secured
from the overhead trolley as from steam,
and as this is an important point with the
promoters of this enterprise, they are giv¬
ing the matter some consideration.

Oolmnbiii Railroad Extension.
As already stated In The Star, a direct

connection with the city is proposed to be
secured by means of an overhead trolley
road, which is to be built along the Ben¬
ning road from the terminus of the Colum¬
bia railroad at tr»th and H streets north¬
east to Deanewood, which wouid be thc-
northern terminus of the proposed Chesa¬
peake hay railroad.
The rnanagt rs of the Columbia railroad

intend to ask Oiugress at the coming ses¬
sion for authority 'to build this Benning
road line, and5, if authority is given, those
who are intt rested in the Chesapeake bay
railroad enterprise believe that ,passe;ii{cc--
V-nn be conveyed from the heart of the
city to Chesa#Kake t>ay within one hour.

Tfrese enrc-asses will be cut up
and analyzed in the laboratory to determine
the amount of'fat 'hone and other constitu¬
ent parts in cifch, to see which condition ol

feeding was the f>«s{ to produce "bacon"
and "lard" hogs, respectively, and also to
'determine which of the breeds was thr
best. There were samples of the Berkshire.
Poland, China. Tamworth. Chester and
Yorkshire varieties. The meat will he given
away when the Chemists are through with,
their experiments. The animals were, of
course, free from all diseuse. as the idea
was simply 10 experiment as to the feeding
conditions and breeds. They were killed by
Swift Co. of Chicago, who will ship sev¬
eral carcasses of the different br«-eds to
Europe to discover which brings the high¬
er price.

General Miles, as presdent of the board
of commissioners of the Soldiers- Home,
near this city, has made a report to the

benefiolarles on the rolls (an increase of
4:t over last year), and 724 of the bene¬
ficiaries were present at the home on
the date named. The total income of the
home during the past year was $221,(158, of
which $134,250 resulted from deductions of
12Vi cents per month from soldiers' pay,
court-martial fines, forfeitures of desert¬
ers, etc.. and JK1.449 was interest from
the permanent fund. The income also in¬
cluded $5,1)53 realized from the effects of
deceased inmates and miscellaneous
set,rees.
The expenditures were $163,745 for cur¬

rent expenses and $31,101 for permanent
improvements, making a total expenditure
of Jl!M,(S4ti. The increase in the permanent
fund is stated at J2K.K12, and the balance
in the United States Treasury September
liti last was $2,737,5UK.
The amount expended for permanent im¬

provements was principally for completing
the new amusement hall, purchase of ma¬
terial ami hire of labor In wiring for
electro light plant about to be installed,
contract having been awarded for the
necessary electrical machinery for the pur¬
pose.
Of the 724 resident inmates. 506 are re¬

ceiving pensions from Sit to £10 per month,with one receiving $00 and one $72, and
taxi had war service.
The amusement hall was completed in

January last, and a variety of excellent en¬
tertainments have been given.
The governor reported that almost the

only disorders that have occurred at the
home were the result of Intemperance, an
evil, he says, that cannot be cured and can
be ameliorated only by wise disciplinary
measures. . ;

Spcclal attention, has been given by the
board to tW food supplies, which, the re¬
port says, 'fiave .'been brought 6p to a

Governor Miguel Ahumada of the prov¬
ince of Chihuahua, Mexico, arrived here
late yesterday afternoon, having left his
home about a month ago. Governor Ahu¬
mada is accompanied by his wife and little
daughter. He has made quite an exten¬
sive tour of the country, having visited
Chicago, New York and other cities. He
has ne\er before been In the United States,
although Chihuahua, of which he is the
governor, is one of the border provinces
of his country.
Shortly after he arrived yesteday Minis¬

ter Romero called on him, and today he re¬
ceived many visitors, largely from among
the friends of Governor Shepherd, wltli
whom he has long held very close relations
In Mexico.
This morning Governor Ahumada, ac¬

companied by the secretary of the Mexican
legation, made a tour of the city, and to a
Star reporter who called on him this af¬
ternoon be expressed great admiration for
the beauties of the city, as well as for the
country at large.
He visited the Capitol, new library build¬

ing and State Department building, and
was greatly pleased with the arehitectur:
of these structure!.. it is expected he will
call on President McKinley Monday, after
which he will leave for Chicago, thence
going to California and shortly thereafter
returning to Chihuahua.
Governor Ahu.nada is an old friend of

Governor Shepherd. He said he had left
him and his family in good health. The
governor's mining properties, he said, are
in a state of active development. He said
Go\ernor Shepherd was highly regarded in
Mexico, the mining work he is carrying
on being exceedingly successful.
Speaking of the province of which he is

governor he said there are about 2.000
Americans resident there, chiefly engagedIn mining, merchandising and stock rais¬
ing. Conditions there were generally pros¬
perous.

THE CORONER'S INQUEST

Official Investigation of the Charge Against
Edward Smith.

Evidence Sirongly Points to Him m
the Marderer of Kdmonia Jaek-

hou . Tlie Verdiet.

Coroner Carr started upon an investiga¬
tion at 2 o'clock today of the circumstances
attending the death of Edmonia Jackson,
who was murdered in an alley tenement
Monday night. Kdward Smith, the .\llejj.*d
paramour of the woman, is accused of hav¬
ing taken her life while in a flt of jealous
rage.
The evidence adduced was in substance

as follows:
A Jfew Dfarovery.

SuperinUndent Schoenberger of the
morgue made a more carefuJ examination
of the body of the woman when ho got
ready to prepare it for the autopsy today,
and discovered that a knife as well i»s a
hatchet had been used by the murderer,
in addition to the wound in her throat, two
ugly cuts across the back of her nevk
were found. Imbedded in one of her hands
the blade of a shoemaker's knife was
discovered.
The finding of the knife in her hand indi¬

cated to the police that then* had probablybeen a struggle, during which the woman
had attempted to get the knife away from
her murderer. Dr. Ruttiii made the au¬
topsy. and it was his opinion that the
wound in the throat was inflicted with the
knife, while the two cuts in the back of the
neck had been made with the hatchet.
Cornier Carr held, an inquest this after¬

noon, and Dr. Ruttin told the Jury of the
condition of the body. The wounds in the
back of the neck were the fat*l ones. The
only thing he found to indicate a struggle
was a cut in the woman's hand and the
rinding of the broken blade of the shoe
knife.

Other Evidence.
Mrs. Ruth H. Taylor, 12ft Madison alley,

was next examined. She heard Edmonia
Jackson talking Monday evening. Martha
Wiiliams told her that Smith (the prisoner)
had been cursing Kdmonia because the lat¬
ter v/ent to the iail to see her husband,
fidmo.iia dented to him that she had been
down to the jail. She heard that Kfcl-
monia went to Smith's room that night.The next day witness missed Edmonia and
made inquiries about her. Witness also
told of the lire in tbe kitchen tbe nest day.
When the smoke was discovered she heard
Smith clear his throat. He then went out
the front door and walked down the alley.Mrs. Taylor said tbe woman's absents
annoyed her and she had some of the
neighbor* look in the rooms. A young
man looked in Kdmonia's room and saw
nothing. Then he looked through the
transom into the man's room and said he
could only see a pile of bedding and pil¬
lows. Several persons in the alley she said
had detected an unpleasant odor in the
room. "Several months ago." said wit¬
ness, "I heard Smith threaten Edmonia's
life."
"What did he say?" the coroner asked.
"He said if she ever lived with Jackson

again he would cut her throat."
"When did they have their last quarrel?"
"Monday afternoon."
"Do you know what Smith was sent to

jail for?"
"Yes, sir."
"For what?"
"Trying to cut Mr. Jackson's throat when

they had trouble about Mrs. Jackson."
Mrs. Taylor sad that Smith had been

drinking ever since his release from jail.
She said Smith's reputation was bad in
the alley. People, she said, were afraid
of him because he threatened to use a
knife.
Martha Williams, who lives in the house

in which the crime was committed, told
of the meeting between Edmonia and Smith
when the former returned from jail.
They went in the room together and

Smith locked the door. Then they began to
quarrel, and witness has not seen her since.
She told of the inquiries she made con¬
cerning the missing woman and said site
believed he had slept in the room in which
the body was found until Thursday. Then,she said*, he moved to the kitchen.
The general belief of those who listened

to the evidence, and who are familiar withthe history of Smith's relations with theJackson woman, is that the verdict will be
to hold the accused man for the action ofthe grand jury.

Smith** Record.
Detective Hartigan learned that Smith

was born in Charles county. Md., and had
come here frc-m near Piscataway, in Prince
George county, in 18S4. Since then he has
resided here with the exception of two
terms, aggregating four years, which he
spent in the Albany penitentiary. The firsttime he was sent to the penitentiary it wasfor robbing a man. and his second tripthere was for stabbing a former compan¬ion. He has served a number of terms inthe ja!l and workhouse.
During his younger days he was alwaysin trouble, and his father spent hundreds oldollars, it is said, in an effort to make a

good man of him. lSecause of his waywardhabits, his father neglected to provide forhim in his will, and a lawsuit about the
property caused strained relations between
his brother, Charles H. Smith, and himseii.
