COXDEXSED LOCALS-̂

William Fitzgerald, thirty-five years old,
fell from a train at the Baltimore and Ohio
depot last night, breaking: his collar bone.
He was taken to the Emergency Hospital
in the sixth precinct patrol wagon.

TilLY DRIVE HIM HOME.

Street Pimaim :in Adjunct to Civil
Servh,p Commission.

"I don't pretend to be very superstitious,"
said a g« ntlern: n today to a Star reporter,
"but something happened recently which
had a great iff*ct upon me. In fact, it
had such a;i effect that it completely
changed a!l my plans. In consequence 1
am £olng home very snortly."
The speaker v.as Irom one of the south¬

ern states, who at home is regarded as a

politician of the first rank. He has held
positions of considerable importance in
his ov.n state, and at one time was given
a government place above the average.
From the way in which his fences stool
around his political preserves at home, and
upon the advice of nis friends, he came
to Washington to accept or at least try
for an excellent appointment under the
government. The idea that he would have
any trouble in securing it did not enter
his head when he left home. He had the
assurance that he cculd get a position with¬
out any delay, and started out full of life,
hope and happiness.
The rest of the story he told to a Star

reporter is as follows:
"Most happenings have very little effect

upon me. I don't mind seeing the moon
over my left shoulder and don't hesitate
to start out on any undertaking on Fri¬
day. The combination of circumstances,
however, which met me has knocked the
props from under me.
"In the first place, when I started from

home it was very pleasant as far as the
weather went. You may laugh If you
choose, but the closer I got to Washington
the chillier it got, until when I reached
here and got off the train it was extremely
cold, to my mind, although it may not
have been considered so by persons used
to a more frigid climate. .Besides a little
physical discomfort, this had little effect
cn me. By the way, I think there are
more street pianos in Washington than
any place I ever saw, and they are con¬
nected with the matter which leads me
to return home.
"As I stepped, out of the station one of

the pianos was drawn up to the sidewalk
and began grinding out, much to my sur¬
prise and a little consternation, 'Just Tell
Them That You Saw Me.' That was all
right. I took a eab and was driven to
my hotel. When I alighted and entered
the office another piano, not the same one
at all, was grinding out 'The Heart Bowed
Down.'

"I thought it rather strange, and began
to have a suspicion that something was
wrong. The next piano that I ran across,
or rather which seemed to lay in wait
for me, was playing 'She May Have Seen
Better Days.'
"Believe it if you will, the very next

one I struck had selected, much to my
discomfort, tie tune 'I Don't Care If Yo*
Xebber Comes Back.' In view of the* fact
that I had just a short time before called
on a prominent politician, who had exacted
a promise from me to return later, this was
rather discouraging.
" 'Oh! I Don't Know, You're Not So

Warm,' 'You're Not the Only Pebble on
the Beach,' 'He Never Cares to Wander
From His Own Fireside/ 'The Old Ken¬
tucky Home,' 'They Are the Best Friends
of All,' were the tunes In rapid succession
played by the omnipresent pianos that
were i>ersecuting me. They got me roused
up to such a pitch of discouragement that
I resolved not to stay any longer. I re¬
turned to my hotel, packed my grip and
resolved to return home. 'Let Bygones*
Be bygones' and There'll Come a Time,'
played by two pianos directly after I shook
the others, had no power to turn me from
my determination
"Of course I don't mean to say* that the

street piano players of Washington are
subsidized in th»* interest of the govern¬
ment to try and prevent office seekers
from v earing their welcome out, but I uo
think, from the way they struck me, that
they form a sort of adjunct to the civil
service commission."

CAUSES OF TYPHOID
Views of Many Looal Physician on

the Subject.

fflQUIM OP THE MEDICAL SOCIETT

High Death Rate in the Thinly Set¬
tled Sections.

POLLUTION OF THE POTOMAC

The issue of the National Medical Review
for November contains a symposium upon
typhoid fever in the District of Columbia.
The editorial upon the subject gays:
"The Investigation, undertaken some time

since by the Medical Society of the District
of Columbia, clearly showed that we have
in Washington a very high rate of morbid¬
ity from typhoid fever. It likewise dem¬
onstrated that in the sections of the city
where there were the most wells and box
privies there also the disease was most
prevalent. Shortly following the closing of
some of these wells and the institution in
certain localities of a better system of
sewerage, there was noted a decided dimi¬
nution in morbidity from this affection.
The relation between cause and effect in
this instance seems most apparent.

"The .vltdical Society, snowing its in¬
terest in public health, carried tKroughits investigation with signal zeal and dis¬
cretion, and our people are now begin¬
ning to rean the advantage of its work.
Hut the subject should not be allowed to
rest. Much remains to l>e done, and the
Review would urge the importance of re¬
newed effort, and would offer its most
hearty co-operation in any steps that maybe taken to study the causes and to di¬
minish the frequency of typhoid fever in
the District of Columbia.'*
In an article upon "Frequency. causes,

mortality and piexention" of tynhold fe¬
ver. Dr. G. M. Kol er says:
"Of fifty-four American cities with a pop¬ulation of o\ er 5'i.ihhi, tabulated in 1S!M> byHasten. Washington stands No. 7 on the

list as regards the death rate from ty¬phoid fever. This is all the more lament¬
able. because it has increased with ap¬proximate uniformity during the past fif¬
teen years; that is to say, while the ty¬phoid fever death rate in IRxl was only3.6 per 10.000 residents, it has graduallyincreased with only slight annual fluctua¬
tions until for the year endintr .Tune 30,ISiKi. it reached X.:t per 10,000. During that
year there were 22-X deaths from this dis¬
ease, besides 12 deaths from tynho-ma-.aiial fever which should have been re¬
ported as typhoid.
"Murcbison places the death rate at 17.45

per cent, which, strange enough, appears
to be none too high for this city, as the
mortality in seven of our hospitals In the
autumn of 1895 was 17.5(1 per cent As¬
suming. then that each death represents
only six cases, there would have been In
that year 1,410 cases of typhoid fever a
morbidity of 49.R per lo.OOO residents.

Where Typhoid is Prevalent.
"This would, indeed, be discouraging if

investigation had not revealed the sig¬
nificant fact I hat the disease Is more prev¬
alent ir: the suburbs and in sections where
people, in the absence of sewers and a
general water supply, are compelled to re¬
sort to box privies and wells. Thus, for
example, while the typhoid fever death rate
in the suburbs and northeast in 1S!>5 was
S 14 ami S.7ii per lo.ooo, the region west of
13th street to Rock creek ami north of
the Potomac to Florida avenue, with its
52.000 residents, furnished only 1.71 per10,000, or a slight fraction over that of
Lynn, Mass., which city has a rate of
1.0 and stands at the head of American
cities as regards exemption from this
disease. This difference is probably due,
rot only to better sanitary environments,but also to the fact that the residents of
the better part of our city are especiallycareful in the selection of their drinkin»
water.
"While my official Inquiry in the fall of1WC> showed that 12.4 per cent of the 500

cases Investigated contracted the disease
at various summer resorts, and that a few
cj-fes were spread through Infected milk
and other channels. The undue prevalenceof the disease In tl:e suburbs and certain
sections was clearly due to an impure
water supply and defective sewer system,particularly the former.
"Tne absence of sewers compels recourse

in abgut 13,000 houtes to box privies and
makeshifts, by which the soil and ground
v ater are liable to pollution with infected
deject*. « . .

"At ell events, of 430 cases of tvphoidfever contracted in the city In the summer
arid fall of 1S95, 2R9 were largely consumers
rof well water and 132 were largely con¬
sumers of Potomac water; and in twenty-six of seventy samples examined by Drs.
Kinyoun anil Andiade, sewage bacteria
were actually found. It is also a note¬
worthy fact that the houses provided with
box privies and makeshifts furnished the
highest percentage of typhoid fever cases.
"The role these boxes play in the pollu¬

tion of the sell, water and air is best judged
by the fact that during the fiscal year end¬
ing June 30, 1895, the sanitary Inspector re¬
ported 4,372 as .full,' 740 as 'leaky,' 5,201 as
filthy and 230 as dilapidated.
"These makeshifts, even if there were no

wells, would still be a source of danger,
in so far as they favor the transmission of
germs by means of flies, infecting the food.

Close the Welln In the Clfy.
"With this evidence, the profession could

scarcely fall to recommend the Immediate
closing of every well, wherever a better
water supply could be obtained, the early
completion and extension of all necessary-
sewers and the abandonment of all l>ox
privies within tho city limits."
Dr. Kober then refers to the efforts of

the health office in closing wells and sur¬
face pumps, anil says:
"There has been a gratifying improve¬

ment In the typhoid fever rate, for, during
the year ended June 30, 1807, there were
only 147 deaths, or 5.3 per 10,000, which is
the lowest death rate from this disease
since 1S.S4. . . .

"While I consider the prompt abandon¬
ment of every well and box privy extreme¬
ly desirable, because It eliminates two im-
I ortant factors in the dissemination of the
disease, 1 fear the danger will not be re¬
moved until we secure a pure general water
supply, because cities, both at home and
abroad, in which there lias been the most
marked decrease in the typhoid fever rate
ore those in which a pure drinking water
has been substituted for a pre-existing con¬
taminated one.

Pollution of the I'otomae.
"Tnere are now over 25,000 people living

in towns along the Potomac river which
constitutes our general supply, and since
this stream receives directly or indirectly
the drainage not only of these towns, but
also of every hamlet and farm house wash¬
ed by its tributaries, and as typhoid fever
prevails among the inhabitants and sew¬
age bacteria have been repeatedly demon¬
strated In the tap water of our houses, the
possibilities or infection with the typhoid
bacillus are, alas, too numerous.

meantime filter and boll our drinking water,
Pasteurize our milk and thoroughly disin¬
fect the excreta of typhoid fever patients."
Contributions are also made to the sym¬

posium by Drs. S. C. Busey, Andrew Stew¬
art, D. W. Prentiss, W. W. Johnston, H.
C. Yarrow and John Van Renssalaer, on
the treatment of typhoid fever.
