OYSTER DREDGERS,

THE

Haltimore Objeetn to Recelving Them
From This Cilty.

The question of what to do with the al-
leged ill-treated oyster Jdredgers who come
here from down the Potomac river, usually
from the jurisdiction ef the state of Mary-
land, Is agltating the minds of some of the
local officials. Complalnt is belng made in
Baltimore about the sending of these un-
fortunate men there.

The matter was made the subject of an
official communication recelved at police
headquarters yesterday from Alonzo B.
Gough, who is connected with the charity
department of Baltimore city. He takes
the position that dredgers whose homes
are in cities other shan Baltimore should
not be sent to the monumental eity. On
the other hand, the local authoritics see
no reason why all of them should not be
sent there. These dredgers come here, as a
rule, from Maryland waters, instead of
going to Baltimore, because it is much
nenrer.

Sinee the 23d of October nineteen of them
have come to Washington from the lower
Potomae, and each one sald he had ship-
ped from Baltimore. Four of them had
been so badly treated that they had to be
given hospital treatment before they were
abie to travel

Capt. Cutler, superintendent of the mu-
nicipal lodging house, this morning called
on Sanitary Officer Frank and discussed
the dredger preblem. Almost every night
durlng the past two weeks, he says, he has
had to accommodnte some of the dredgers.
He thinks something should be done for the
protection of tne men down the river,
