Mmusicnl Matters.

Next Tuesday evening at the Congrega-
tlonal Church, corner of 10th and G sireets
northwest, will occur the sixth annual ren-
dAition by the Choral Society of Handel's
oratorio of the *“Messiah,” which is uni-
versally acknowledged to be the master-
piece of oratorio compositlon. A mere ap-
propriate tlme for the production of this
grand harmonic story of the Messiah than
the happy Christmas tide, when the
thoughts of all Christianity turn toward
Bethlehem and the great event of nineteen
hundred years ago, could hardly have been
chosen. The chorus has for weeks been
hard at work. and has been well and faith-
fully drilled by Prof. Kaspar, and was
probably never better fitted for lts work
than at the present time, many of the
members having that great familiarity witn
the =core which only comes from past ren-
dition. The last regular rehearsal takes
place Monday evening at the church, not
at Sheidon Hall, and a special rehearsal at
the church is called for Tuesday afterncon
at 4 p.m.

The Soloists.

If good work can he expected from the
chorus, pre-eminently is this true of the
sololsts, who are to appear on this occa-
sion. Mme. de Diaz-Albertini, the soprano,
who is well known in Washington society,
is equally w=ll known to many De-
troit people. She was a Detroit girl, and
her brother, Chevalier Scovill, is now a
well-known tenor, singing with great sue-
cess in European opera. Mme. Albertind, in
fact, comes of an old Detroit family that
hasg always been noted there for their musi-
cal attainments. Her husband, Senor KRi-
cardo Dilaz-Aibertind, Is prominently identi-
tied with the cause of Cuban liberty, hold-
ing the officlal positlon of secretary here at
Washington, and Is also well known in
social circles.

Mme. Albertini spent about c¢ight years

in Europe devoting herself to the study of |

music. She studied with La Grange at
Paris, and San Glovanni at Milan, and was
& pupil and graduvate of the Dresden Con-
servatory of Music, of which she was a
prize concert pupll, which !s an honor but
rarely attained by a foreign pupil at that
celebrated instltution. On her return to
America she sang with Theodore Thomas
for one season and afterwards with other
leading musicians of this country, but since
her marriage she has been but rarely hearid
in public, though quite often at private
musicales. While at Dresden she was a
member of a small and very select choral
sociely, composed of the leading ladies of
the court, and she i{s at present a member
of “The Ladles Morning Musicale” of this
city and of a small soctety devoted to four-
part singing, with which Mr. James ML
Johnston is identifled. Her charming sum-
mer home is at Coburg, in Canada, where
3he frequently entertains her musical and
other friends.

ALIVE WITHOUT A STOMACH

Remarkable Operation on a Woman in
Switzerland,

Patient Rceceeives and Digests Food

and Apparcntly Sulfcrs No

Inconvenlenece From Loss.

From the New York Tribure of This Morning.

The Medical Record will tomorrow pub-
ish an account of the frst successful re-
moval of a human stomach. The feat it=elf
I# the mest brilliant and darng attempted
in recent surgical history, but Lhe attend-
ant discovery that the stomach Is not a
vital organ is even riore important. Hith-
erto it has been considered utterly impos-
sible for a person to live without a stom-
ach. With the fall of this long-recognized
axiom the old theories of medicine and sur-
gery may he entirely changed, and the field
of possibilities which the discovery opens
up Is practically ilmaiiless,

The cperatlon which has so startled the
medical world was performed in Zurieh,
Switzerland, by Dr. Cuarl Schlattér on Sep-
tember 6 last. T ; was Anna
Landls, fAftv-six years oll, a silk weaver.

This woman had co: ped for years of
stomarch trounle. D cutter dlagnosed
the case and found tht = was suffering
from an exceptionally inrge oval tumor in
her stomach. Laparc omy was performed,
and Dir. Schlatter foumd that the woman's
entire stomach pres: a hard mass, And
then this danng o] r. sveing that the
Organ wis us J vent to owork and freed
It from its de altchinents, cutting,
twisting ard eclamping among the most
vital organs with ecovlness and dellberation.

The technical detulls of the operation can
only bLe appreciated by memti 5 of  tue
wedical profeszion. When Dr. Schlatter
haid exeised the entire stomach he firmly
untted a smoll coll of intestine to the
oesophagns, thus making a direct connec-
tion between the alimentary canal and the
bowels. The work of joining the intestine
#rd the cesophagus waa most delicate.
They were ) together with sutures.

The organs w allowed to drop back into
their pesitions, the abdominal wound was
sewed up, and all there was to show that
Anna Landis had lost her stomach was a
sight ction towanrd the diaphragm.
The operstion lasted nearly two hours and
v half. The loss of blood was slight.
The pertod following proved that the
sterilization had been perfect and the operi-
tion wonderfully performed. The patient,
although old and feeble, exhibited but few
of the serious symptoms that usually fol-
low a vital operation. Minute guantities of
liquid foond were given to her at short in-
tervals. With the exception of occasional
vomiting, this food seemed to be assimli-
lated, despite the absence of a food re-
ceptacle. In the second week after the
vperation =olld food was given her. It was
retained and digested without discomfort.

He was handicapped in giving
the patient solld foed because she had only
one tooth left,

On October 11, a month and five davs
after the stomach had been removed, Anna
Limddis left her hed. By November 25 she
wis feeling perfectly well and was walk-
ing about. Her weight Increased, and ap-
parently she was in far better health than
before the operation.

Dr. Edmund Charles Wendt of New York
cily, the correspondent of the Medical
Record, who obtained Dr. Schlatter’s per-
sonal aceount of the feat, says that on the
dth of thls mouth he saw Anna Landis,
and that to all intents and purposes she is
a well woman.

Whatever we may venture pro or ¢on on
the question at issue, the fact appears to
be proved that the human subject can
lHve and be reasonably sactive for months
at a time without any stomach whatever,
and obtain all the necessary digestion and
nourishment from what remains of the in-
teatinal traci. Is it possible that the latter
may have a new set of functions not yet
understood, or has the Importance of stom-
wch digestion been misapprehended and
overrated? In any event we are now
brovght face to face with a very curious
demonstration, which destroys the validity
of many preconceived opinions, and in a
great meansure nullifies the results of many
previous experiments.

In the matter of a brilllant achlevement
the operation takes a first rank, and the
daring and brilllant surgeon will recelve
the well-deserved congratulations of his
peers throughout the world. He has op:an-
el the flrst chapter in a new history of
surgical triumphs.

The Prollfic Life of Alaskn.

John Muir in the January Atlantle,

Nowhere on my travels so far have I
seen s0 much warm-blooded rejoleing life
as In this grand arctic reservation by so
meny regarded as desolate. Not only are
there whales In abundance along the
sheres, end Innumerable seals, walruses,
and white bears, but great herds of fat
reindeer on the tundras, and wild sheep,
fo» es, hares, lemmings, whistling marmots,
and birds. Perhaps more birds are born
hare than in any other region of equal ex-
tent on the contlnent. Not only do strong-
wirged hawks, eagles and water fowl, to
whom the length of the continent is only
a pleasant excursion, come up here every
sum mer in great numbers, bul also many
short-winged warblers, thrushes, and finch-
eg, to rear thelr young In safety, reinforce
the plait bloom with . their plumage, and
sweeten the wilderness with song, fiying
all the way, pome of them, from Florlda,
Mexico nnd Central America. In thus go-
ing so far north they are only goilng home,
for they weare born here, and only go south
to spend the winter months as New Eng-
lenders go to Florlda. Sweet-volced trou-
badours, they sing in orange groves and
vire-clad magnolia woods in winter, In
thickets of dwarf birch and alder in sum-
mer, and sing and chatter more or less
all the way back and forth, keeping the
whaole country glad. Oftentimes In New
Ergland just as the last snow patches are
melting, and the sap in the maples begins
to flow, the blessed wanderers may be
heard about orchards and the edges of
flelds where they have stopped to glean a
scanly meal, not tarrying long, knowing
they have far to go. Tracing the footsteps
of spring, they arrive in the tundra homes
In June and July, and set out on their re-
turn journeys In September, or as soon as
their families are able to fly well.

The Sunken Tecumsch.
From the Chicago Record.

I am asked !f the wreck of the monlitor
Tecumseh, which wasg sunk in Mobile bay
in 1862 by torpedoes, has ever been ralsed.
No; the clumsy war vessel still lies in six
fathoms of water, about 8300 yards from the
wharf of Fort Morgan, and is the tomb of
Commander Craven and 104 brave men. The
Tecumseh led the Qeet of Admiral Farragut
on that memorable day, and, striking a
bunch of torpedoes, went down almost In-
stantly, bow first; Ten sallors who hap-
pened to be on the deck plunged Into the
water, and elght of them, with John Col-
lins, the pilot, were eaved by a boat sent
out by Commander Jenett of the Meta-
comet. John Loughberry ewam to shore
and was made a prisoner. He was after-
ward exchanged and dled a few yeatrs ago
at Annapolis. Collins owes hia life to the
politeness of Commander Craven. They
were In the pilot house together, and when
the vessel struck both started for the nar-
row door. Collins stepped back to let his
superior pass out first, but Craven stood
back, saying: “After you, pllot.” But it
was too late; a flood of wa imprisoned
the commander and he want down with the
ship. In 1870 the the
wreck to Col. Jas. H. Slavghter of Mobile,
who contracted to raise it and release the
entombed bodies, but he never did so. In
