IMSPITES T1IK AWARD.

Colombia Hud Xo Reprenrntitlvr on
the Hoard of Arbitration.

The Republic of Colombia, through Its
solicitors here, Mr. Calderon Carlisle and
Mr. m. G. Johnson, has secured the issu¬
ance of a temporary injunction against the
Cauca Company and the Colombian Con¬
struction and Improvement Company re¬

straining these until the final determina¬
tion of the suit from asserting the validity
of an arbitration award against the gov¬
ernment of Colombia of SI5-.OI8. It is
rather unusual for a sovereign government
to appear in the courts of another country
e.s a civil litigant, as occurs in this case.
The bill of complaint on which the injunc¬
tion was based is signed by the Republic
of Colombia, by iui diplomatic representa¬
tive here. Gen. Julio Rengifo. In explana¬
tion of this course the bill states that
copies of the award have been tiled with
the Secretary of State of the Cnited States,
and with Colombia's representative, thus
enabling the defendants to annoy the re¬
public and bring it Into apparent discredit.
It adds: "And this complainant not desir¬
ing to avail itself of its sovereign authority
to repudiate said award, nor to subject th.*
stvme to the analysis and adjudication of
Its own courts, but, on the contrary, desir¬
ing. in lhe same spirit of Call in ill In which
it established the said arbitration, to ex¬
tend to the defendant a fair and Impartialtribunal for the ascertainment and declara¬
tion of its rights, lias authorized these pro¬
ceedings in tiie judicial tribunals of th*
United States of America, of which the
defendants are citizens."
The case grows out of an extensive rail-

toad concession granted by Colombia in
18U0 to James L,. Cherry, an American citi¬
zen, ami by him assigned to the Cauca
Company and the Columbian Improvement
Company, two companies Incorporated in
West Virginia. According to the lull of
complaint the grant covered the building
of about »«> miles of road, which was to
be completed within four years. It is
claimed that only a few miles were com¬
pleted, and that the Colombian government
thereupon forfeited the grant. In defer¬
ence. however, to the friendly intervention
of the I'nited Slates m.nister ut Bogota,but without negotiations with this govern¬
ment. the companies surrendered the road,
and in return arbitrators were agreed tin
to assess the cost of work and labor on the
part already completed. Colombia named
one arbitrator, the Cauca Company an¬
other, anil the Sc. retary of State of th.
Cnited States named the third, the latter
being Prof. L>ewis M. Haupt. a civil engi¬
neer of Philadelphia. The Colombian ar¬
bitrator was Senor I'ena. and that for thi
company Christian Schramme. The board
met in New York and held thirty-live ses¬
sions. whereupon Senor i'«na resigned and
lelt the board. The bill stales that thl-<
wasthe Independent act ol 1Vila. without
the order or knowledge of the Colombian
government. The remaining arbitrator;
continued the work, anil in October last
awarded a balance of st."K!,048 against the
government of Colombia.
The bill sets up that after the withdrawal

of the Colombian arbitrator, no effort was
made to have his successor chosen, and that
the remaining arbitrators did various acts,
which are specified, to the prejudice of Co¬
lombia. It asks, therefore, that the award
may be decreed utterly null and void, and
that the department be perpetually enjoined
from asserting the validity of the alleged
award or from endeavoring to harass, an¬
noy or discredit the government of Colom¬
bia by the assertion of any right whatso¬
ever founded upon the alleged award.
Pending the Issuance of a perpetual In¬
junction. a temporary writ Is asked, which
Judge Goff granted yesterday, with the
usual leave to the departments to move to
dissolve the Injunction when the answer is
made.

DISTRIHl TlOX OF SECDS.

The Provision Retained In the Atcrl-
eulturul Appropriation llill.

In the House of Representatives yester¬
day afternoon the agricultural approprii*
tion bill reached completion In committee
of the whole. The day was marked by the
annual fight over the question of free seed
distribution to the farmers, but the effort
to strike out the appropriation ($130.«W0)
failed, as usual, the majority against it
being 13ft. One of the important amend¬
ments adopud provided for the inspection
of horse meat for export purposes in the
same way that the meat of cattle and other
animals is now inspected.
There was a lively row over a motion to

print another edition of the " horse book."
to cost Jloa.ooo. Chairman Wadsworth and
members of the appropriations committee
resisted it, but it was carried over their
heads by a narrow margin in committee of
the whole. In the House, however, tiny
succeeded in carrying a motion to adjourn,
which leaves the fate of the amendment
still in doubt.

COXSl LAR DIPLOMATIC DILL.

It Follows In General tbe Previous
Measure.

The foreign affairs committee has report¬
ed the consular and diplomatic bill to the
House. It appropriates Jl,7i!i».on8. It fol¬
lows in general the last appropriation bill,
increasing, however, the item for contin¬
gent expenses of foreign missions by $13,-
IHH), and increasing by the item for
emergencies in service and to extend the
interests of the country. At Dawson City,
British North America, the heart of the
present gold boom, a consulate is proposed
on account of the large Influx ol Ameri¬
cans into the region and M.000 is appro¬
priated for Its establishment.
The consulate at Vancouver, British Co¬

lumbia. now ?1.500, is proposed to be raised
to $2,000 because of its large and growingbusiness. Pretoria. South Africa Republic,
w hich gets an Item of $2,000, Is a proposed
new consulate. The city is the capital of
the Transvaal, and near Johannesburg,
where many Americans are now engaged in
mining and other enterprises. The Ameri¬
can interests and residences are growing

I rapidly there.
I Another proposed new consulate Is Tain-
j sui, on the Island of Formosa, recenll;.
transferred to Japan, since which trans¬
fer. Chairman Hitt rejiorts. the trade of
the Island has shown rapid development,and there Is every indication that it will
increase still more. The Secretary of State
recommends that Congress provide an ofii-
cer to protect our growing interests, and$1,500 Is appropriated by the bill.

1> THE COMMITTEES.

Consideration of Varloim Measures
of Interest.

The House committee on Indian affairs
has refused to strike out of the Indian
appropriation bl'l the item providing for
the maintenance of the board of Indian
commissioners.
A motion that the interstate commerce

commission should fix the rates to be charg¬
ed by the railroads for the interstate
transportation of goods purchased by the
government for the use of the Indians
was defected.
Senator McMillan, from the committee

on naval affairs, yesterday favorably re¬
ported a bill, ior the construction on the
great lakes of a gunboat, to cost not ex¬
ceeding $200,000, exclusive of armament,
the vessel to take the place of the steam¬
ship Michigan, now on duty on the lakes?
The committee recommends the passage of
the bill, with the distinct understanding
that the substitution of the new vessel
for the Michigan raises no new question of
International bearing.
The House committee on rivers and har¬

bors has decided to visit a number of
points in Florida to investigate the needs
of navigation.
The Senate committee on commerce yes¬

terday granted a hearing to a delegation
which is here seeking to have Congress
authorize a survey of the Southwest pass
of the Mississippi, with a view to ultimate¬
ly using It Instead of the South pass, as at
present. The same delegation was heard
by the House committee on rivers and
harbors.
The Senate committee on commerce has

authorized a favorable report upon the
bill compelling tbe Importers of abandoned
goods to deposit them in designated places
and also upon the bill requiring mates of
inland steamers to be licensed.
