LOCAL RACING MEN

One of the most promisging riders now in
the eity is Leo B, Dannemiljer, a nalive of
Ohio, and *now a student At Georgetown
University. Prior to coming 1o this cily to
study he bore th: title of boy champion of
Ohio, Lut for the past two or three years
has-done very little riding during vacation
time to malntain this title,

Dannemiller is a native of Canton, Ohlo,
and is a lit“le over eighteen y2ars of age.
He is stockily built, being five feet four
inches in height, with a weight of 140
pounds. Since belng at Georgetown TUnij-
versity he ha. improv:d wonderfully in his
riding ability, and under the guidance of
Trainer William Foley bids fair to become
the jeading rider in the city.

He began his career on the track in the
spring of 1895, and during that s:ason rode
and won sevaral boys' races, clearly dem-
onstrating his speedy qualities. In 184 he
took thre: state records for boys under six-
teen yeacs of age, winning a half mile I
Im. Gs., one mile in 2Zm. 16s. and two miles
in 4m. 40s. On Septcmber 15 of the same
year he entered Georgetown University,
and soon afterxard tcok third place in the
twenty-mile road race over the old Conduit
COUrss,

On March 22, 1807, Dannemiller won thinl
prize in the three-mile handicap race at
International Park. Soon afterward he
was taken sick and compelled to réturn
Lome. July 5, however, at Canton, Ohio,
he won secord place in the half-mile open
sécond in the two-mile state championship
and second in the Stark county champion-
ship races.

He rode again on Labor day at Canton,
winning the  one-mile handicap from the
twenty-yard mark in the fast time of 2.05,
ceming second in the one-mile open as well.
At the national circuit meet last vear st
International Park Dannemiller proved the
biggest surprise of the season, taking sec-
ond honors in the one-mile invitation race,
thereby defeating all the swiftest riders in
the District, with thé’ exception of Fred.
Schade. On Novémbél 6, 1897, at Balti.
nore, he won the one:mile handlcap in 2m.
10s. from a very fast field. At the close of
the same season Georgetown Uni-
versity campus, miller reached the
top rung of the la by defeating both
Moran and Schadg in one-mile and two-
mile events, bot being the prettiest
anrd closest contested of the year.

The lower and poorer class could
hardly hope to accumulate enough money
to buy them, although the remarkable re-
duction in the prices of American wheels
may place them within reach. The streets
of Dresden are paved with asphalt and
stone blocks, or macadamized, and are
kept hard and smooth by constant rolling.
They are clean, and furnish delightful ave-
nues for wheeling. In the Grosser Garten
are many miles of dirt roads, levei apd
smooth, and, besides these, roads are be-
ing made in the park exclusively for
cyeling. Throughout Saxony the roads
are hard, smooth. and kept in good repair.
Americans supply the largest number of
wheels sold in this market. but there is
ccnsiderable trafic in English  bicyeles,
Large pumbers are made in this city and in
Chemnfz.

“The demand fcr the better class of
American whee's is increasing. The weal-
thier classes appreciate their excellence,
and are willing to pay the difference in
price. If a German wants a cheap wheel.
he prefers home manufacture. The best
Viy to hring the American cycle to the
ndtice of the people is Lo send 4, representa-
tive who can speak the language, and has
time and patience. The valuable and ex-
tensive trade of Saxony In bieycles is worth
efiort and attention. The only otncr plan
is to select a trustworthy local agent, and
make it an ohject for him to work. Send-
ing eircu'ars, particularly those prinied In
English, is a waste of time and money, for
they are usually consigned to the waste
basket.”

Consal Shepard at Calais says in regard
te bicycles in northern France:

“RBicyclzs are in general use in this con-
sular district, and the number used is re-
stricted only by the financial inability of
the greater proportion of the people to pur-
chase them. The use thereof is increasing,
2nd, owing to the graat reduction in the
prices cf a!l makes, the coming ycar will
probably showea greater growth than any
previous season. The streets of the large
towns are generally poorly naved -nd iil-
adapted to the us: of the waeel, Lut the
country roads are very level and smooth.
The prinecipsl supplies come [rom domeoeetic
and English sources. I do not think whecls
of any other make are to be found in this
distriet.”

Consul Harmony at Corunna, Spain, says:

“Cycling in northern Spain is almost en-
tirely confin>d to the young members of the
.middle classes, and Is considered merely a
pastime. The use of bicyeles is not in-
creasing: there is no demand, and It would
be difificult to induce the lower classes to
buy th>m, unless the actual prices were
much reduced without seriously affecting
the quality of the machines, Very little is to
be cxpected from the wealthy classes. The
superiority of American whezls {s not ig-
nored here, but their importation rueets
with the same obstacles that keep Spanish
ports closed Lo many American products.
There are no direct m»ans of communica-
tion, and there is a differenge in the duty
of 14 pesctas (32.70) per 1M kilograms
against the United States.”

Commercial Agent Hayden writes from
Cast:llamare di Stabia, Italy, as follows:

“Blcycles are not in general use in ihis
district. Riding is confined to certain
classes, but the use of the wheel is increas-
irg. "To be so0ld here, bicyecles should be of
i cheap quality, owing to th> arcity of
money. The price usually ask«d Yor a wheel
15 from 250 to 700 lire ($4%.25 to $1:15); and
there Is a demand for cheaper, as well as
for better, wheels, the European whrel be-
ing inferior to the American. The roads
here are excellent; there is no locality In
Europe bett:r suited to bicycling.

Consul Burke writes from Port Stanley
and St. Thomas, Ontario: i

“There will be a demand in this district
this season for a cheap, rellable whec! for
practical use by the poorer class. The
stre:ts of this eity, as well as the roads
leading into the country in all directions,
are admirably adapted to wheeling. Port

LStanley Is a favorite summer resort for both

Canadians and Americans. There are nu-
merous small  factories throughout ©On-
tario, but the larger proportion of wh>els
in use are of American manufacturs, the
duty being 30 per cent ad yalor-m.
