MARKET IN A PANIC

Liverpool Feels Effect of the Collapse
of Leiter's Deal.

LITTLE SYMPATHY AT HIS LOSS

———

The Noted Young Speculator Dis-

cusses His Present Status.

P. D. ARMOUR'S VIEWS

LONIMOXN, June 14.—The collapse of the
Leiter wheat corner has caused a panic
in  the Liverpool market, the heaviest
movement recorded in wheat since the ex-
cilement began on the corner. In London
the news of the collapse was received with
cquanimity. The consensus of opinion of a
number of operators on Mark lane is that
the English markets will gain steadiness
now that “the plunger operating without
regard to market precedence is  shaken
out.”

t is asserted on Mark lane that the col-
lapse was due to Messrs. Armour and Pills-
lour}',

The newspapers generally rejoice at the
breakdown of the “Leiter plans and point to
it s a moral.”

The Star says: “If the prime mover in
this war against mankind is beggared by
his greed the retributlon is well merited.
Nothing can atone for the awful suffering
Leiter and his accomplices have caused.”

Leiter Makes n Stntement.

CHICAGO, June 14.—Joseph Leiter, speak-
inz of the collapse of his wheat deal, says:

“It is a case where the tail has begun
to wag the dog. Thiz statement has its
fllustration in the fact that futures began
breaking faster than cash wheat declined.
Logically the condition should have been
exactly the reverse. For several days—in
fact, 1 may say for some weeks—eash
wheat has been a slow sale, especially in
the northwest and around milling centers
generally. To a certain extent this has
been offset by a fair degree of activity at
the seabeard in response to an inquiry from
the other side, but the local markets have
been decidedly inclined to drag. There has
been a steady marketing of c¢ash wheat,
but I ecannot say as to the guantities in
which it has gone Into home consumption
or abroad for fureign use.

1 sce no objection to stating that all of
my holdings of futures have been disposed
of. A gowi deal of gossip has come to me
on the general subject of alleged treacher-
ous comduct on the nart of the northwest-
ern grain interests, which 1 have always
acretofore considered fricndly to me in a
personal and business way, but I have
nothing whitever to =ay on this subject.
If in the history of the deal there have
been events to whien the publie is entitled
it is more than likely the facts will come
out in gowd time, but not from me. I have
no complaints to make or charges to prefer
against those with whom 1 have been doing
business. It is a source of considerable
satisfaction to me that my affairs, for the
moment more or less tangled, are in a fair
way of settlement without the interven-
tion of a trustee or without invoking the
machinery of the court, as would be neces-
sary in the case of an assignment.

Arrangements for Settlement.

*“The Chicago trade will all be taken care
of—in fact, T may say it has already been
protected, for 1 am even on the market so
far as September contraets are concerned.
The cash wheat breiness will be transacted
through Alexander Geddes for the benefit
of the banks, which have an interest in it,
and which will aet in concert. June
wheat representing the cash wheat in this
market will be ecarried by Armor & Com-
pany. The treatment 1 have received at
the hands of Mr. Armor s In the hight::-;l
degree considerate, courteous and compli-
mentary.

“Nothing could have exceeded Mr. Ar-
mour's generosity in his offers of financial
help, which were to an extent covering any
possible requirement on my part. It is par-
ticularly gratifying to be the recipient of
this kind of treatment at this particular
time, establishing, as it does, the fact that
the business and personal relations between
Mr. Armour and myself are not as strained
as they have been represented to be™

P. D. Armour Tanlks.

Mr. P. D. Armour, himself one of the cen-
tral figures in the Leiter deal which has
been golng on for many months, did not
take a particularly gloomy view of the sit-
uation. He said:

“Most of the wheat with the banks is
margined at % cents a bushel. 1 contident-
Iy believe the market wil react, possibly
before the end of the week. Wheat has got
down to a »point where it {8 worth the
money, regardless of speculation. The ar-
rangement which 1 understand has been
perfected provides for the protection of all
parties in interest. Mr. Leiter's eash wheat
in all positions between the northwest and
Enrope ought to be so handled that the
banks will not have to take a loss.

“In one sense, there is not much local end
to the story. The local stack of wheat is
small, and in relleving Mr., Leiter of his
June and local eash wheat we took only
240,000 bushels. 1 do not believe any of the
local people who have acted for Mr., Leiter
will be hurt, and the feeling In the trade
seems 1o be most kindly toward him. When
we arranged to carry his June wheat we
offered to help him in any way we could.
I regret that the deal has turned out as it
has=s, but 1 believe that the worst of it is
known, and that the market will promptly
react,”

MARIETTA'S GREAT PERFORMANCE.

Capt. Symonds Praises the Zenl of

Oflicers and Crew.

In the general admiration excited by the
spiendid perform: nce of the big battle ship
Oregon in rumming from San Francisco
clear around SBovth America to join Samp-
son before Bantizago, the equally meritor-
ious run of the little gunboat Marietta over
mcst of the same course has been lost sight
of. Like the Oregon, the Marietta is a pro-
duct of a Pacific coast shipyard, and the
high character of the work done in can-
structing this ship is shown by the cap-
tain's statement that the little boat made
tEis long 12,000-mile voyage without stop
ping for repairs. Considering the great
disparity in the size of the Oregon and the
Marietta, the performance of the latter Is
certainly auite as remarkable as that of
the Oregon, even though the time made
was not so good.

The formal report of Captain Symonds,
who commanded the ship, has just been
made public by the Navy Department.

It reads as follcws: =

U. 8. 8. MARIETTA.,
Key West, Fla.. June 6, 1808,

Referring to the recent trip of this vessel
from San Jose, Guatemala, to this port, it
gives me pleasure to report as to the sat-
I::.':?clor_\' performance of her engines and
boliers as ulso ‘he other departments of
this. vessel.

Upon no oceasion were we obliged to stop
for even slight rcpairs, and when en routa
frem Punta Arenas to Rio de Janiero, aec-
con panied by the Oregon, no difficulty was
experienced in maintalning the full con-
tract horsepower of the engines.

Upon arrival here after the run from San
dose. Guatemala, about twelve thousend
(12,000) milea, had the immediate services
of the vessel desired she could have pro-
ceeded to sea at once after coaling.

This general condition of the vesse] {s
due In a great measure to the zeal of the
officers and crew consequent upoin the de-
mands of wer. -

The cheerfulness and efforts of all to pre-
venl any unnecessary delay in our arrival
at this place is deserving mention, and was
most foreibly {llustrated at our last coaling
point, the Para river. The crew having
werked all one night, engaged In coaling,
in a temperature that was trying in the
extremes, were, the following forenoon, de-
Spite their zeal, unable to maintain their
record for fast work, whereupon, to en-
ccurage them, two of the watch officers,
reither of whom were on watch at the
time, selzel wheelbarrows and aseisted in
ccaling untll all was on board, and in con-
sequence I was enabled to get to sea that
Gay.

COMMUTATION OF SENTENCE.

Appeal to the President in Dehnlf of
WM m. Strather.

An applicatlen for a commutation of
sentence to life Imprisonment made by
Murderer Willlam M. Strather to the Presi-
dent was today forwarded to District At-
torney Davis and Justice Bradley by the
Attorney General of the United States.

It basces its plra for executive clemency
upron the statement that the verdict of
the jury should have been for manslaugh-
ter and not murder, and that the act was
committed while Strather was intoxicated
and enraged.

Justice Bradley refused to make any
recommendatior, and Mr. Davis recom-
mended that the application be denled,

The probability 1s that Strather will be
hanged at the time set. Nothing has come
te the district attorney from the atiorneys
for th= murderer Edward Smlith, and it is
not likely that any further effort will be
maede to save him.

The double gallows and all the instru-
ments of execution at the jail are in readi-
ness for the double execution on Thursday
next. Strather was sentenced to be hang-
€d May 0 last and Smith May 12 last, but
both were reprieved till June 16 by the
FPresident in order that the Court of Ap-
peals might render its decision, which it
did n weck ago.

The lower court's deeision having been
affirmed no other hope but executive clem-
€rcy lay before the men. Straiher is alive
to his fate aad is making a strong efiort
1o escape the gallows, but Smith is sullen
and apparently indifferent.  [f both are
hanged together thiz week it will be ti
first double hangiag since 1886, when Lands
Sinertield, a Pole, who killed his wife and

sen-in-law, and Richard Lee, alias Diok
Sparrow, a wife murderer, were jointly
strangled to death., Only once hefore in

the history of the District has there heen
such an execution, and thar was when
“Ed.” Qu=enan and “Babe" Bedford were
together hanged for the murder of Phllip
Hurst on P street northwest,

Arguments Before the Postmaster

General.

POLITICAL INFLUENCE

Postmaster Cencra! Emith sat in a ju-
dicial cayncity yesterday afternoocn to hear
the arguments in the matter of the con-
tract for furai=hing the government with
stamped eavelopes and newspaper wrap-
pers for the next four yvears. The contract
involves an a-gregate expenditure of near-
Iy $3,00050 and has attracicd more atten-
tion than any other contract in recent
Years.

Before the bids for the new contract were
prepared General Merritt, the third assist-
ant postmuaster general, calied to the at-
tentlon of Postmaster General Gary the
situatlon which made it practically impos-
sible for any but a certain combination to
partieipete in the bidding. With the con-
sent of tl:e Postmaster General hie drew the
specificativns in such a way that the bid-
ding was practically thrown open to the
envelope makers of this country. This
was made possible by inserting a proviso
that bldders would be permitted to offer
samples of paper, which should at least
equal the government sample.

Four years ago the Purcell Paper Com-
pany of New Yor ame into the market
and gave the Plympton Envelope Company
{which, by the way, had had the contract
for twenty years previous) a shock by ma-
terially underbidding It. The contract was
accordingly awarded to the Purcell Com-
pany. After that company had demon-
strated its ability to presecute the work
and had made 60,000,000 envelopes, the
Plympton company had a conference with
the new contractors, and made such over-
tures that the Purcell company sublet the
contract and recelved a handsome bonus.
But this is ancient history. It gives, how-
ever, a brief outline of the situation before
the present bids were invited.

When the proposals under consideration
were offered it was found the Plympton
company had made a combination with the
Morgan FEnvelope Company, under the
name “The Plympton-Morgan Envelope
Company.” It was generally understood,
however, that the name was merely one of
convenlence, since all of the large envelope
companies In the country were concerned
in the matter and had an Interest in the
new firm. The opening of the bids showed
many surprises. First of all, the uld ene-
mies of the Plympton company underbid
all others on envelopes made of paper
known as the government standard. Then
the bids were several hundred thousand
dollars lower than the figures of four years
ago, showing the advantages of competi-
tion.

The Fight Opens.

After the bilds had ween scheduled the
fight commenced In earnest, and it is safe
to say that In the history of the Post Office
Department there has heeh no flercer con-
tention. Politiclans whose mames are mas-
ter ones on the political chess board were
called In, and the matter reached such
importance that it Is understood teo have
formed the subject of a cabinet discussion.
The Purcell company had at the head or
its affairs the famous New York politician
“Lou’ Payn, and hei turned the politicat
machine of New York In favor of his com-
pany. Serator Platt came to the help of
his political ally, and soon he brought he-
fore Postmaster Genéral Smith all the in-
fluence that he could command,

The Flymplon people were not idle, and
Senators Lodgs and Hoear.came frequentiy
to the I'ast Office Tepartment and sur-
rounded the Postmaster General with New
England politiciane and senatorial influence
until the corridors of the Post Office De-

partment reminded one of a  republican
presidential conventton, And day after day
the battle of influence waged. One day

the hopes of the Plympten company went
high; the next the Furcell company soared
Into the realms of prosperity.

Postmaster General Gary was overwhelm-
ed with the politlcal showing, and touk oe-
casion to declare himself In no uncertain
terms that he would not be actuated in
awarding the contraet by any other influ-
ence than that which the hest interests of
the government dictated. In other words,
politics and personal pressure would cut no
figure in ihe matter. Meanwhlle the tests
were golng on and the board of experts
was preparing to make its report. Finally,
after weeks of walting, Postmaster ten-
eral Gary announced his decision. He
awarded the contract to the Purcell com-
pany on the government sample. The let-
ter transmlitiing the order of award was
accordingly written and sent to the Pur-
cell compary, followed the next aay by
contracts in quadruplicate. Two days later,
and before the contract had heen signed ny
Postmaster General Gary, he resigned, and
Postmaster General Smith found when he
assumed the duties of the office the inheri-
tance of a big political struggle. He hesl-
tated about signing the contract., This was
most important to the defeated Plympton-
Morgan company, and the mass of influ-
ence which had been directed to Postmas-
ter General Gary was switched to the new
head of the Post Ofhce Department. Other
Influence came, and a week had not elapsed
before the new Postmaster General found
himself besieged on all sides. by personal
and poiitical frierds of the contending com-
pPanlez. He listened attentively to the ar-
guments, but did not execute the contract.
He undertook to look Into the matter nim-
self, and with characteristic enterprise be-
came informed on all the points affecting
the contract. Speclal inspectors investigat-
ed the character of the bidders and the
ability of the companies to perform the
contract. Having satlsfied himself on all
these points, ne anncunced to both sides
that he would heéar arguments if they de-
cided to present any before taking nnal
action.

The Hearing.

Yesterday was the day agreed upon, and
at 3:30 o'clock the forees met for the Hnal
struggle. The Plympton and Morgan Com-
bpany was represented by Mr. R. Ross
Perry, waile Mr. Jere Wilson essayed the
management of the Purcell case. The
hearing took place in the office of the
Postmaster General, and was attended by
Mr. M. 8. Chapman of the Plymton, Mor-
gan Company and Secretary Henry E.
Townsend of the Purcell Company. Assist-
ant Attorney General Tyner and Law
Clerk Barrett were also present, and Mr.
Merritt, third assistant postmaster gen-
eral, under whom the subject directly
comes, dropped in and heard some of the
argument )’

Postmaster Gencral 8mith, in opening the
kearing, said it was the gﬂ, t time he had
ever sat In a judiecial eapacfty, and told the
counsel that each would be given ample
opportunity to be hehrd. *

Mr. Jere Wilson dpeneff. He referred
briefly to the subject under discussion and
then proceeded with 'an argument tending
to prove that the proceedings were un-
necessary, einee the government already
had a contract with ‘the lsurcell company,
ag pinding as any contract could be. It was
not necessary, he saddi tochave the signa-
ture of the Postmaster General to the con-
tract to make it bipding, The notice of
sward which has been magde a part of the
public record was sufficient: He cited num-
erous zuthorities whiéh showed where the
government had notified acompany or per-
son of the acceptance of .his bld and the
award of a contract, the government was
bound thereby, and no matter whether it
afterward undertook to cancel the award it
was financially responsible, and the aggriev-
ed party could recover through the Court of
Claims. His authorities began with the
first report of the Court of Claims and con-
tinued down to the present time. He cited
particularly the Garfield case, which was
strikingly like the one under consideration.

While Mr. Wilson was arguing along
those lines he was interrupted by Mr.
Perry, who stated to the surprise of all
that his clients agreed with all that. In
fact it was upon those very authorities
that they relled to prove their case.

“Pray tell us how you hope to do that,”
sald Mr. .son. .

“By claiming and proving that my clients
had a contract, and were given the award
at least ten days before the date of your
award.” %

Mr. Perry's Bomb.
This was a bomb, Mr. Wilson hurriedly
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conferred with his ecllent, bul he could not
help him out. Then he =aid:

“Well, 1f you have, I am not acguainted
with all the elvments of this case. Show
me the copy of the award.”

“We have no copy of any award,” said
Mr. Perry, d»_-llh(aml.el);. “ilutl we have here
three afidavits and two letters from United
Stutes =enators, which rove that Postmas-
ter General Gary awarded my clients the
contract verbally ten days before the award
Lo your company wad sent out.'

Mr. Wilson smiled and said: “Well, recd
the afidavits.”

Mr. Perry then proceeded to read affi-
davits from threw members of the firm he
represented, éach one in substance testi-
fying that in conversation with Postmasier
General Gary one day the latter said, re-
ferring to their paper: *“If your paper is
as good as the government sample, | will
accept it.” The test demonstrated the abii-
ity of his clients’ paper to equal the gov-
ernment sample. Mr. Perry followed this
with two letters from Senators Lodge and
Hoar, =etting forth substantially the con-
tention. In his argument Mr. Perry re-
ferred Lo the saving of some 6,00 & vear
which would result by the acceplance of
his clients’ bid, and said this was evidently
what actuated the Postmaster General in
what he sald

Mr. Wilson's Response.

Mr. Wilson replied at length. He referred
sarcastically to the public spirit displaved
by the Plympton company in trying to save
the government $6.000 a vear, For twenty
years, however, that company had main-
talned a monopoly and had wrung from
Lthe government millions of dollars in profit.
If credit was due 1o any one for saving the
Eovernment money it was to his clients,
who had, by reason of its bid of four yeurs
ago, saved the government £1.500, 000, That
wias the kind of public-spirited people to tie
to. He ridiculed the argument of a prior
award. The affidavits were laughahle.
They all came from the interested parties,
while they were belaboring the Postmaster
General. It was the veriest folly to sup-
pose that a great department like the Past
Office would make a contract verbally. As
well permit bidders to submit their pro-
posals orally. Who was there to refute
such a contract? The practice of the de-
partment provides that there shall be a
daily record kept of the orders, There was
no record of any such order, and the ah-
gence of it showed It never had been made.

Mr. Perry, in reply, =aid it was not nec-
essary to have a record of the award. All
that was necessary to establish such a case
in the Court of Claims was to prove that
the conversation really had occurred. He
did not understand where the learned judge
of evidence had found his law.

Mr. Wilson quickly replied he would re-
fer the gentleman to Perry on Pleading.
This provoked roars of laughter.

During the arguments Postmaster (Gen-
eral Smith queried each counsel regarding
certain points and showed a thorough fa-
miliarity with the subject. At the close
of the hearing he announced he would tuke
the matter under consideration.
