.AID OF THE volunteers

Organization Foiined to Provide Comforts
for District 8oldiere at Front

Officer* Chosen, fltante Selected and

Reqnent Made for Donations.

Another Meeting: Called.

The organization formed last Friday
night at a meeting of the friends and rela¬
tives of the District soldier at the front,
for the purpose of relieving the boys in
blue as much as possible by providing for
their wants, is rapidly being perfected, and
is already in shape to receive subscriptions
and contributions. A meeting of the con¬

stitutional committee of nine was held Sat¬
urday night at the residence of Rev. Henry
N. Couden, the blind chaplain of the House
of Representatives, who was the originator
of the movement, and who has been chosen
president of the organization.
The committee drew up a constitution

and by-laws, setting forth the object and
aims of the association, which are the re¬
lief of the soldiers at the front by provid¬
ing them with the many little things that
will add to the comfort of the life in camp
or at the front, and which are not pro¬
vided by the government. The object is
also to furnish delicacies and proper fool
and clothing for any of the men who may
become ill.
The name of the association, it was de¬

cided, should bo "The District of Colum¬
bia Volunteers' Aid Association." It was
decided that the work of the association
should be in charge of the officers and an
executive committee of twenty. A special
committee of three was appointed to wait
upon gentlemen and secure their consent
to serve on this committee.
The officers of the philanthropic associa¬

tion, as far as nave been selected, are as
follows: President, Rev. Henry N. Couden;
vice presidents, John W. Ross. District
Commissioner; S. \V. Woodward, £>. H.
Kauffmann ol the Evening Star, licriah
Wilkins. Washington Post; Stilson Hutch¬
ing. Washington Times: Emmons S. Smith,
Col. Henry May. commanding the District
of Columbia National Guard; Arthur Hen¬
dricks, department commancer of the G.
A. R.; Isaoor Saks and Robert I. Fleming,
president <»t" Confederate Veteran Associa¬
tion; treasurer, John Joy Edson, president
of the Washington Loan and Trust Com¬
pany; secretary, Dr. J. Lee Adams of Ta-
koina: coiresponding secretary, Mrs. Mary
M. North.
The active membership fee in the asso¬

ciation was fixed at 2."» cents per month.
Those desiring to do so may become con¬

tributing members up >n the payment of $1.
General Meeting.

A general meeting of the association will
be held tomorrow, Wednesday, evening at
S o'clock in the drill hall of the National
Guard armory. Center Market building, Oth
street and Peensylvania avenue. All friends
of the District volunteers are especially in¬
vited to be present at this meeting to bc-
com . members of the association and to
aid in its work of making the soldi*, r boys
from Washington and vicinity feel that
they ar not entirely forgotten at home,
and that their friends and relatives are
anxious for their welfare. At Wednesday
evening's meeting the officers chosen will
be ratified and immediately thereafter the
assoeiation v ill get right down to work.
The entrance to the drill hall is over the
bridge from Pennsylvania avenue near 8th
street.
A number of subscriptions have already

been made, Treasurer John Joy Edson
heading the list with a donation of $2T».
Mr. Edson is prepared to receive any sub¬
scriptions to the good work that may be
made, and all should be sent directly to
him.

ALMOST INSTANT DEATH.

Gorge Curt In Killed li> Ex plosion of
Soda Fountain.

The explosion of a soda water fountain
in the cellar of James O'Donr.ell's drug
store, corner of Pennsylvania avenue and
3d street southeast, lait night, killed Geo.
Cur tin, seventeen years old. and painfully
hurt John Rodgers, a clerk in the store.
It was about 11 o'clock when the clerk and
his assistant entered the cellar to charge
one of the soda tanks, and a few minutes
afterward the report of the explosion
startled the neighborhood. Mr. C. A. Dear-
doff, who was the clerk in charge of the
store, rusiitd outside to learn what was
the matter, when he met Rodgers, who
gave evidence of having been severely in¬
jured. It was learned that the tank which
exploded was in the front part of the cellar,
but not directly beneath the fountain in
the store.
An alarm of fire was sounded from box

5H5. and the presence- in the neighborhood
of the tire engines had the effect of attract¬
ing a larger crowd. Just what caused the
explosion is not known, but it is thought
the tank was overcharged. The clerk and
his assistant had made the connection be¬
tween the cylinder charged with gas and
the tank, containing about ten gallons of
water. Young Curtin was standing almost
directly over the tank. So great was the
force of the explosion that Curtin was
thrown to the ceiling of the cellar, against
the joists and flooring, with force enough
to crush his skull and break several bones
in his body. Rodgers was struck by pieces
of metal thrown from the tank, but he
managed to get out of the cellar unassisted.
When the explosion took place the gas

pipe overheard was shattered, and the
escaping gas was rapidly filling the cellar
when the liremen reached the scene.
Assistant Chief Pelt, who was among the

first to reach the place, went in the cellar
with Private Sam of Truck A Company and
Private Lusky of No. 8 Engine Company.
They soon removed Curtin to an ambu¬
lance. Life was not then extinct, it was
thought, but when the hospital was reached
he was dead. In the meantime Mr. Rodg¬
ers' injuries were dressed by a physician,
and he was sent to his room, where he was
trade comfortable. Coroner Carr called at
the morgue this morning and saw Curtin's
bedy. He deemed an inquest unnecessary,
and gave a certificate of accidental death.
George Curtin, the dead boy, was seven¬

teen years old. He lived with his mother
and sister, near 13th and E streets south¬
east. His body was delivered to his friends
today.

ASSIGNED TO WHITE HOI SE.

Detective Iloyd Will Hereafter Serve
at Executive Mansion.

Detective Boyd, who was yesterday re¬
lieved from duty at headquarters, was to¬
day assigned for service at the White
House. He has been a member of the po¬
lice force for about thirteen years, and has
made a good record. After doing street
duty for a long time, he did service in con¬
nection with the police harbor boat. Later
he was made a member of the detective
force. Before entering upon this assign¬
ment he had been engaged in many cases
of Importance, among them that of the
"Ghost robber," who was captured after
an exciting chase, and, after he had almost
killed Policeman Shehan. He also served
in several murder cases, and during his
service in connection with the detective
force has apprehended a number of burg¬lars and professional crooks. He will here¬
after do detective duty at the Executive
Mansion. This is considered one of the
most important details in the department.
Detective Phillips. Boyd's successor in the

other service, is thirty-one years old, and a
native of Missouri. He has been a member
of the police force for about two years. He
is a son of the late Everett L. Phillips,who,
for many years, was connected with the
Agricultural Department. He came here
with Representative Hatch of Missouri, in
1878, and was appointed a page in the
House. For ten years he served as chief
page.
During his two years' service on the force

he has mado a good record for efficiency,
and won the promotion he received yester¬
day.

Again in Charge.
Old pupils of the Berlitz School of Lan¬

guages, as well as those who contemplate
study, will be glad to know that Prof. A.
Gonard, formerly connected with it, but for
some time located in Boston, and latterly
at the head of the French department of
Mt. Vernon Seminary, has just taken
charge of the Berlitz School, as proprietor
and principal, frof.
