Report of Secretary of Woman's In-

stitution in This Clty.

From the annual report of Mrs. Abble B,
Clift, secretary of the Woman s Chnstian
Association, covering the past fiscal year
it appears that 339 women and twelve chil-
dren have been aimitted to the home dur-
ing the year. Among these nearly all cone
ditfons of life and nearly all «g23 wWere rép-
resented. A general class'fication of them
would show: Women out of employment
and seeking work: pension claimante who
have used all, or nearly ail, or their fuml_ai:
inval'ds discharged from bespnia 3 while
still too feeble tc care for *hi:mee'ves] a
iew  women who have rocntly  bLecome
mothers and were unable to care for itneir
infants elsewhere, together with aumerous
orhers ‘emporarily or permanentiy disabled
izt the struggle of life.

Mrs. Clift says in addition to women of
our own country who were sdmitted to the
asyvium, we have had represeutatlives from
A:istrla, Denmark, England, Germany Nor-
way, Nova Scotia, Scotland, Switzerland
and Sweden. During the year foriy in-
mates have been transferred to the hospi-
tals and seventy-three have secured em-
ployment. In many cases suh smploymeat
was found by some member of Lhe associa-
tion: in other cases n hor was furnished
the work seeker until she coull find work
for herself. Two hav: boen asgisisd in re-
turning to their distant homes. Ssvely
thousand meals have been served, We
have but seven paid employes, bat many
inmates of the home temporarily assist in
the work as part payment for their Lecard.
Permanent Improvements made during the
year include enlarged bath rooms and rew
plumbing. Enterta.ameniz for the pleas-
ure of the inmates hnve been furuished at
intervals.

“The visiting committee distributed $300
of the fumis of the assoclation, paying
rent and giving fuel and food to 200 fam-
ilice. Five hundred garments were dJdis-
tributed and employment was found for
fifteen persons by the committee, It has
been suggested that oeur assoclation aban-
don this branch of the work, as being es-
petially the fleld of the Associated Chari-
ties. The benefits of the home are be-
stowed without regard to creed or denom-
ination. Women of all beliefs or of no be-
lief, of all churches or no church, wha peed
help, are assisted so far as their deserts
or our means wili permit. We have but
one great need, and that is more room.*

The recelpts of the association for the
vear were $8,618 75, including a government
appropriation of $4.000, the balance being
obtained from private funds, boarders, ad-
mission fees for life members and church
collections. The total expenditures of tha
Year were 3700146, leaving a baiance on
hand of $627.20.

Not Subject to Stamp Tax,

The commissioner of internal revenue has
rendered a decision in which he holds that
contracts of reinsurance, with certain
stated exceptions, are not subject to stamp
tax. Relnsurance is understood to be an
assumption by one Insurance compauy of
some portion of a risk which has besn
taken in full by ancther company and a
policy duly issued therefor,

In the case of recelpts for remt, and
where there are no other , 1o
is required.
