Discussing Alaska, Mr. Shallenberger
savs the mall service, on the overiand
route from Juneau by Dyea to Circle, pro-
viding for letter mall only, was extremely
unsatisfactory, the contractor failing to
reader the required number of trips and
those performed were lrregular and un-
reliable, serious complaints following

The sexpenditures to railroads for mail
transpoTtalion to September 30, wasx S30 -
430517, and the estimate for ratlroad
transportation for the tiscal yeur ending
June 30, W0, is KRE2T5,000.

Railway Mail Service,

Concerning the rallway mall service, the
report  shows  there were 1,208 miies of
traveling post offices, and recommndation
is made for a reclassification of the ser-
vice, iegislation requiring newspaper pulbs-
Hshers to make primary separation of thelr
papers and periodicals for malling, requir-
ingpostal clerks to wear a badge instead of
the present regulation cap, and for general
estanlishment of postal stations In rallroad
depots,  For ocean mall transporiaton in
the next fiscal year $2 154 0 is estimated
Over 14000000 letgers and  postal  cards
have been distributed in transit in our in-
ternational sea post offices, and only 1,50
errure  were repoarted,  Negotiations are
now pending, looking to securing recipro-
cial benefits from Great Britain, in the way
of a sea post service on the Cunard
and White Star lnes in the near future.
