It s reported that the PBritish gunboats
have heen erdered to rendezvous here.

At the navy yard here the ordnance de-
partment is most active, and is engaged
in mounting sfege grns.

In response to hurricd cablegrams from
London, ship brokers engaged In the West
India trade spent the greater part of yes-
terday searching for tonnage suitable to
transport the coal from Philadelphia and
Newport News to points where it will i

most convenient for English war craft to
fill their bunkers Sailing vessels from
1.4} to 2.} tons carrying capacity are
particularly in demansd.

The first shipments are to be sent to
Kingston, to be followed by vessels for
Eermuda, St. Luela and Demerara, which

are the principal ports in the West Indies
subhject o Great Britain. It is alse pro-
posed to discharge a part of the purchase
at St. Thomas, a Danish island, where
hulks will be vsed.

It was reported vesterday that two Brit-
ish warships had been ordered nere to un-
dergo slight repairs, which under ordinary
circumstances would have been made at
either Halifax or the Bermuda Islands.

Chinese minister, Mr. Wu, is fol-

with much interest the Jlevelop-

in the east, where the conflicting

interests of Russia and England seem to

be on the verge of open hosililies,

Concerning the latest report, that Russia
had tak+#n the treaty port of Neu Chwang,
thus giving her conirol of all Manchuria
and shutting out the British from trade in
that great section, Mr. Wu saya It is hard-
I¥ credible that Russia has taken such a
step, as Neu Chwang, being a treaty port,
s of almost as much interest to the outside
world as it is to China. The treaty vorts
are freely open to forelgn trade, ond as a
result large forelgn colonles have been
buil* up in them.

It = at the treaty ports that the United
States has established her commerce with
China. For this reason Mr. Wu feels sat-
istied thar any such important move by
Russia a8 the taking of a treaty port would
be spewdily reported by the United States
minister at Pekin and all other forelgn rep-
resentatives in China.

Mr. Wu has a personal familiarity with
all the country arvand Nen Chwang, as
he projected the railway running from
Tien Ts'n to Kin Chow, which was de-
signed to be extended to Nesw Chwung
and thence northward, tapping the richest
sectivus of Manchuria. It is at the head
of the Gulf of Pechili and Is so situated
as to be of great strategic value in con-
nection with Port Arthur, now occupisd
by Russia under a lesse from China. Port
Arthur is at the extreme end of the Lilao
Tung peninsula.

Neu Chwang is at the threshold of the
peninsula. and together they command ail
of that territory which seems shaped by
nature for military and naval purposes. I:
13 this which has led te such activity in the
British naval stations, particularly at We:
Hel Wel, across the gulf from Port Arthur.

Wkile Mr Wu does not believe Russia has
vcrupied Neu Chwang and thus given op-
portunity for a clash, ye, he says, Russia
may have gtven color for such reports by
pushing forward some of her troops to Neu
Chwang. It Is in the patural line of de-
velopment if Russia diverts the Trans-
Siberian railway so as to make a terminus
at Fort Arthur. and for that reason is
doubtliss much coveted by the foreign
commercial interests,

A private telegram received yesterday an-
Leunces that the engineers of the American
syndicate which has secured extensive con-
cessicns in China have arrived at Shanghai.
They will begin surveys on the propossd
kne from: Hankow to Canton, connveimsg
some of th- largest citles and opening up
seme of the richest country in China.

MAJOR MARCHAND AT CATRO,

French Explorer Meets With Warm

CAIRO, November 3.—Major Marchand,
the commander of the French expedition a*

The French officer, who is short,
slight, active and bronzed, was dressed in
cirflian clothes.

QUESTION OF LICENSE TAX

Dealers in Second-Hand Bicycles on Trial
in Police Court.

The Jary Returned n Verdiet of

Prosecuting Attorney Pugh called for trial
this afternoon in the Police (Court the cases
of ithe several bicycle dealers who were
complained againsi several weeks ago for
alleged violations of the law requiring se.-
ond-hand dealers to pay an annual license
tax of $40. The deaiers complained against
were John D, Lasley, Charles M. Lewis, W.
D. Hadger and John Woerner, Messrs,
Sitevens and Bell appeared for the defend-
anis.

1t was ag ecd that on: el ndant should be
seiectes for trial, and in this ease, should
the court decide against ihe defendant, the
question  involved could be taken the
Court of Appeals and finally settled.

At the cuistart Mr. Lasiey was selected to
siand (rinl. He is the local representative
of the Foelipse Company. Counsel began by
making a motion o quash, alieging legal
reasons why the paper filed should be ser
aside. Even the form of the information
was attacked, but all these attempis to el
the case were overruled.,

The jury was then sworn, and after heasr-
ing the facts the court took a recess,

It is ihe ciaim of the prosecution that the
handling of second-hand bleyeles by ihe
aealers comes wiihin the provisions of the
law, The dealers accept these bicveles il
exchange when new ones are sold. These
old wheels, as a rule, ure repaired and then
put on sale, The defense admitted these
facts.

After recess councel submitted prayers,
some of which were granted, while othors
were refused. Counsel then proceeded to
tead autherities in supgort of their P si-
tion and later the jury returned a verdie:
of guilty.

“Sheuid the Court of Appeals uphold this
decision.” szid Prosecuting Attorney Pugh
to a Star reporte~ this afternoon, “it will
mean an annual inerease of about $10U )
in the revenues of the District.”

He added that this determination
wis based upon the report of the board of
constructifn, which recently had a consul-
tation on the subject with Nawval Con-
structur Iobson, who was personally su-
pervising the wreecking operations. The ex-
Isting contiact with the Merrit-Chanman
Company will be abrogated, and aperations
entirely suspended on the Spanish vessels,
pending  the consideration of prosositions
from private firms to do the work inde-
pendently of the government. It is under-
stood that there are two combanies will-
ing to undertake the work ut their own
risk, ore a Swedish company and the oiher
a company on the Paeific coast.

IMPORTANT NAVAL
Admiral Miller Says Paelfie is Second
if Not First.

CHICAGO, November 3.—Rear Admiral J.
N. Miller, who the fing over the
Hawalian Islands and proclaimed them part
»f the United States, left this ecity today,
ifter a day's stay. for Springfield, Ohio,
his boyhood home.

“1 belleve.” siald he, “the Pacifle station
to be second in importance, if not the moest
important, of our naval stations. [ think
not because 1 have commanded our
Aeets in thoss waters so many but
because the rapid growith of the west coast
citles indicates that a large population will
swentually reside there. 1 am, therefore,
greatly gratified that the government has
s#en fit to send such two magnificent battle
ships as the Oregon and lowa to the Pa-
cific station.”

With regard to the lessons gained by the
late war, he sald: *“First and foremost, 1
think the necessity for the Nicaraguan ca-
nal is a thing of prime Importance to our
navy. A country which has such a wvast
eoast line on two oceans needs a4 route by
which warshipz can be transferred from
acean to oeenn instead of the present neces-
sity of circumnavigating a continent. I
think the Nicaraguan canal will be bullt
in elght years. It Is the only practical

assage.”’

n‘\\'ith regard to Hawall, he sald: “It was
especially pleasant for me to close a long
service by presenting my country with a
large and fertile territory. Ever since my
first visit to Hawail, In 1855, I have been
convinced that the islands should belong to
us. [ have wisited Honolulu many times
and have always been accorded a royal
welcome there.

COBURN ON TRIAL

Violation of the Postal Laws Alleged
Against Him,

UNUSUAL POINT RAISED BY COUNSEL

Defendant Said to Have Profited
Through Fraudulent Money Orders.

A point of law considered to be out of the
orcinary wa: raised today at the outset of
the trial of Frederick 8. Coburn, ciuirged
with a wviolaticn of the postal laws, In
Criminal Court No. 2. Atterney Tracey L.
Jeffords, who appeared for the defendant,
objected to the swearing of the jury on the
ground that It was not properly drawn and
was not a I wful jury., The objection was
overruled by Judge Bradley, an exccplion
the tuilng was noted, and the trial
proceeded, Asslstant District Attorney John
E. Laskey making th= opening address to
the jury.

Coburn was formerly the manager of the
Lranch post office known as substatlon No.
21, located in his drug store, at the south-
west corner of 9th street and New Yurk
avenue. Wkile in charge of the branch
post office, it is alleged, Coburn secured
possession of a large sum of money belong-
ing to the United States through the frau-
culent issue 0 money orders. It is further
alleged thai Coburn fled from the ity and
was arrested later in Canada. He was
brought to Washington, arraigned and
pleaded not grilty. The case attracted con-

siderable attcntion at the time of the ar-
rest.

Mr. H. (',ﬂay Eﬁans. commissioner of pen-
slons, retwened dhis:morning from his cam-
piign toursin Mlinsis, Michigan and Ten-
nessee. houSh he made a number of
speeches, e dods not show any of the ef-
fects of.the canipaign and looks ruddy with
the glow of health. Commissioner Evans
welcomed the reporter of The Star and
spoke at lengthupon his trip. He sald:

“Before I enfer into deiails, I want to say
that in all of the pluces I spoXke there was
greal enthusiasm, and not In a single in-
stance did I sesiany lack of interest in the
campaign. THere |s-a greaf Jdeal of satis-
faction throughout the country with the
administration, apd, this is the only danger
that eonfronts the republican candidales.
You know, republidans senera Iy den’t turn
out in off "years, and when the administra-
tion is their way and satisiactory they are
liable to be apathetie.

“In Tennessee, I spoke at Memphis, Chat-
tanooga, Nashville, Murfreashoro, Se¢'mer,
Kingston and Knoxville. The republican
party is very miuch allve in the “old volun-
teer” state, T h&ard a great many disagree-
able stories abbut the treitment of the
troops ‘at Chickamauga, and several of
these siories T personally ‘nvestigatel end
Lthey vroved without foundation. It is the
sympathetie tadies who are circulating
these stories, and it has done the party no
good.

One Cane Investigated.

“Now, there was ons case in partieviar
that I heard of at a dinanar party, and it
was repeated during the campalzn wherev-
er [ spoke. Tt was of a poor, sick =cldier
who had been moved from the healthy
camp on Lookout mountain to e camp ot
Chickamauga by orders of Colonel Young,
and who died en route In the ambulance.

riots at Virden, this very man wos the first
to volunteer, !

“I made it my businessz (o incuire some-
what into the chareges affecting the camp
at Chickamauga, amd 1 found, as I expect-
od, that ther “were the bdle vagaries of
democratic palifiefans or else jokes perpe-
trated by thé ! soldfers unon sympathetic
Indies who visited them.

“1 was more thoroughiy pleased with the
reception 1 received at Grand Rapids than
anywhere olse, I spoke at the Boldiers’
Home there to 700 old veterans, and found
them enthusiasgic in their praise of the ad-
inipistration and very firm in their deter-
mination to uphofd the prineiples of repub-
licanism. [ also spoke at lonia.

AT THE WHITE HOUSE

Memorial Regarding Non-Combat-
ants Presented to the President.

WILL NOT G0 T0 LEXINGTON, EY.

Prominent Callers at the Execu-

tive Mansion.

SENATOR ELKINS’

VIEWS

A memorial prepared hy Charles Henry
Butler and others has been presented to the
Presldent asking that this government call
an international convention to consider the
question of making private property free
from capture on the high seas in time of
war. The memorial payvs a highly respect-
ful tribute to the administration on the
humane and speedily successful prosecu-
tion of the recent war, and points out that
this government is in the best position of
any power at present to take the Initiative
in such a humane movement without 'ay-
ing {tse'f open to the Imputation of selfish-
ness. The memorial gives an interesting
resume of thiz country’s advocgacy of *‘fres
ships and free goods” and quotes the fa-
mous Paris convention, which, it will be re-
memberel, is as follows:

“First, privateering is and remains ubol-
ished: second, the neutral flag covers ene-
my's goods, with the exception of contra-
band of war:; third, neutral goods, except
contraband of war, are not liable {0 eap-
ture under an enemy's flag; fourth, b'ack-
ades to be binding must be effective: that
is to say, malntained by a foree really suf-

ficiant to prevent access tn the enemy’s
coqst.™
The memorial urges that internatinonal

Inw should be amended to not only Include
all the ahove, but to excent all private
praperiy from ecapture, except contraband
of war. It is pointed out that the present
threatening azpect of Furonean polities
would make this move by the United Stites
narticularly aceeptable to the remainder of

.the world at this time and. besides saving

untold lnss and suffering by innocent non-
combatants in ease of a general war, would
sftand  forever as another of the many
sfrong elaims that this country hoalds upon
the gratitude of the civilized world.
Will Yot Review the Troops.

President MeKinley has issued an order
that the revenue cutter McCulloch, with
Admiral Dewey at Manila, be restored to
the revenue cutter service, and Secretary
Long has telegraphed Admiral Dewey to
this effect. The MeCulloch will no longer
be under the navy. This is considered a
prefty good indication that the President
does not believe there will be any rencswal
of the war. Assistant Beeretary Howell of
the treasury has orderad the MecCulloch to
procecd on her way to San Franciseo.

The Attor-
ney General was busy in the disenssion of
some polnt of law in which Secretary Hay's
depariment was interested,

Senator Elkins on the Philippinex.

Senalor Elkins was one of the Presideni's
visitors today, and chatted over the Phil-
ippine out'cok. The s:natcr advocated Lhe
[oszession of the Phil pp'nes by this coun-
try in a speech In the S:nate last summer,
and he was able to congratulate the Presi-
dent on gelting around to his views,

The senator thinks it is the solemn duty
of this country to take the Philippines,
“If for no other reason we owe a duty o
Christlanity,” he sald. “The wars cf the
future will be in driving Mohammedanism
and Buddism from the eczst and Christian-
izing that s-ction of the world.™

The tenator then went ¢n to say that he
is cpposed to this country assuming any
debts In any directlon, but he is willing
that there should be a vesh payment to
Spain. He thinks that to take Luzon Island
and leave the others to Spa'n would he op-
poscd 23 violently by Spain as the seizure
of all the islands,

Scnator Elkins szys tha: West Virginia
will =0 republican without daubt. if he is
any judge of politics. Repre-entative Day-
ton thinks he will be elected by 3,5 rna-
jority.

Other Callers of I'rominence.

Dr. Henry M. Fleld of New York, ex-
Senator Warner Milier of the same state,
ex-Postmaster General Gary and Mr.
Shallenberger, second assistant postmaster
general, were among the callers of note
who saw the President today. Dr. Field
is here visiting his brothker, ex-Justice
Field of the Supreme Court.

No Break Expected Tomorrow.

By way of preparation for what may
happen at the meeting of the peace com-
missioners in Paris tomorrow, it may be
sald that the President and the officials
of the Btate Department have no tdea that
the Spanish reply will be an unconditional
acceptance of our latest propesition re-
lating to the acquisition of the Philippines.
On the other hand, they do mot expect an
unequivocal rejection. What is likely to
occur is that the Spanish commiisiorers
will come in with a counter proposition,
the basis of whieh will probably be a con-
siderable Increase in the sum of money to
be paid to the Spanish government for the
Philippines. This will open a way to nego-
tlations on that subject, aud, inasmuch as
the commissioners spent about six weeks
considering the sections of the protocol
dealing with Cuba and Porto Rlco, it is
reasonable to belleve that at least a few
days may be properly allowed for the dis-
cussion of the Philippines. In short, it
may be sald that the officlals i:ere do not
expect a final breach of reliations between
the commissioners to occur tomorrow, not-
withstanding the commeants of uvnfriendly
European newspapers in that line.

Preparing for Long Voyage.
NEW YORK, November 3.—The cruiser
New York, flagship of the North Atlantic
squadron, has completed coaling at Tomp-
kinsville, 8. 1., and is taking aboard stores

for a long voyage. It was reported today
that Commodore Philip was expecting sall-
ing orders from Washington to proceed to
a southern port.

AN UNFORTUNATE ORDER|

Chief Surgeon Hartsuff on Abolishment of
Begimental Hospitals.

Work of Caring for the Sick Was In-
terfered With—Testimony We-

fore the War Commisxion,

Dr. A. Hartsuff, who was chiefl surgeon
of the army at Camn Thomas, Chicka-
mauga Park, from the 2ist of Aoril untii
the 27th of July last, was examined today
by Colonel Denby of the war Investigating
commission concerning the conduct of the
camp from a medical point of view. He
criticised various features in the manage-
ment of the camp, beginning with the loca-
tion of szome of the regiments, He said
that the park was upon general principles
a gond camp ground, but that sume of
the regiments were located in swampy sec-
tions and others on rocky ground when it
was Impossible to get the sinks of suf-
ficient depth.. In other cases the camp was
poorly drained and In most irstances the
tents were too close together.

He sald the sites were selected hy Gen
Brooke, and that notwithstanding his own
position as chief medical officer he had not
been consulted in regard to the location.

He had made a formal protest at the time,
but the protest was not heeded.
Against Division Hospitnls,

Dr. Hartsuff took positive ground against
the establishment of division hospials at
the expense of the regiments. He sald that
the law for the organization of volunteer
forces did not provide for the cstablish-
ment of a hospital corps, and that as a
congequence there was no force for the hos-
pital work, and the only way to g=. one
was to transfer men from the volunteer
force to the regular force, and oftentimes
these men were not the most efficient.

He thouzht a division or fleld hospital was
a necessity, tut he did not think it shoula
be built up as at present by taking sur-
geons, stewards and ambulances from the
regiments, but rather as an independen.
institution. He had found that regimental
sLrgeons and nurses transferred to a divi-
sion hosoital were not so capable of ren-
dering good service; many were quite use
less, others were almost paralyzed.

Furthermore, there was immense confu-
sion in transterring the regimental «fToo
to the hospital and in sending them back
when the regiments were ordered away. 1
was, he said, & case of confusion worse
co nfounded.

“Do you,” asked Col. Denby. *““think the
establishmen: of division hospitals a bad
potey 2

“Very bad as done,” responded the wit-
ness,

“Couldn’t you, as chief medical officer,
have controlled the matter?’ he was next
asked. .

Secretary Alger's Urder.

“No, sir; it was an order of the Secretary
of War, and under this order no regirental
hospital ecould be malntained.”

He thought this order unfortunate: that
in carrying it into effect the work of caring
for the sick wes greatly interfered with,
and that no one was benefited hy [t

Dr. Huartsuff also expressed the opinlon
that the water supply of the cuiap was
not good. He said that when the troops
began to pour in the discovery was made
with alarm that the supply was insufficient,
and that he, General Brooke and others
had set about to increase it.

Chickamauga River Water.

The d:cision to taks the water from
Chickamauga river had been erriy »1 at un-
der the necessity of great haste, but, not-

He also said *he men often insisted upon
using surface water, which was noihing
more than drainage from ihe camps.

Another feature of the camp system which
Dr. Hartsuff critlcised was that of allow-
ing each regiment to have a refuse dump
of its own. This had rendered the camp
objectionable from a hygienic point of view.
He had recommended to Gen. Brooke the
cremation of the garbage,

the poss!ble means of preventing such fatai
accidents. Again it Is proposed that legls-
laticn shall be invoked to compel the use
of bottles not only labeled to designate
their contents, but pe-zuliar and distinetive
in appearance, form and surface, so that
they may be recognized for what they are
at a touch as well as a glance. Careful
druggists now take pains to preclude the
chance of mistakes, and we seec no objec-
tion to requiring universal obedience to
éven maore stringent rezulations than they
have adopted; but there Is not much rea-
son to believe, human nature being what it
isy that adherence to any rule in drug
stores would prove an effectual bar to care-
lessness =t home.

To many persons it appears amazing that
anybody under the pressvre of any emer-
gency should tak: or administer a drug
without reasonable care tc ascertain in ad-
vance what {t is, To grope in a dark closet
for a bottle and, haviag found it, to pour
out a dose in the dark cannot pass for
anything but recklessness. Yet that is con-
stantly done and pressimably will continue
tu be done to the end of the chapter,
