Spain's Commissioners
Unready for Conference,
JOINT MEETING ON WEDNESDAY

They Will Demand Pay for
the Philippines.

FAILING. THEY WILL WITHDRAW

Dare Not Return Home if They
Should Give Way.

SITUATION IS CRITICAL

PARIS. November 14..It has been de¬
cided that there will be no joint sessions of
the peace commissions today. Secretary
Moore of the United States commission re-
ctiv' d fr< m Secretary Ojeda of the Spanish
commission this morning a note saying
that the Spanish commissioners had found
it impossible to prepare their memorandum
for presentation today, and asking if the
I'nited States commissioners would be in¬
convenienced if. owing to the late arrival
from Madrid of expected data, the Span-
lards should request that the next meeting
be deferred until Wednesday.
Secretary Moore replied that the Ameri-l

can commissioners were quire ready to ac- I
commodate the Spanish commissioners in
this matter, and the joint session was prac¬
tically deferred until Wednesday next.
Importance is attached to this delay, it jbeing regarded as indicating that the Span-

ish commissioners are preparing for a final
stand in these negotiations..

Spain (irown Obntiuate.
It may now be definitely stated that they

will not sign a treaty of peace which yields
to Spain no more from the PhilippineIt-lands than has thus far been offered or
indicated by the Americans. Should the
latter announce that the I'nited Slates is
<nly willing to reimburse Spain for her
pacific expenditures in the Philippine
Islands, the Spanish commissioners will re-
jly that their mission is finished. Should
this occur, it is possible the Spaniards will
also suggest a suspension of the negotia-
tions through the commission and the re-
sumption of negotiations between Madrid
and Washington. I
This attitude of the Spaniards is ex-

plained by the fact that the members of |the Spanish commission have political al-
liances and personal responsibilities to c«»n-
stituencies and the national creditors of
Spain which restrict them to certain lines,
which are as far as the ministry at Madrid

res to go. It is pointed out that if the
flvt* Spanish commissioners here slgnel a
treaty yielding the Philippine Islanis to
the United States without lessening Spain'sd-ht in an appreciable degree, they could
r return home with the prospect of any

iitical future before them, and possibly
w- ild be in danger of violence at the hands
C: mobs.

Next Meeting Oeciwlve.
At the nex; meeting of the commission¬

ers the American® will learn the definite
attitude of Spain on any propositions thu§
far made. The Spaniards, howevere, In
this presentation, will not declare all nego-
tiations closed. They will insist that the
sovereignty of Spain over the Philippine
Islands is beyond Question, but will an-
nounce Spain's rtadIness to yield that sov¬
ereignty for an adequate equivalent, and
will then invite negotiations under the
Spanish construction of the protocol.
The American commissioners may then

communicate th'ir final attitude to the
Spa;.iards. but the Americans are expected
at a future meeting to present a carefully
pr« pared conclusion of their contention and
v« ; it ions. Should they not be different
fr m those already presented, the time will
th*r* have arrived when Spain will declare
herself helpless, though steadfast, and will
aw.iit the next step of the United States,
whatever it may be. Thus Spain will be
abie to sa> to her creditors that she has
done her utmost, and that the issue must
r» -t between them and the United States.

< ablc»raiDN From Paria.
It is learned that on Saturday President

&2< Kinley received < ablegrams from the in-
dU;dual members of the peace commission,
each gi\ ing his views as to the proper
cour>- to pursue. These cablegrams were
read at spec ial cabinet meetings Saturday
«!*< rnoon and night, when four or five
members of the cabinet were present. It
ejinnot !>?* learned whether there was
unanimity in the views of the commis¬
si »ners.
Tomorrow's cabinet meeting may furnish

fn< re definite news as to the situation.
A cabinet officer said this afternoon that

there is no truth in the story that Presi¬
ded McKinVy may abandon to the Span-
lards all of the Philippines except an island
or two.

Some very interesting figures regarding
the receipts and exp nditures of the Island
of Cuba have been sent to Washington,
Cfficers of the Cuban military commission
have made a careful examination of Cuban
f»nanc<s. showing the receipts and expendi¬
tures of the island un«l:r Spanish rule and
also estimates of what will occur when
the United States takes control of the
island. Amoi g the principal items of re-

ceipts in th° estimate for the year 189S are
the following: From taxes on real estate,
income tax. liquor licenses and other in¬
ternal revenu taxes $0.142,50o: import and
export duties, and «uher income from the

a form of government independent of
Spain. I

SAX JOSE SCALE.

Experiments I'rove It Does Not Sur¬
vive Dryi njt Process.

The Agricultural Department has deter¬
mined after a series of experiments that
thf San Jose scale, found on pears, apples
and pearhes in various parts of the <x»un-
try, does not survive the process of fruit
drying. This proves absolutely the falsity
of the claims of several European govern¬
ments which exclude American fruits from
their ports.
A German expert, who came to this coun¬

try especially to investigate this subject,
was present at the last experiment. Large
lots of fruit infected by the scale were
tested by all the known methods of com¬
mercial drying and microscopic examina-
tion showed that the scales did not sur¬
vive the process. The expert was given
samples of the work and access to the ex-

| periments, and seemed to be convinced that
;he conclusions of the government were
correct.

SAW THE PRESIDENT
The Committee to Take Charge of the

Centennial Celebration.

COMMISSIONER WIGHT'S LETTER

Mr. McKinley Thoroughly in Sym¬
pathy With the Project.

SOME SUGGESTIONS

The President this morning received the
committee of citizens recently appointed by
District Commissioner Wight under au¬

thority conferred upon him at a mass meet¬
ing- of citizens to consider the question of
properly celebrating the centennial anni¬
versary of the establishment of the national
capital. The committee, which consists of
Messrs. James G. Berret, A. T. Britton, C.
J. Bell, John Joy Edson, Lawrence Gard¬
ner, M. M. Parker, B. Ross Perry, Theo¬
dore W. Noyes and John W. Thompson,
was accompanied by Commissioner Wight,
the ex-officio chairman of the committee,
the only absentee being Mr. Edson.
After presenting the members of the com¬

mittee Mr. \N ight handed the President the
following letter, explanatory of the commit¬
tee's errand:

The Explanatory Letter.
"The citizens of the District of Columbia

are desirous of celebrating in an appropri¬
ate manner the centennial of the removal
of the government to its permanent capital
in the city of Washington.
"At a meeting of citizens held on the even¬

ing of the L'4th of October the chairman
was authorized to appoint a committee of
nine to consider plans for such a celebrationand report to a meeting of citizens when

lo suitable recommendations,i his committee has been appointed, andconsists of the following gentlemen: JamesG. Berret. A. T. Britton, C. J. Bell. M. M.
Parker, K. Ross Perry, John Joy Edson J.
^ . Thompson, T. W. Noyes and LawrenceGardner, all of whom have had experiencein conducting matters of this kind, six ofthem having acted as chairmen of inaug-ural ceremonies.
"A meeting of the committee was held onthe evening of the let of November, andafter fully discussing the subject, it ap¬peared to be the unanimous opinion of

those present that the celebration should
be national in its character, rather than
local, and it was suggested that the com¬
mittee should be enlarged by the selection
of an equil number of gentlemen to repre¬sent the national government, go that In
the beginning of this important movement
there should be full conference and united
action by the representatives of both the
federal and District governments.
"Awaiting such an enlargement of the

committee, no steps have been taken to¬
ward the formulation of any definite plans,but the gentlemen already appointed feei
that the celebration should be in keepingwith the dignity and importance of the oc¬
casion, and that it should be marked In
some permanent way by the erection of a
suitable building or arch, or other struct¬
ure, which would emphasize and perpet¬
uate the occasion for all time.
"The committee, therefore, has the honor

to request that this subject may be made
a part of your annual message to the Con¬
gress of the United States, and, if consist¬
ent with your sense of public duty, that
you suggest a suitable appropriation to
carry out an object so patriotic and in
which the whole country will without doubt
gladly take part.
"You are respectfully requested to appoint

as members of this committee such a num¬
ber of gentlemen as you may deem proper
to represent the federal government."

Mr. Ilerret'p. Outline.
Mr. Wight called up Mr. Berret to out¬

line to the President the suggestions the
committee have in mind for celebrating the
event, and in response Mr. Berret said that
first of all it seemed to the committee that
the occasion should be national in charac¬
ter, and fully in keeping with the dignity
of the event. It had been suggested, he
stated, that some permanent structure
should be erected here, possibly a memo¬
rial hall, in which many relics of historical
importance and value could be stored and
viewed by the thousands of people who
visit the national capital, or perhaps the
erection of a memorial bridge across the
Potomac. It is thought, said Mr. Berret,
that the committee of arrangements should
not be simply local in character, but should
be enlarged by the addition of men who
would represent the national government.
Replying to Mr. Berret's remarks, the

President, who seemed deeply interested,
said that he was favorably impressed with
the suggestions made by Mr. Berret, and
thought it eminently fitting that the occa¬
sion should be celebrated.
He remarked that American celebrations,

properly managed, are great factors in
pushing ahead the development of the
country, and at no time, he said, since the
settlement of the anti-slavery question has
there been a more auspicious time than the
present for such a celebration. He referred
to tlie absence of all sectional feeling and
to the sentiment of good will existing
throughout the country, remarking that
everything seemed to lend itself to the suc¬
cessful celebration of such an occasion. He
said he would be glad to consider the mat¬
ter and to refer to it in his annual mes¬
sage to Congress, or in a later message,and assured the committee that if Congress
would give him the authority he would be
glad to appoint on the committee certain
representatives of the national government.

Some SuinteatioiiH.
It was suggested during the conference

with the President thit, inasmuch as the
celebration is to be a national event, it
would be appropriate to appoint the gov¬
ernors of the several states of the Union.
It was also suggested that the first step to
be taken after the meeting of Congress
would be to secure the passage of a resolu¬
tion reciting that the event should be ob¬
served by a fitting celebration and author¬
izing the President of the Senate, the
Speaker of the House of Representatives
and the President to appoint additional
members of the committee to formulate
plans for celebrating the occasion and to
secure such further legislation as may be
deemed proper and necessary.
As incidental to the celebration it was

remarked that great good would result to
the District, as there would be a general
cleaning up of the city, the doing away of
grade crossings and a general improve¬
ment of the city, such as to place it in
proper condition to receive the thousands
of people who will undoubtedly be attracted
here by the celebration.
It is thought that a meeting of citizens

will be called in a few days, at which ihe
committee will submit Its report, which re¬
port, it is believed, will be promptly ap-
£ roved.

Mr. Peck Tells the President About

the Paris Exposition,

COMTOLATED 08 TEE WORK DONE

A Conference on the Subject of
the South Carolina Riots.

TODAY'S CALLERS

Ferdinand W. Peck, commissiorer gen¬
eral of this country to the Paris exposition,
arrived In Washington last night, and call¬
ed upon President McKinley today to give
an account of tho work done by him at
Paris. Mr. Peck was accompanied by Paul
Blackmar, his chief of »taff, and Hush
Thompson, one of the officials of the La¬
fayette Monument Association.
Before Mr. Peck had time to begin his

narrative President McKinley congratu¬
lated him on the excellent progress he has
made. The President said he had received
favorable reports of Mr. Peck from official
and unofficial sources. His gratification
was unbounded.
President Faure of France and M. Bris-

son, the outgoing prime minister, both
charged Mr. Peck to convey their highest
regards to President McKinley. Mr. Peck
did this, at the same time telling the Presi¬
dent of the many kindnesses shown the
American commissioner by these distin¬
guished Frenchmen. They aided him in se¬
curing valuable concessions and expressed
the greatest friendsnlp for the United
States.

Will Refer to the Exposition.
President McKinley will refer to the ex¬

position in his annual message. During the
winter he may have something to say on the
same subject In a special message. It is
thought that Congress will be asked for ad¬
ditional money for buildings not at first
contemplated. The supervising architect
of the treasury will probably be asked to
furnish an estimate of the cost of these
buildings before appropriations are asked
for.
Mr. Peck is confident that the exhibit of

the United States will rank with any In
the world. He is pleased with the rush
which has been made in this country by
applicants for space.
Mr. Peck said today that the Intention of

this country to build a monument to La¬
fayette In Paris was pleasing to the French
and had gone far to help him in his work
abroad.

The Sooth Carolina Riots.
R. R. Tolbirt, whose family Buffered so

much in tho South Carolina riots, had a
long interview with President McKinley
this afternoon. With Mr. Tolfccrt were
three refugees from that state. They are
J. M. Collins, postmaster at Ninety-Six;
Jam?s W. Tolbert, postmaster at MeCor-
mick, and R. L. Henderson. It la claimed
that the mob ran James W-. "Colbert away,
but permitted his wife to tjoYinnue the post
office. She Is assistant. Mr. Tolbert said
that R. L. Henderson had been run away
from the bedsids of hlB dead mother and
was not permitted to attend her funeral.
All of the men are followers of the Tolbert
family.
Mr. Tolbert refused to disclose the object

of his conference with the President. It Is
said that he made a request for interfer¬
ence. From the White House he and his
party went to the Post Office Department
to confer with Postmaster U;neral Smith.
It is hinted that if it can ba established
that postmasters have been run away from
their offices the Post Office Department will
send detectives to prosscute those who took
part in the affair. This could be done the
same as in the killing of the negro post¬
master at Lake City, S. C.

Today's Caller*.
Senator Mills of Texas called at the

White House today to pay his respects to
President McKinley. When the senator
was asked for his opinion of the recent
elections he said that he had no comment
to make, as he was preparing to retire to
his home and private ilfe.
Representative Fletcher of Minnesota was

TOLllERT TO HKXAI.t HERE.

Advised to Walt and Go Before Coii-
Kress When That Body Meets.

Mr. Tolbert, the South Carolinian whose
candidacy for Congress caused the recent
South Carolina riot, has been advised by
many republicans to remain In Washing¬
ton until Congress meets, so as to go be¬
fore that body with his story of the affair.
Members of the republican congressional
committee are understood to have advised
Mr. Tolbert to remain here for the purpose
named. They say that Congress must do
something to put an end to such a state of
affairs.

It is said that President McKinley may
call attention to the recent riots In his
annual report. He may go further than
this and make some recommendations.

TROOPS IN REVOLT
Serious Conditions in Havana Result-

.-

ing From Spanish Greed.

SOLDIERS CLAMOR FOR THEIR PAT

Other Unpaid Soldiers Called on to

Suppress Them.

BAD SANITARY CONDITIONS

Special From a Staff Correspondent.
HAVANA, November 13, via Key West,

November 14..The mutiny of the orden
publico must force the unpleasant fact on
the Washington authorities that something
more is to "o? decided in Havana than yel¬
low fever. Resides, the condition which has
resulted from troops bivouacking in the
streets raises fresh sanitf-ry dangers. If
they remain much longer the city will rot
be habitable for American troops this win¬
ter.
Blanco and lils subordinates are confident

they will be able to suppress any revolt.
Tfcey may be right, but It Is a dangerous
experiment, when public order depends upon
a set of underpaid troops keeping In cheek
another set of underpaid troops. That is
the exact siti atlcn.
Today more soldiers are massed in Ha¬

vana than at any time since the riots of
last Janu lry. They are orderely, but they
paralyze ".he little that was being done to¬
ward surface sanitation.
No one ventures to predict the outcomc.

The orden publico as an organization has
tren disoanded, and, it is claimed, disarm¬
ed, though the extent of this disarmament
is doubtful. They may not act in a body,
but the questicn which no one answers is
how active other battalions may become
in sympathizing with them and in demand¬
ing pay. Gen. Arola's popularity among his
soldiers has disappeared since he killed the
orden publico. The people of Havana are
absolutely quiet, with no disposition to mix
in the troubles of the army. PEPPER.

Everything Is quiet
and regular Spanish troops are patrolling
the city.
The Spanish government yesterday offer¬

ed the market here f425,'KK) at three days
on London, in order to apply the proceeds
to the payment of the troops. Two Span¬
ish bankers took £120,000, but the foreign
houses refused to touch the paper unless
first advised that the necessary funds had
been denosited in .London banks to meet
the drafts^The paper is being oftered at one or two
points below commercial rates, showinghow far Spain's credit is impaired.It is reported that forty-flvi ringleadersand the chief promoters of the mutinyof Thursday have been arrested and im¬
prisoned in Morro Castle, but It 's under¬
stood that none of them will be court-
martialed.

Orden Politico lMwliumled.
HAVANA, Nov. 18, via Key West, Fla.,

Nov. 14..The mutiny of the orden pub¬
lico forces, which for two days threatened
the peace of this city, has resulted in the
dissolution of that body today, when, af¬
ter the payment of some arrears and the
promise of a full liquidation, the revolting
troops laid down their arms. Capt. Gen.
Blanco then ordered all the foot and mount¬
ed regiments of the orden publico to be
disbanded, that organization ceasing to
exist from this date.
As originally planned, it was intended

that the mutiny should have extended to
the gardia civil and the aitillery regulars,
and it would in that event have assumed
much graver importance and might per¬
haps have inaugurated a reign of terror
and bloodshed in the island.
For some time pi.st the uprising of the

troops in consequence of the non-receipt
of their pay has been feared. Not only is
their pay owing for months, and in some
cases for years, but the reserve pay of
the soldiers, their savings since the date
of their enlistment, which were looked
upon by them as sacred, have been ap¬
propriated or stolen, as the men say, by
the government, which now turns a itaf
ear to their protests. i

Amount Reaches Million*.
What amount this reserve pay reaches it

is Impossible to estimate, but it Is known
that It aggregates millions. This ij what
has been participating riots, causing mu-
tiny here, impelling the men to Insubordina¬
tion at Nuevltas and which may yet give
rise to further widespread disturbances in
the island.
The Havana mutiny, which was started

yesterday, was precipitated by Gen. Arolas,the military governor of the city, whose
fiery temper and brutal treatment of oin-
cers is the scurce of daily spreading dis¬
content.
At midnight on Wednesday General Aro¬

las, at the head of a battalion of regularinfantry, having been apprised of the in¬
tention of the troops to join in the mutinyand demand their pay, surprised the artil¬
lery outposts stationed along the Vedado
road, including the Santa Clara and Reina
Chorrera batteries, disarmed them and
placed them under surveillance.
The next morning (Thursday) the third

company of the orden publico, numberingabout 150 men, drew up before the captain
general's palac?, In the Plaza de Armas,
and demanded their overdue pay. The nv»n
were ordered to retire, but refused, general
Arolas, who arrived on th? scene aJmost
simultaneously. In an excess of rage lifttd
his baton of office and savagely attacked
some of the onlookers, seriously hurting a
government employe, who had rushed out
of the palace from curiosity.
By this time the Plaza de Armas was

flDed with wildly excited crowds, who loud¬
ly condsmned and cursed Gen. Arolas.

Soldiers Demand Their Pay.
At that period of the excitement the or¬

den publico, with fixed bayonets, assumed
an attitude of deep hostility toward Gen.
Arolas, whom the men considered respon¬
sible for th; disgraceful way In whldli
they had been treated. That moment Gen.
Solano, Captain General Blanco's chief of
staff, appeared at the palace door and
commanded the attention of the men. Hi
addressed them in a conciliatory tone,
upbraided them for their Insubordination
and condemned the Ill-advised coursi they
were pursuing.
Then placing himself at their head Gen¬

eral Solano himself marched the men backtb their quarters, where he again addressed
them, promising them they would be paid
Thursday. The day r*ss("d quietiy without
any further incident until dusk.
The mutinous crden publico had then

lccrr.ed that Gen. Axoias had called over
4,000 regulars in from the suburbs. Believ¬
ing that Gea. Arolas meant to disarm them,the orden publico again left their quarters,each man with ISO rounds of ammuultlon
in his belt, and lined up in the street oppo-s;te the armcry, ready to offer resistance, if
necessary.

Troopii Would Not Ckarge,
Shortly after nightfall General Arolas, at

the head of the regulars, and preceded by
a band of music playing national airs, ar¬
rived before the orden publico's headquar-

ters, where he halted. Before him stood
the mutinous 3d Company, (trim and sullen.
Turning to the men. General Arolas re¬minded them they were regulars and veter¬
ans, not mere policemen, as they had beentauntingly referred to.
The Orden Publico then gave three cheersfor Spain and the army, which were lustilyanswered. To the disgust of Gen. Arolas,however, right on the heels of these"vivas" the regulars cheered their com¬rades and the t^rden Publico answered inturn.
Gen. Arolas. mad with rage, ordered hismen to charge, but they refused to obey.He then ordered them to fire, which theyaiso refused to do.
General Arolas then realized he had losthis moral influence over the men. and. aftercalling the officers aside and conferringwith them for a few minutes, he left forthe palace accompanied by his staff and

seven officers.
Arolas Killed 1'narmeil Soldier*.

About two blocks from the scene of the
mutiny. General Arolas" party came upon
an innocent and unsuspecting member of
the orden publico, hwo was unarmed. Mad
with fury. General Arolas drew his sword
and savagely attacked the man, inflict¬
ing on'him severe wounds from which the
victim of the assault died this morning.In the mix-up Lieutenant Mattn. GeneralArolas' aid de camp, had his hand cut.supposedly by General Arolas' sword, asit was the only one drawn.
Toward 11 o'clock General Arolas. whohad been informed that further uprisingshad taken place among other companies ofthe Orden Publico, returned to where hehad left the troops and ordered them away,leaving a guard stationed in the buildingsadjoining and facing the barracks of theOrden Publico, who by this time had beenpersuaded by their own officers to wish-draw within their quarters.

repotts from Puerto Principe and Nuevitas,Cuba, say that 7.000 regular soldiers muti¬
nied, demanding their pay before embark¬
ing for Spain. About 4.<««i armed soldiers,
the report adds, presented themselves in
front of the palace, calling on the military
governor, Emilio March, for their overdue
pay. Thereupon Gen. March drew hisswordaand ordered them to disband. Thesoldiers, however, refused to obey, and
some of them, armid with loaded rifl'_¦?.threatened the life of Gen. March, who re¬
turned his sword to its scabbard, cryingout:
"Do you wish to kill me? Well, kill me."The soldiers, in reply, shouted: "No. no;

we only want our pay before embarking forSpain."
General March promised them that theywould be paid, and the soldiers returned to

their quarters peaceably.
The steamer Alava left Havana four days

ago with SI.IO.OOO with which to pay those
soldiers who were to embark immediatelyfor Spain.
The cruiser Alfonso XII and the gunboats

Conde de Venadlto and Infanta lsal>el have
proceeded for Neuvitas to compel the sol¬
diers to embark, after which they will pro¬ceed to Gibara for a like purpose, and will
then go to Spain, unless new orders are ce-celved.

A LAW CLERK HK>U;>S.

DEATH BY SUICIO
Abial Frost, Riggs House Bookkee, t-r,

Takes His Owu Life.

JUMPS FROM TEE A0DEDE3CT DBIESE

Skull Crushed and Arms Broken b,
the Fali.

THE CORONER NOTIFIED

Alila! Frost, apparently flfty-flvo j. "

rge, and a hotel bookkeeper, commit le.
suicide this morning by jumping from t'i«
Aqueduct bridPC which erosion th< I'cn-
mac between Georgetown and R"«slyn.
The jump wan made rbout live mtnuvs bp-
ford 7 o'clock, and was wltin^sed by a ft w
people who happened to lie on tie '.ruc.'-
t;re at the time. Within a few hours i'tei-
ward the body was recovered. The remains
were taken to the seven'h precinct s'at, n.
wher- they were held pending the api'eai-
ance o£ the coroner.
At the hour of the suicide there wa« a

limited number of people on the bridge,
most of them being colored women w!.
live in Roulyn ami the surrounding mmi-

try. and are in sefvlce In Georgetown an*.
Washington. He tiki not attract an;' spe¬
cial attention while crossing the bridge,
and only two |.e<«ile were behind him h
oolored woman and her daughter. !'o!ice-
man Will Hess hapl>cncd to lie stand!! k ei
the bridge, just across the canal, at :!¦«
site where the olJ toll house of the form-1
aqueduct stood.

t'olorrd Hitmen \VHne«*.
The man. who was afterwards identified

as Frost, wore a light weight, dark over¬

coat. closely buttoned around him. and a

black derby. When at pier N >. 4 of the
bridge the one exactly north of the d .tit-

aged pier which I? now being repajrt 1 he
stopped. I'p to this time, so far as can be
learned, he walked perfectly straight, and
did not once look over the rail, which is
aliout three and a half feet high. Ic.i: he
stopped at the pier above mentioned and
drew ofT his overcoat. The colored women
were within fifty or sixty yards of him
when he threw the coat to the wooden
foot walk, climbed the rail of the bridge,
and jumped off.
For an Instant the spectators were

speechless, but their yells s >oii after at¬
tracted the attention of Policeman Hess,
who quickly ran to the scene. The man
had by this time disappeared in the water,
and only a small circle of ripples marked
the spot where he went down. By this
time all of the pedestrians on the bridte
had gathered at the spot on the bridge
where the man went over. As soon as the
news spread the crowd was largely in¬
creased.
The colored woman mentioned, who v.i'h

her daughter, was behind Frost, was Kate
Smith. She works in the familj of a

Georgetown plumber as a servant. Her
daughter, Marceiir.e. was with her. intend¬
ing to visit some friends In the city They
live at ijueen's Station, Arlington district.
Va. They looked over the rail as the man
jumped, and saw the Ixidy sail through the
air. Before striking the water he struck
the projecting «-dge of the stone pier, and
this deflected the original course, and th"
body seemed to slide down the side of the
pier and sink into the water. Policeman
Hess was less than seventy-live yards from
the place where the jump was made.
In a very short time a small boat man¬

ned by Hob Golden and Harry Magrudcr
was at the scene. Shortly after o'clock
the body was caught and brought to the
surface. It was expected that the current
would have carried it a little distance lov.«i
the stream, but Instead it was caught al¬
most at the same spot where It went down.

The Clothing; Searched.
The overcoat was taken in charge by the

police and searched, but there was nothing
brought to light to disclose his identity, a

large white silk handkerchief and a pair
of kid gloves being the only articles found.
H; had kept on his hat when the jump was
made, and this was picked up shortly uftei-
ward. several hundred yards below the
bridge. It was a:t ordinary black derby,
from a local hatter, but did not have the
name of the owner In it.
When the body was taken to the station

it was searched by Precinct l»etective Bur¬
rows. A pair of gold-rimmed spectacles In
a leather case were found, while in a vest
pocket there was a fountain pen and a le:. i

pencil. The force of the collision of the
body with th; pier, or with the water. 1 ad
snapped the pencil In half. From the
trousers pockets a bunch of keys was
taken, and also two penknives. The sum
of $1.05 In quarters and nickels was found.
In the vst pocket there was a handsome
gold watch and chain, with a heavy locket
as a charm. The watch was an open-face
one, and the crystal was smashed into
small pieces. The hands of the watch had
stopped at exactly 0>:5.">. probably the time
the suicide struck the wat;r. The 1 »cket,
used as a charm, contained a small portrait
of a middle-aged woman, whose Identity
could not be learned.
The name of the suicide was secured from

a number of papers found in th» cloth s.
A letter from Chicago, with no da'e. bjt
postmarked November 7, was signed t.y
"Gertrude," evidently a (laughter of the
deceased. The letter was of an affection¬
ate nature, and spoke of the birth of a son.
It contained no clue which would serve to
show a cause for the rash act. Another
paper was a bill from th; ice comp.my.
made out to Mr. Frost of 1313 14th tr-'- i.
for $3; another note, made out to O. G. Sta
pies, and signed by W. W. Widdlcombe, foi
fl, 100, dated July UK, and canceled. It was
indorsed by O. G. Staples and A. Frost. A
receipt from L. K. Devendorf, as it was

deciphered, for $3t> was also found; aiso a

freight bill from an express company, und
a, complimentary ticket to a Russian bath
establishment on G stneet. The latter
ticket was made out to A. Frost, clerk of
Itiggs House. Finding the same name on
ill of th; papers, the police came to the
lonclusion that the name of the suicide was
Frost.

Appearance of the ll«d>.
The body when recovered and taken to th«

station presented a bad appearance. The
left side of the head from the temple to
he top of the head was slightly caved in,
lue, it Is believed, to the head striking the
?dge of the pier in the descent. Both of
he arms were broken and partly crushed at
he wrists, also caused. It was thought, by
striking the pier. It is the opinion of the po-
ice that the contact with the pier caused
ieath, and that the man was dead before
io struck the water.
A few minutes after 11 o'clock Mr. O. G.

Staples appeared at the police station and
denuded the remains as those of Frost.
According to Mr. Staples. Frost left the
notel at 6 o'clock this morning with his
>vercoat, a number of people seeing him
lepart. He knew nothing of his wherea¬
bouts until a telephone message was re-
leived announcing the suicide. He had been
ooking for Frost, for he had the keys lo
he safe of the hotel, and it was impossible
o open the same, there being occasion lo
.pen it for some material. From this it is
nferred that Frost had boarded a car an l
vent Immediately to Georgetown. No one
.emembers seeing him go across the bridge,md the Idea at first prevailed that he had
>een stopping at Rosslyn over night. Coun;-
ng the time required to make the trip on
he street cars and the walk across the
jridge. Frost did not lose many minutes be-
'ore making the leap.
