New Home.

EICfflKG END OF THE BICYCLE RACE

Meeting of the Atlantic Whist

BALTIMORE BEATS . BOSTON

At a meeting of the members of the Co¬
lumbia Athletic Club Saturday night it was
decided to move out of their present quar¬
ters on G street and surrender possession
by January 15 to the new owners, the
Young Men's Christian Association. It
was voted to lease the Gait mansion, at
1400 H street. The board of governors was
authorized to remove the club to its new

quarters, and to sell the furniture and fix¬
tures that will not be available in the new
house.

It was decided that the boat house and its
contents should be maintained, and that
the club be continued as a social, boating
and, according to its possibilities, an ath¬
letic club.
The transfer is to be made at once, in

order that the club may secure the benefit
of an offer on the part of the purchasers to
give the club $1,000 for moving expenses if
the removal is completed by January 13.
The Young Men's Christian Association

will probably purchase the gymnasium
equipment.
The building chosen for the new club

house is a handsome brownstone mansion
with modern conveniences. It contains
fourteen large rooms, besides a kitchen,
furnace room, bath rooms and several other
smaller apartments. In the basement is a
large billiard room. On the first floor are
large double parlors. On the second floor
the club will have its office. The largedining room and several other large rooms
may be used as billiard rooms, card rooms
and sitting rooms. The house will accom¬
modate about 300 persons, and it is expect¬ed that fully this number of members willfollow the club to its new home.
