ILLEGAL CUTTING OF TIMBER.

Agent Grygln to Investigate Affnirs In
Alaska.

Official information has reached the gen-
eral land office of extensive illegal cutting
of timber for market by natives of Alaska,
and Commissioner Hermann has directed
Special Agent Grygla, located at Juneau, to
make a complete investigation and prompt
report, with a view to stopping the denu-
dation of the forest tracts. The action is
based on Agent Grygla's own notice to the
department that he found the cutting going
on in many places; that Indlans on Annette
Island, who are aliens, having been trans-
ferred there from British Columbia, are
cutting valuable spruece and cedar on all the
adjoining isiands, and “have estabished a
saw mill on Gravina lzlaad, near Kechecan,
where they are manufscturing lumber and
carrying on extensive trafiie,”

He was confronted with the ery “what
will the poor ILndian do for a living if he is
stopped by the government! agent from
cutung the timber,” and accordingiy asked
for detinite Instr u:.t.um.

In his Instructions Commissioner Herp-
mann states that neither the natives nor
other residents of Alas 4 are allowed under
the law to cut timber tor market from the
[]‘iil._llil‘ lands in Alask beloaging to the
United States. unless first purchasing the
t.lmhn—:' from the government through the
Secretary of the Interior. He vites the
privilege of actual settiers, residents, ete.,
0 procure in any one yvear, free of ulmrgp
If for their individual use for fuel, buile ding,
mining, ete., not over $100 worth of timber,
but instructz that po one i= allowed to
manutacture or handle the timber for sale
to mlul}ln»r; or to incude the value of the
timber in the sum charged for labor and
expense of manufacturing or handling the
same. The Indians on Annette Istand, he-
g aliens, have no right to cut timber, nor

to locate on land beyond the reservation
limits,

Philippine Postal Service.

F. W. Vaille of Oregon, who on the ac-
auisition of the Philippine Islands was dis-
patched to Manila as United States postal
agent, to be in charge there, will short!y
be appointed director of posts for that
archipelago, with functions similar to those
of an assistant postmasier general here.
He will have complete control, under the
supervision of PPostmaster General Charles
Emory Smith, of the administration of the
pustal affairs of those islands. Mr. Vaille
has been in the service as assistant super-
intendent of the raflway mail service at
Pertland, Ore., for nine years. He [s a
natlve of Massachusetts, As postal agent
he has made a strong record in organizing
and extending a postal scheme there., It
had been suggested to send a commissipn
of experts to the Philippines with a view to
making recommendations for service, but
the Postmaster General, especially in view
of the small number of offices, decided
that action as unnecessary, and
will directly sulmit the executive respon-
sthility to Mr. Vaille, The latter will make
conistant reports advising the administra-
tion here of the postal situation in that
portion of the east.

e
Army Oriders.

Major George W. Fishback, additional
paymaster, U, 8. V., has been ordered from
San Juan, Porto Rico, to New York city.
N. Y., on official business pertaining to the
pay department, and upon arrival there is
to rveport by telegraph to the paymaster
general of the army for instructions.

Lieutenant Colonel Charles F. Robe, 17th
U. 8. Infantry, bas been relieved from
duty with the 14th U. 8. Infantry and as-
signed to duty in the Department of the
Pacific until. the arrival of the 17th U. 8.
Infantry, when he is to join that regiment
for duty in the Philippines.

Muajor Henry C. Ward, 16th Infaatry, has
been relieved from duty at the Omaha ex-
position and ordered to join his regiment.

Acting Hospital Steward Walter 8. E!-
liott, hospital corps, now at Washington
barracks, D. C., and Private Charles F.
Hayden, 5th Company, U. B. Signal Corps,
now on furlpugh in this city, have heen
discharged the service of the Unlted States.
These soldiers are entitled to travel pay.

First Lientenant John L. Sehon, 20th U.
8. Infantry, having been examined by a
board of officers and found physically dis-
qualified for the duties of a captain of in-
fantry by reéeason of disability incident to
the service, has been placed on the retired
list as a captain.

PNEUMATIC TUBE SERVICE.

Appropriation Restored to the Post
Office RBill.

The House committee on post offices and
post roads has restored the appropriation
of $225,000 for the pneumatic tube service
which was stricken from the post offiee ap-
propriation bill last week. Since the com-
mittee decided not to continue the appro-
priation this year it has been overwhelmed
with pressure to restore it, and in conse-
quence the committee reversed its former
action.

Upon the urgent sollcitallion of Represen-
tative Lorrimer of Chicago the committec
decided to remove the restrictions as to
the cities where the appropriation shall
be expended and to increase it to $300.000.
This will give Chicago and other citles an
opportunity to fight for a portion of the
appropriation,

More Secreiaries of Embassies,

The Senate committee on foreign rela-
tions, through Senator Lodge, has reported
as ap amendment to the diplomatic bill the
proposition for the appolntment of a third
secretary at each of the American embas-
sies at London, Paris and Berlin, The pro-
vision is smmgly urged by Becretary Hay.
There is more work than two men can pos-
eilv'y do at each of the embassies.

Volunteer Ollner- Discharged.

The foliowing named officers of the vol-
unteer army of the United States, huving
tendered their resignations, have been hon-
orably discharged: Second Lieutenant Ed-
gar J. Bryan, 2d Oregon Volunteer Infan-
try; Captain Frank W. Warren, 1st Call-

THE SECOND DAY

The Advocates of Pure Food Again
in Session,

REPRESENTATIVE BROSIUS ADDRESS

He Argues for Unity of Purpose
and Action.

——

PENDING LEGISLATION

_— .- - —

The delegates to the Nationa! Pure Food
and Drug Congress were not very prompt
in their attendance upon the second day's
sesslon, which was hed this morning in
the hall of the Columbian University. Ten
o'clock was the hour named in the pro-
gram for opening the session, but at that
time there were only a few persons in the
hall, and the principal officers were not
present. However, those in attendance and
others as they came in spent the time very
pleasantly in conversation. It is remarked
that this convention is made up of men
who have a prosperous appearance, and
evidently are the substanual citizens In
their respective home localities. The pro-
ceedings are conducied in an orderly, busi-
ness-like fashion, as might be expecied
from such a gathering.

About 10:30 o'c.ock the president of the
convention, Mr. Joseph E. Blackburn of
Ohio, rapped for order. The had at that
time was well filled. The president stated
that Senator Faulkner of West Virgin.a,
who was termed on the program the pa-
tron of the bLil in the Senate which i# fa-
vored hy the convention, had been called
from the city by news of the death of lus
father-in-law, and In consequence he would
not be able to address the convention as he
had expected to do.

Representative Brosiuns' Address.

Representative Broslus of Pennsylvania,
designated on the program as the patron of
the pure food bill in the House, was intro-
duced. In the ~ourse of a speech, which
was listened to with close attention, Mr,
Brosius sald the circumstances of the

country since their last mecting had
changed. as since then the war with Spain
had been fought, and as a result, in his
opinion, this country had been advanced in
its history many vears. He spoke of the
serious responsibilities that confronted the
American people in the problem of the
Philippines, and expressed the hope that
the people would show that they are
worthy of their destiny.

He referred to a statement he had heard
at the session of the convention last year,
that while the farmers of the country had
views on the subject of pure food, vet they
were not ready to present a united front
in favor of their views. He then went on
to speak of the unconcern on this subje 1
on the part of the public, and to the inertin
of Congress. He also took oceasion to refer
to a somewhat prevalent fdea that mem-
bers of Congress were in the category of
Indians—none good excepgt those that are
dead. He commented somewhat humor-
ously on this subject, but ended in a more
serious vein by claiming that Congress as
# whole was a superior body of men.

Pure Food Legislation.

This conclusion was arplauded by the
audience, and th-n he addressed himseld
mere particularly to the subject of the pure
food hill. He asserted that it was the duty
of Congress, within its constitutional lim-
its, to provide a bealth environment for the
public end to promote commercial integ-
rity. He did not deay the right of A:m-r—
ican citizens to buy ‘and ennsume articls
of food Lthat contained glucose, anlline ‘Ut‘
ecids of various Kinds and other ingredients
used to produce imitutions of genuine ar-
ticles of food. But he asserted that they

ought to be abl= to identify such goods and
to know what they are buwving.

In a serics of alliterations he spoke of the
relations between a

people’s food and their
their meat and their morals: their
tion and their destiny. He said it was
SSUry to instruct the people ia this
matter, ana to d'monstrate to them how
they are being Injured, and then he said
the natural inertia of the public would he
overcome. He arled that when the peo-
ple of this coun in earnest they cun
get any legislation they demand. All tha:
is necessary is to utter the volee that Is
recognized as being that ef the people, and
the h‘!‘.'.ln.{kl r= will give heed.

He p a tribute 1o the farmers of the
country and sald that one of the things he
was thankful to Providence for was thar
he had been raised on & farm. He spoke of
the influence the farmers had on public
questicns and the important part they Playv-
ed in forming public optnion. He had
something to say of the diffculty in form-
ing and arousing public sentiment, and said
that the first requisite was edocation and
then the imagination. which kindled men
to a white heat with the fervor of purpose.

Demand for I nited Front.

Mr. Brosius went on to say that when
the people of (he Unfted States present a
united front and demand pure food jegisla-
tion from Congress it would be forthcom-
ing. But, he added, the people must he
argused from their inertia on this subject.
He expressed the opinlon that such legisla-
tion was bound to come and that in the
near future, He advised that the action of
the convention be united, determined and
continuous, and at the present, certainly at
the next, session Congress would enact a
law which would put a stop on food pirn-
C‘.ES‘

Upon the conclusion of Mr. Prosius' re-
mirks the president announced that Rep-
resentatives Bell of Colorado, Livingston of
Georgin and Skinner, who were on the pro-
gram for speeches, would nol be prese nl. as
they were detained at the Capitol by what
he supposed was publle bosiness,

A delegate asked Mr. Brosius what pros-
pect there was for aclion by Congress at
the present session. He replisd that it §=
difficult to make a forecast of legislation
and he did mot want to suggest a doubt
about the action of the national legislature
on the pure food bill at thiz sesslon. But
he added that there are =0 many matiers
of extreme importance pressing on the at-
tention of Congress (hat he thought it was
a justifiable concluslon that action ut this
sessjon I8 exceedingly doubtful,

Amemndments 'roposed.

A number of resolutions was offercd hy
various delegates preposing amendments to
the Broslus bill, which were read and re-
ferred to the appropriate committees. Mr.
J. B. T. Tupper of this city presented a
résolution which provided that oleomar-
garine and filled cheese be not exempt by
the bill from the revenue law provisjons,

A resolution was offered to the elfect that
the delegates be Instructed to urge upon
the legislatures of their states the impor-
tance of pure food legisation. It was pro-
pesed to adopt thls motion without follow-
ing the usual course of reference to a com-
mittee; but opposition was made on the
ground that the convention had not con-
sidered the Brosius bill, and had not yet
determined to indorse that measure. By
vote the resolution was referred to the
committee.

A resolution was presented by Miss Blck-
els favoring the encouragement of a line
of investligation that will tend to give inlor-
mation in regard to the preparation of food
and the imoprovement of domestic sclence.

It mas announced that the committee on
resolutions would hold sessions dally. The
president stated that tie President of the
United States would receive the de egates
tomorrow afternoon at half-past 2 o'clock.

The report of the treasurer, Mr. R. N.
Harper of this city, showed that the re-
celpts were §1,108, and the balance on hand
was §135.

What of the Future?

Mr. Dye of N2w Jerscy suggested some
guestions in regard (o the future of the
organization, which he thought ought to
be answered at s$he present session.
