REVOLT PROBABLE

Alleged Unrest Among the Democrats
of the South.

PRESIDENT ATTRACTS MANY FRIENDS

Action of the North Carolina Poli-
ticians Produces Friction.

REVIEW OF SITUATION

Political leaders say there are signs in
every part of the south of a revolt against
tihe democratic party and its methods of
gi vernment and legislation. There are

Tany democratic leaders, it is said, wiho
are willing to concede that if fair e'lectionis
were permitted several of the southern
states would at the next presidential elec-
tier, cast their electoral votes for the re-
publcan nominee.
Two causes are referred to as having pro-

duced this state of affairs. These are the
visits of President McKinley to the south
at the invitation of smithern people, and

the extremely bitter course of the leaders
of the democratic party in N'rth Carolinia,
and some of the other soiuthern states in
their attempts to so segulate the eletIve
franchise as to exclude colored men from
all p;articipation in affairs of government.

Great Consumption 0f Fancy Cotton

Articles - Futute tot Khaki

Cloth-The Uta'rency.

Mr. Oscar S. Williams, late Unitted States
consul, writes to the State Department
from Manila, February 17, that in response
to numerous inquiries from United States
manufacturers, he has had a representative
firm of Importers prepare a statement and
furnish samples showing the kind of
goods most in demand in the Philippines.
The low qualities of white shirtings,

which have, up to this time, come from
Spain, might well undergo a change in
favor of better material and less finish. As
the Spaniards paid no duty, they loaded
their shirtings with quantities of starch.
Now that all the goods have to pay the
same rate, it will probably be found that
the duty paid on finish may be saved, and
goods of better quality, or at a cheaper
price, furnished. Manila is a consumer of
any quantity of fancy cotton articles.
There is, naturally, not much use for

woolens, but there is a certain consumption
of flannels, wool and half wool, woolen
merinos, union cloth, light woolen trouser-
ings and similar articles. Some light black
cloth and a good many scarlet woolen
blankets are sold. In woolen as well as in
silk goods, black is the favorite color.
There is a market for certain lines of

linens and half linens.
Provisions have already come from the

United States to some extent, and need no
special report. It is well known that the
city is a large consumer of kerosene.
The Russian article competes with the

American.
Production of Woven Stuff.

The Philippines produce a good quantity
of woven stuff. Probably, the greater part
is made of imported cotton yarn, gray,
white and dyed; but there are also many
thousands of pieces made of manila hemp,
in ordinary and in tine qualities, the latter
very often mixed with silk.
The principal piaces for the manufacture

of cotton goods are the two provinces of
Ilocos, in the north of Luzon, and for hemp,
the provinces of Albay and Camarines.
The Visayas provinces manufacture all the
different woven stuffs.
An article which appears to have a great

future is the brown drill, known under the
name of khaki cloth. It is stuff in which
the English army in India is clad and late-
ly, the American army here.
Socks and stockings are of importance;

so are undershirts tcamisetas), in prices
from $3 to $9 per dozen; more gray than
white 'and more short sleeves than long
ones are used.

Iron and Steel.
The consumption of pig iron Is not very

large. It comes only as ballast, paying no

freight.
Of more importance is galvanized iron.

The unsatisfactory results of tilings when
subjected to earthquakes have made it a

general rule to cover the houses with gal-
vanized iron. The present market price is
$9.511 per quintal tU"J pounds), less 5
per cent cash discount. The packing of the
article is very important, because one has
to allow a considerable rebate for goods
stainei by sea water, etc.
Nearly all the steel imported comes in

cases 3 feet long and weighing IlN, 70 or 72
eattles, according to the wish of the buyer.
People do not like soft steeo, as it does not
bend, but breaks if struck with a hard
object.
(ther metal artioles of large consumption

are tin llate washers, wire nails, wire rope,
zinc sheathing, yellow metal, etc.

The Currency.
In old times gold money was used to such

an extent that silver was at 10 per cent
premium. Later gold was exported, and in
1833 already b to 1% per cent premium was

paid for It. When It was too late to keep
gold the government prohibited the im-
portation of Mexicans, and in I887 joined
to that law a deeree according to which
only Mexicans dated before 1878 had legal
value. So the currency consisted of Mexi-
cans of older late than 1(78, of Spanish
Carolus and Spanish Fernanda dollars and
a great quantity of half dolars.
The export of the Philippines has always

teen greater than the import, and there-
fore the teindency of exchange was to rise
continually, aril money became scarcer and
scarcer. So it happened that, the Import
of Mexicans being forbidden and no other
money producd, premium on Hong Kong
went up to 14 per cent and more. Then
some large sums were smugg:ed in, and
the premium went down again. During
more than t.-n years the money market
was adijust(d by smuggling Mexicans from
llong Kong.
In 11117 the Spanish government minted

P'hilippine dollars in Spain, which contained
about 10 peir cent silver less than the Mexi-
cans, and sent s,'veral millions to Manila.
The public had to take these dollars at full
value. Thes( light dollars are still in the
country. Th- half-dollar ant 20-cent pieces
which the government minted never came
to the full value of Mexican currenoy.

Hie urged the necessity of speedy action in
regard to thte town supplying public water
wo rks.
Mr. Ashley M. Gould reported thaut a few

dlays ago a delega tito Of Takoma citizens.
of which he was a mumber, male a careful
inspection oif the Sligo creek for several
miles tabove the park to ascertain the lia-
bilitIes of contamination of the stream, and
found that it ran through a wooded country
nearly till the way they traversed, and that
they found no likelihood of contaminatIon.
He also stated that the laws of the state
of Maryland were very stringent on the
subject. and po(sitively prohibited any cotn-
lamination o(f sources of water supply. He
also explidned the different ways of pro-
cedure agsinst offenders against the laws.
Mr. L. P. Shoemaker, president of the

Blrightwood Citizens' Association. was pires-
ent. and strongly advocated that action
relatIve to1 water works be speedily taken.
Mr. Shoenmaker is not a resident of the
Park, but is considerably interested, In Its
affairs, being a large property owner there-
in. He attended the meeting hy reason of
his interest, having seen In The Evening
Star a notice of the topic to. be discussed.
Mr. Shoemaker was elected a member of
the Takoma assocition, as was Mr. B. H.
Warner. who recently materlily aided the
Park in securing an tippropriation for a
school house in that :portion within the
District of Columbia.

What Is a Germuan-Amnericant
Front the New York Sun.
Dr. Emil Preetorius, the editotr of the

Westilehe Post of St. Louis, is re'ported as
adiding to some intemperate remarks of his
own about the C'oghlan incident this ex-
traordinary statement:
"There are six hundred German-Amne~ri-

can newspapers in the United States, and
every one of them is opposed to lbhe Mc-
Kinley policy in the Philippines. It is
against our principle's and the Constitution.
antd the Germans, as a rule, are agaitnst
impterialism and atnnexatiton."
What a misfortune this would be if it

were true?
The propensity of some adopted Ameri-

can citizens of German birth, the lHon. Carl
Schurz, for example, and Dr. Emil Pree-
torius. to speak In the name of all Anmeri-
can citIzens of German birth or desc'ent, is
frequently resented by those whose opinions
they assume to represent.
We believe that Dr. Preetorius will hear

soon and emphatically from some of the
six hundred editors whose views of Amer-
lean policy he declares to be unanimously
like his own. The comments of the Ameri-
can newspapers printed in the German lin-
guage on Capt. Coghlan's recent utterances
indicate a wide divergence of opinion anpd a
refreshing contrast of attitude. Thus. while
Dr. Preetorius' newspaper denounces the
captain of the Raleigh as "a braying sack-
ass," and endmvors to represent the be-
havior of the German vice admiral in Ma-
nila hay as correct throughout, the editor
of the German Demokrat of Philadelphia
attaches little importance to Capt. Cogh-
ian's speech, and admits that "the German
offleers in thc Philippines have been over-
bearing and n~asty in their remarks;" and
the editor of the Anzeiger of Cleveland re-
marks that "doubtless Dewey was much
wlorried at the attitude of the German
squadron," while another prominent Amner-
ican citizen of German birth in Cleveland Is
quoted as saying that he sees nothing what-
ever to criticise in Capt. Coghla~n's speech.
A solidarity of German sentiment on

American soil, we repeat, would be a na-
tional misfortune. The practice of encour--
aging such a solidarity Is against Americanprinciples and contrary to the spirit of our
Cntiutian.
