sion for an unitterrupted per'od of twenty
years. so that the said recirds of the War
Department shall show the title to said lots
to be in the said occupant.' etc.

"recognizes the equitable ownership of the
actual occupants of the lots coritainel in
the list.

NO SPECVEIo APPROPRIATION.

DIliculty I It way of ImprovingXUtonord Street.
The attenliqt of phe District Commits-

sioners was recentlK invited by Mr. John
McPthaul, secretary of the Brookland Citi-
zens' Association, to the condition of Con-
cord street, Brokland, with a request that
something be ,at once done to improve it.
The street, stid Air. McPhaul, has not
been graded or graveled, and, as the result
of laying sewe pipe last winter and water
pipes the previous winter, traffic on the
street has been almost completely aban-
doned.- The stiteet is not only in bad condi-
tion, according to the representations of
Mr. McPhaul. b)ut I absolutely dangerous,
and he cites an i tance where a short
time ago a poor in lost his horse by its
falling into a hole left in the r-treet within
a few feet of 1:lth street. the principal
thoroughfare of the village. Ile says that
on the two squares of the street between
10th and 13th streets there are more houses
than on any oih 3r street in the place. At
the corner of 1;tih and Concord streets is
the Episcopal Church, an edifice costing
considerable money and very largely at-
tended, and yet. except in the very best
weather, he says that it is almost, if t:ot
entirely. impossible to reach the church,
owing to th removal of the walk on the
north-side of the street, last winter. All the
other churches. he states. have graded and
graveled streets approaching them.
Concord street. continues Mr. McPhaul,

was first on the list of improvements rec-
ommended by the executive committee of
the association, and. accorrling to a verbal
report of the organizatihn's committee on
streets, the Commissioners gave assurance
last fall that white they woild not recom-
mend a specific appropriation for streets
in Brookland, the intention of the Conimis-
sioners was to grade and gravol "quite a
number of squares" in Brookland under the
appropriation for suburban and county
'roads. Mr. McPhaul says that while the
appropriation men-tioned will not probably
be available until July, he suggests, in
view of the dangerous conditin of Con-
cord street, something be done under cur-
rent appropriations, if any funds are avail-
able therefor, and that the imiprovenents
be ordered done as soon as possible.
Mr. MePhaul will learn from a communi-

cation to be addressed him by the Conm-
missioners 'that there is, unfartunately, no
specific appropriation for the work of im-
proving Concord street. and that the funris
for repairs to roads are not logally appli-
cable. The Commissioners adm!t that the
circumstances related in Mr. McPhaul's
communication are. int substance. confirined
by an examination which they caused to
be made, but they.suggest that theonlyprac-
tic'al relief that can be afforded in the mat-
ter would be for the citizens tereed to
secure an.! present a largely representative
petition for curb and silewalks on the
squares me'ntioned. in which event, it is
stated, it is more than probable the road-
way inprovement might be justitied. The
Commissioni'rs state that the condition of
danger referred to has been removed.
