The flying squadron will leave 14th and
New York avenue at ¥ a.m. and must
finlsh by 3 p.m., and will be designated by
a red ribbon. There will be no restrictions
on this squadron whatsoever, but each
individual must finish in the squadron in
which he starts to recelve the medal.
Should the flyer fail to finish in elght hours
he cannot receive the medal! of the four-
teen-hour century.

CLEVELAND TO TEACH POLITICS,

Rumor Associates His Name With
New Chair at Princeton.

The New York Herald today says: Prince-
ton alumni and friends of the university
who are conversant with its affairs have
not walited for the trustees to meet and
act upon the recent anonymous gift of
300,000 to endow a professorship of gen-
eral polities in the institution, but have set-
tled upon former President Grover Cleve-
land as the occupant of the chair, It is
even sakd that the donor of the fund had
Mr. Cleveland In mind, and that the place
has been created In order that he may be
formally attached to the uni versity in whieh
he has shown such a lively interest since
he last left the White House.

President Patton, when his attention was
called to the rumeor, sald:

“There are just two tkings that T can say
concerning this matter. Mr. Cleveland is
not the donor, and the trustees have taken
no actlon toward filling the position. They
have not held a meeting since the gift was
made, and no one has been considered for
the place.

“One of the conditions of the gift was
that the name of the donor should not be
made public.”

Mr. Cleveland had even less to say than
Dr. Patton. He refused to affirm or deny
the report that he iz to have the new pro-
fessorship.
