It might turn to the favor of
either party. There would be no certainty
as to the outcome save the certainty

of cost. Would the result, if won, be worth
the cost? Just whether that quastion was
in fact considered in {ts clearest light by
the stateamen of Russia and England can-
not, of course, be known. But that it un-
derlay the whole issue is plain. Fortunate-
Iy, it has been decided In the negative. The
czar has achievell a peace victory which
gives the coming conference over his propo-
sition tn reduce the armament of the na-
tlons a clear-eut object lesson in the utllity
of pacific adjustment.

China will continue to exist as a national
integer. She will preserve her name. her
form of government, her internal dissen-
sions, her customs and her capital. But
her national boundaries will shift from time
to time, always to her disadvantage. The
“spheres of influence’” will eventually ab-
sorb her territory. The two great powers,
as long as their agreement remains in force,
will doubtless ant as partitionears of China
for all FEurope. In short, China has gone
into the hands of trustess. Meanwhile
Russata Is pushing the Siberian rallroad to
completion and is also making way south-
ward by way of Persia. When the rallroad
is finished and finds a terminus In a Rua-
sian Asfatic port, open all the year, Russia
will dominate eastern Asla. Delay until
that time of the open partition of China
amd of the almost inevitable hoslilities to
result therefrom is of supreme importance
to Russla, and that natlon s ¢learly the
largest winner in the agreement which has
b&en reached.

That Nerth Carolina Judgeship.

The Star recently indorsed:the reappolnt-
ment by the President of Judge Ewart to
the distriet bench for the western distriet
of North Carolina, upon the ground that
Mr. Butler of that state had by obstruc-
tive tactics prevented a vote by the Senate
on the nomination, and that the Senate was
entitled to record itself on the subject. The
Detroit Journal, in some observations abuut
the matter, complains that The Star “'sup-
pressed some of the essential facts.” It
mentions that a majority of the members
of the judiciary committee of the Benate,
after investigating the charges that had
been made, reported against Judge Ewart,
and declared that he was “legally Incompe-
tent and morally untit” for the office.

The Star did not attempt to give a his-
tory of the case. It mentioned the fact
that “grave charges were brought against
the nominee; and it may now remind the
Journal that if there were eminent senators
who thought that the charges wera sus-
tained, there were senators equally as emli-
nent who after hearing the testimony
thought that they were not sustained. The
friends of Judge Ewart in the Senate, head-
ed by Mr. Pritchard, were constantly preas-
ing for a vote, while Mr. Butler could only
defeat a vote by obstruction. This was
accepted both in the Senate and out of it
as in Juidge Ewart’'s favor.

But all of this 1s beside the point The
Star made. It did not champlon Judge
Ewart. It did not pretend to pass upon
his fitness for a place on the federal bench,
and does not now. Its contention was, and
Is, that no senator or coterie of senatars
should be a’lowed to hold up the President’'s
nominations. A vote, under the Constitu-
tion, 18 demanded, and should always be
taken. Obstruction should never be per-
mitted to trlumph. Ths senator who re-
s0rts to such measures confesses to a weak
casa.

TheJournal in closing says:

“We must conclude that the President is
standing by one of his old congressional
friends, because he remains in ignorance
of the testimony on which the Senate com-
mittee, onece entirely favorahle to Ewart,
was forced to condemn him as utterly untit
to preside on the federal bench.”

This, It seems to The Star, Is a serfous
reflectlon on the President. The strong
probability, on the contrary, is that the
President was acquainted with all the
charges against Judge Ewart, and reap-
pointed him In the face of them, feeling, as
It was sald a majority of the Senate did,
that he was worthy of the office and should
have it.

Brigadier Genernl Funston.

The President’s prompt promotion of Col.
Funston to be a brigauler general of vol-
unteers will meet with approval from all
parts of the country—save perhaps by the
dwellers in Atkinsonia. Thizs officer had
distinguished himself in many engage-
ments, leading charges, devising plans of
assault, showing s men how to perform
daring deeds, assumirng desperate risks
and eventually accomplishing the seemingly
impossible by breaking the Flllpino line of
defense at what the enemy considered an
impregnable point. The offlcers in com-
mand of the campaign give him unstinted
praise. As The Star has heretofore sald,
he is the most brilliant personal success of
the Philippine land campalgn and there is
na one to question his right to recognition.
The President has done well to act so
quickly after the completion of the record
In this case. His promotion of Col. Fun-
ston should prove an Insplration to the
other volunteers who, despite thelr tech-
nical rights and the suggestions of their
false friends at home, are fighting loyvally
and bravely for thelr country.
