If thare
Aere any canned speeches here tonieht
they are better than some of the refrige -
ed speeches that we have read, If 1 had a
canneid speech to develop on this subject, T
assure you it wouldn't smell.”

Genernl Merritt referred to the presont
Secretary of War as the best Secretary of
War the world has ever seen. He added;
“No secretary wias ever mors abused. Sec-
relary Stanton stoad through his abuse
as the most fearless secretary that ever
tived. We have now another secretary who
has made fewer misiakes and been more
abused than any of his predecessors. He
has the confidence of all except a few mul-
contents. Through him has been attackesd
the Presldent of the United States. He ia
almost sick at heart at the welght of unjust
oblogquy that has been heaped upon him,
but with no promizes to make or platiiudes
to indulge In, he is conducting an honest
administration.

I'm proud to belong
to that political falth (a volce: “You're a
republican, but you don't know It”); but I
hepe the time will come when there'll be ne
difference between democrats and republi-
cans, atl least manifested against thosc whe
rule the government.
