Absence of Authority to Remit In-

terest and Penalties.

THE OPINION OF ATTORNEY THOBI

Question Raised Upon an Assess
ment for Special Work

POINTS OF CONTENTIOb

In an opinion rendered today. in respons4
to an inquiry made by them, the attorne3
for the District advised the District Com-
missioners that he is unable to cite an3
statutory authority authorizing them t
remit interest and penalties on genera
taxes. The attorney says it is the duty o!
the Commissioners under the law to col
lect taxes, and interest and penal-ties, hi
explains, are part of taxes. There ar

cases. however, which would, he states
justify them, as the executive officers o1
the District. in accepting the principal o:
taxes or assessments where otherwise ther
would be a loss of both principal and inter
est. This, he points out, has been frequent
ly done by all boards of District Commis
sioners. and without complaint or criticism
The question decided by the attorney for

the District -arose upon a request madE
some weeks ago by Mr. Morton Schaeffer
of Baltimore, Md., who asked that a special
assessment against lot 18, square 18, for

work done in paving an alley in that
square be canceled on the ground that the

fact that the assessnent was pending at

the time he purchased the property was
not noted on a certilicate issued to him by
the District auuioritics. Mr, Schaeffer
wrote the Commissioners that if relianet
cannot be placed Upon such certiticates,
they are manitestly worse than uselkss,

Difference of Opinion.
The matter was much discussed by th

Commissioners, Mr. Ross being of thN
opinion that under the provisions of the ac

of Congress of May 13, 180, making suci
tax c-ertiticates a bar to the collection and

recovery from any subsequent purchaser
of any tax or assessment omitted, the re

quest of Mr, Schaeffer should be granted
Commissioner Wight at tirst agreed witt
Mr. Ross in the matter, but Captain Beach
the E-ngineer Commissioner, took a differ
ent view, despite the fact that the attor
ney for the District, to whom the mat
ter had ineantinie been referred, held thal
Mr. Schaeffer was entit-ed to have the as

sessmtent canceled.
"The law," said Captain Beach, in hh

indorsement upon the application, "directs
that where taxes or special assessment-
which may be a lien on real estate are
omitted from a tax certificate atid the
property for which the certiticate is issuec
is subsquently purchased on the faith 01
such certificate, the lien shall be dis-
charged as to such subsequent purchaser,
but shall not affect the liability of th(
owner of the property at the time sue
tax was assessed. This is a case where a
pending assessment, not an assessment
rpade, was omitted. It does not seem as if
the Commissioners have authority under
this law to cancel the assessment. I would
much prefer to have a judicial decision of
the case, pending which I would reconr-
mend that the Commissioners inform Mr.
Schaeffer that they are without power t(
cancel the assessment."
Mr. Ross adhered, however, to his first

opinion, but Mr. Wight thought the point
raised by Captain Beach to be an entirely
new one, and one which, in his opinion. th
attorney for the District had not touchee
upon, namely, whether the Commissioners
have any authority to remit a pending as
sessment which in a previously expressed
opinion of their attorney has not yet be-
come a lien against the property. Mr.
Wight said he did not feel competent to
pass upon this question, and at his sugges-
tion it was referred to the attorney for
his opinion.

Attorney's Views.
The following opinion was then received

from the attorney:
"In my judgment the act of May 13, 1892,

dces not require 'pending assessments' to
be noted on tax certificates issued by the
assessor, and that the Commisssioners were
withqut authority to direct the special as-
sessment clerk to make such an indorse-
ment on said certificates. But, as the Com-
missioners, prior to March 17, 1897, con-
strued the statute differently, and entered
an order that 'pending assessments' should
be noted on tax certificates, and also in
view of the fact that the certificate issued
to Mr. Schaeffer March 17. 187, contained
no notice of assessment or 'pending assess-
ment' for paving an alley in square 68, not.
withstanding the work was in progress or
had then only recently been completed, in
respeut of which Mr. Schaeffer's lot was li-
able to assessment, my opinion is, the as-scssment. imposed after the date of that
certificate, should be canceled as a matter
of good faith, because notice of it was
omitted from the certiiicate.'
This, however, did not close the matter,for again the Commissioners referred the

question to their attorney, inviting his at-te-ntions to tihe fact that his report upon
lending assessments did not answer the
questitn asked as to whether the Commis-
sicners have atny authority to remit. The
attorney was informed that the Commis-
sioners desired also to know whether there
is any authority of law for them to remit
any penalties or interest, and If there is
such law that he cite it in his opinion. It
response, the following opInion, Which Com-
missioners Ross and Wight have approved,
was rendered by the attorney for the Dis-
trict:
"As matter of strict law, the Commis-

sioners are without authority to cancel the
assessment complained of by Mr. Schaeffer,since the fact that the assessment was
pending was not required by law to be
noted upon the tax certificate. But, inas-
much as at the time the tax certificate was
issued there was an unrescinded order 01
the Commissioners requiring pending as-
sessments to be noted on such certificates,good administration, I think, would justify
its cancellation.

Right to Remit.
"As to the question of your right to remli

interest and penalties on general taxes and
assessments, I am unable to cite you any
statutory authority authorizing such remis-
sion. The law makes it your duty to col-
lect taxes, and interest and penalties are
part of them. There are cases, however,
for example, where the assessment is fatal-
ly defective, where the arrears of taxes are
greater than the amount the property
would sell for at a tax sale, and the like
where there would manifestly he a' loss,which would justify the Commissioners, as
the executive officers of the District, in ac-
cepting the principal of taxes or assess-
rnents, where otherwise there would be a
loss of both principal and interest. This
has bean frequently done by all boards ofCommissioners, and without complaint orcritIcism."

DECLARED TO BE NUISANCE

Georgetown Citizens' Association Warts
Presbyterian Cemetery Abolished,

The Need of Eight-Room School-

Building - Commaunication From

Carpenters.' Executive Board.

At the regular mqeing.of the Georgetown
Citizens' Associationa, held last evening, Mr.
B. T. Janney, the president, Occupied the
chair, and J. B. Miller;officiated as secre-

tary. There was a good attendance and
a spirited interest was- taKen in the pro-
ceedings.
The matter of the aboiltion of the

Presbyterian graveyard, which, at the
last meeting, was- referred to the com-
mittee on public improvements for a spe-
cial report, was the-tirst albject taken up.
The committee, through Mr. J. H. Doyle.
the temporary chairman, informed the
meeting that an endeavor had been made
to secure a confetenoe with the Presby-
terian Church trustees for the purpose of
securing their co-operation, the citizens
having been inforMe& tUnofficially that the
church trustees were as desirous as the
citizens in general were to abate what was
characterized as a nuisance. The trustees,
however, did not meet the committee, it
being understood that they desired to take
no part in the proceedings. A number of
the board, it was said, entertain a senti-
mental attachment for the old burying
ground.
The committee on legislation was in-

structed by resolution to wait upon the
Commissioners of the District and to pre-
sent the conditions as they exist and to

petition them to recommend to Congress
the taking of the necessary steps to con-

demn the cemetery and to disinter the dead,
reinterring the bodies in a more suitable
cemetery.

Petition for School Building.
The executive committee of the associa-

tion, of which President B. T. Janney is
chairman ex-officio, and Mr. F. L. Moore
acting chairman, strongly recommended
the construction of a new eight-room school
building in Georgetown, it being shown
that the accommodations there at present
are particularly meager. The High Street
School building, it was shown, was an <,Id
frame structure, dilapidated, without cloak
rcoms and having no suitable toilet facili-
ties. It was recommended, further, that
the Commissioners be petitioned to con-

struct, on the site of this frame building, a
four-room manual training school, it being
argued that the training school, which has
just been provided for in an appropriiatior.
and which is to be iocatedl at 7th str Ot and
Rhode Island avenue, is too far remnoved
from Georgetown to be of any practical
benefit to the students of the West Lnd.
It was declared that the site proposed

would be too small for the eight-room
building asked for, but would accommodataS
a four-room manual training school.
The executive committee also spoke of

the great demand in Georgatownl for a
park or public reservation, where children
and nurses could obtain recreation and en-
joy pure air. It was said that in all of the
section west of Rock creek there is no such
spot. This report met with the oearty in-
dorsetnent of the citizens at the general
meeting, and the commit'tee otn legislation,
it is understood, will work persistently and
untiringly for the accomplishment of the
ends in view.

Condition of Rock Creek.
Mr. J. Hite Miller spoke of the disgraceful

condition of the errtrances to Georgetown,
taying particular stress upon the unsightly
appearance of Rock creek. He stated th~t
it was absolutely essential to the prosperity
of the community to secure the arching or
other improvement of Rock creek. Out-
siders, he stated, could get appropriations
for less laudable enterprises, while this
crying disgrace was tolerated. Mr. John
Leetch characterized~the place as a miser-
able curse to Georgetown. Hie declarcd he
would never rest utifil he had accomplished
tht irnprovemen't.
Mr. Miller also spoke of the beneflits to be

derived through the pisrchase of the state
of Maryland's interest .in the Chesapeake
and Ohio canal. IA Mated that a syndi-
cate of New York ,~apitalists stand ready
to thoroughly equip the canal with tranls-
portation facilities, 4klierbby more coal and
other freight will lie briougaht into George-
town In a year than ten railroads would
bring. To his posi~iye hnowledge, he sald,
the B. and 0. railroad would not use the
bed of tihe canal fo 4ra plurposes, but
would nelely equip eit *aerway as it ex-
ists. The Georget&srna~people, he added,
have -always been i~Svrof the direct or
indirect entrance oral'ds into George--
town, and have atad aVry possible united
effort to secure anart se.

Carpenters liWnt ,Co-Operatioa.
Mr. Rolbert Dows, the recording secretary

of the carpenters' exebutive board. In a long
communication ,to the Citizens' Association,
condemned the bad5 work t~at has bean
done upon recentsy construoted school
buildings, and requested that the citzes
use fteir influence to prevent the construc-
tion of school buildings by what is termed
"piece work;" titat 4s, subletiting oaf various
branahes of the construction.. The letter
stated that the .sunostracts were taken
so cheaply that only gron-inion and incom-
petent men could be secured to*:do the work,consequently it suf~gred. In i=y*' cases
nails -were. dr'iven maenly, and glaring
defects were tempearqrily oovered up, He
uarged- -that aehool oesutiett abimald be
under the control oaf ams men entirely, and
that a cenapetent steertbor -hould have
charge of the wosk for the Disticot gogern-

ENCOUNTER WITH THIEVES

Patrolman Anderson, at the Navy Yard
Receives Bough Treatment.

Choked Into insensibility and Slash-
ed With a Knife-His Assailants

Make Their Escape.

Peter Anderson, a young Dane, one of the
sentries patrolling the navy yard. was
choked into insensibility, siashed with a
knife across his face and body, and badly
beaten hy two thieves he discovered in the
yard Thursday night. He was armed with
a revolver, but could not use It, and while
he lay senseless his assailants escaped and
have not been captured.
Anderson's duties requirld him to go on

patrol Thursday night at N o'clock. and to
inspect constantly, urrtil midnight, every
shop and dwelling in the yard. He carried
a lantern and a revolver. Shortly before
midnight he reached the breech mechanism
shop and heard suspicious noises coming
from inside. He unlocked the east doorand entered. Picking his way around then'achinery, he proceeded toward the northdcor. As he neared it a man kicked thelantern from his hand and the two grap-pled. Anderson threw his assailant to theground and cried for help. The other thiefresponded, unfortunately for Anderson, ar.dseized the sentry by th throat and nose,cutting off his wind. Between the two,Anderson was soon helpless, and the (,rewho responded then took his knife andslightly slashed Anderson's right ch'ek andneck and mutilated his blouse over hisheart and right side. Then they fledthrough the north door.
When Anderson came to he fired threeshots, but as these and his cries failed tobring assistance he went to the guard houseat the main gate and reported.

Familiar With the Place.
The thieves were acquainted, evidently,with the Interior of the yard, and had a

key with which they opened the north door
of -the mechanism shop. Outside there were
found a pair of overalls, a monkey wrench,
hammer and two hand threading tools.
Both were young white men, the first one
encountered being small, smooth shaven
and minus his coat; the other somewhat
larger with heavy mustache. The policehave been notified.

REGARDED AS CRUELTY.

Policeman Pay. $10 for Killing a
Dog With His Club.

Policeman Albert Johnson of the third
precinct was fined 310 by Judge Kimball
today for cruelty io animals. He admitted
that he killed a dog, and claimed that he
did so as a matter of duty. The affair hap-
pened on 23d street Wednesday morning,
abount 8:-13 oclock. Because of the dog's
actions on the street, where it was per-
mitted to run In violation of law, the officer
killed it. He admitted killing the anImal
with his club, saying he did not want todischarge his revolver on the street, fearingsome damage more serious than the killingof the aninmal might follow. The officer be-lieved the first blow was fatal, but in thishe was mistaken for the animal got up and
ran a short distance before a necessarysecond blow was given.
Several ladies were in court as witnesses.The officer made his explanation of the af-faIr and Lieut. Boyle called attention toa law in Webb's Digest requiring con-stables to kill such animals. This law, Mr.Pugh said, had been repealed many yearsago. Judge KImball held that the officer'sconduct was cruel and Imposed the finestated.
