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BUFFALO BACK FROM MANILA

Oruiser Made the Trip Across in Forty-Four
Days.

Many Officers and Men Aboard Who
Took Part in the Manila
Bay Fight.

The New York Tribune thls morning =ays:
The second big batch of Dewey's fighters
to reach this port arrived yesterday on the
United States crulser Buffalo, after an ex-
ceedingly guick run of forty-four and a
half days. The cruiser brought back 589
men in all from our fleet in the Phillppines,
including 215 who took part In the great
naval battle of Manila Bay. These com-
prise 40 men from the Olympia, 9% from the
Boston, 55 from the Baltimore, 14 from the
Petrel and 7 from the Councord. They are
nearly all long-term men whose time of en-
Istment has expired, and after being land-
ed at the navy yard today they will bhe dis-
charged. Among them are 30 officers and
42 marines,

BANQUET TO DEWEY

The Hero of Manila Bay to Be Royally
Entertained.

One Hundred Prominent Men of New
York City Will Have the
Affalr in Hand.

The New York Herald today sayvs: Ad-
miral Dewey has cabled to this clty his
acceptance of an Invitation to a banquet to
be given in his horor by 100 prominent
and public-splrited citizens.

The admiral's cablegram of acceptance
was recelved on S8aturday by Alred Chas-
sead of No. 1133 Broadway, who Is secre-
tary of the commlittee.
