In the remalinder of his paper Mr. Dar-

a paper by George 1. Alden of Warcester,
Mass. The plunger Is an elevator operated
with hydraulic power through the medium
of a piston and cylinder as long as the
run of the car, this plston supporting the
car from below and extending into the cyl-
inder, which s =unk in the ground. Mr.
Alden said:

“The plunger dlevator as a lift, or freight
clevator, Is well known. As a passenger
elevator for short runs it has been used
more or less for some time, both In this
country and in Europe. It has always been
characterized as a safe, durable and eco-
nomical machine, but It has generally been
assumed that it had limitations which pre-
vented it from meeting the requirements
for passenger service, except for short
runs and slow speeds. The suggestion of
18 use as 4 high-speed passenger elevator
would until recently have been regarded
as indicating a serious misconception of its
po=sibilities.

“Recent  experience however, seems Lo
indicate that the piunger elevator is a sat-
isfactory solutfon of one of the most im-
bortant  engineering problems connected
with the special and complicated equipment
of a modern office bullding."

Deseribes Construction,

Mr. Alden described the construction of
the operating machinery. The plunger Is
made of steel tubing, which is straightened,
turned to uniform size and polished. The
fections are united by a special Joint. This
iolnt has a strength to resist cross-breaking

or buckling fully equal to the strength of
the plunger at a cross section between the
joints. The top end of the plunger is flang-
ed into a steel casting, which is securely
bolted to a steel platen, which in turn is
boited

securely to the car. In long-run
elevators a rod or, better, a loop of gal-
vanized wire rope passing inside the

plungar has an independent connection with
the car. which would securely attach the
weight of the plunger to the car if the reg-
ular fastening should fail.

In conclusion Mr. Alden sald:

“If an analysis of the fata! accidents due
to fallure of elevators should be made, and
the cause of each accldent determined, and
if It were considered what would have hap-
pened if., with no other change in condi-
tlons, a plunger elevator, as at present con-
structed, had been fn use at the time of
the accident, T venture to suggest that it
would be difficult to eacape the conclusion
that the accident would, In nearly every
ciase, have been avolded.

The Essentials,

“Th: modarn office bulldlng must, from
its height and weight, ba constructed in a
very thorough and subatantial manner.
Often it is architecturally beautiful, and no
expense is spared to secure the best ma-
tzrial and meost elaborate ornameniation.

It 1s bullt to attract tenants, and to com-
pete with other bulldings in giving its occu-
pants comfirt, safety and convenlence.
XNothing Is more essential to the physical
safety and the mental comfort of those
who are obligrd to use the elevators sav-
eral times a day than that these slevatora
should be the safest it Is possille 10 make,
and that they should also be of snen sub-
stantial appearance and such smooth ond
quiat motion as inavitably to impress the
passenger with a sense of seeurity. Too
often the elevators are a secondary con-
sideration. Money is spent lavishly on
costly arches, pillars, staircases and vari-
ous showy archit:etural features, and when
it comes to the means of safe and quick
acce3s to the offices and stores there is
thought to be only monsy enoush left to
pay for the cheapest :levators. Thia prac-
tice is, however, belng slowly abandoned,
for two reasons: First, it proves In a few
years to have hesn the most costly method,
and, second, tenants are hecomiig more
intelligant regarding the relative merits of
different elevators, and more streaun in
their demands for the best, The su fal
renting of large office buildings or npart-
ment houses 13 aided by having a type of
elevator that has a good rzcord.”
Addreas by Mr. Pratt.

AMr. Charles R. Pratt of Montelair, N. JI.,
followed with a paper on “Elevatora™ He
salhd:

“There is little to Interest the engineer in
the early history of elevators. Virtruvios
describes an elevator hullt by Archimedes

advance in the art was made from that

FOUR RILLED, FIVE MISSING.,
Fatal Result of Slide in Mine at Cen-
tralia, Pa.

SHAMOKIN, ’a, May 12 Four men
were instantly killed today by a slide of a
portion of a large culm bank at Centralia.
Five others are missing and are probably
dead. Several were badly injured. The
four bodies recovered were so badly dis-
figured that it was difficult to Identify
them. Umne is thought to be John Caughan
of Centralla

The acehdent vecurred while a large num-
ber of Hungarians were screening coal! in
the Centralla breaker. The big bank of
el refuse towered high above, when
was seen to quiver and collapse, completely
burying the workmen. A resculng forcee
immediately  started to work and after
two hours’ labor had succeeded in recover-
ing the four bodles. Two Hungarians were
found wedged in between pilus of timber.
They were badly injured. An investigation
wits begun as to the number of men at
work at the tlme of the slide. So far it is

of recovering their bodies, should they have

Mueting to Be Held in This City Tomorrow
' Afternoon.

Action of Owners of Stoek In Phlla-
delphia Outlined in a Cir-

cular Just Issued.

Local holders of the Washington Gaslight
Company’s stock who object to turn their
stock in on the offer of 360 a share made
for it have arranged for a meeting to be
held in the red parlor of the Ebbitt Iinuse
tomorrow afternoon at 2 o'clock. At that
time the situatlon and the objections which
have been ralsed to the acceptance nf the
offer will probably be discussed fully and a
plan of action mapped out. Objecting stock-
holders here are acting in concert with
those holding the same views in Philadel-
phia and other places,

About one-third of the gaslight com-
pany's stock i3 said to be held by restdents
of Philadelphia, and letters received from
there state that holders of 30,(XN) shares
have already agreed not to place their hold-
Ings In the pool. BSuggestlons have also
come from that clty for a movement look-
ing toward the control of the gas company
by those who are now largely interested in
itz stock.

A Line of Action.

A cireular has heen issued by the Phil-
adelphia people who object to the sale, giv-
ing thelr reasons for such objections, and
proposing a gene-al line of action for pro-
tection. They clalm that the offer should
include the dividend due to the stockhold-
ers, claiming that many of the holders are
dependent upon the regular receipt of the
dividend, and that its omissicn has worked
A hardship to many, and that the offer of
interest at the rate of 5 per cent upon the
selling price of the stock, to be paid in In-
stallments, would not he equal to the
amount of the May and August dividends.

They object also to the method of pay-
ment, holding that if the stock were sold
it should be pald for at once, in order that
sellers might Immediately relnvest their
money without loss. The price of #60 per
share Is also objected to in the eircular,
the statement being made that the gas
Hght stock has in the open market sold at
that figure within the past few months,
and that If sold in bulk, according to prece-
dents In such transactions, the price should
be more.

Similar Transactions.

A number of Instances are given as to the
price received for stock In similar transac-
tions, among them those of the United
States Electric Lighting Company, the
Metropolitan Railroad Company and the
gas company in Newark, N. J., in all of
which, It 1s claimed, a much higher com-
parative price was paid for the stock.

The plan of action which s called for by
the circular Is, first, not to sell the stock
at the price offered; second, to call a meet-
ing of the stockholders for an early date to
arrange for united actlon and for the ap-
pointment of & committee to look after the
joint Interests and the protection of the
stockholders of the company.

Minority Representation.

The statement is made in the circular
that there need be no fear on the part of
the stockholders of possible results In
the event of thelr not agreeing to sell, as
even If the syndicate should obtain a ma-
jority of the stock thelr holdings would re-
main In their present status. The clrecular
further says that in the event of the syndi-
ciate buying & majority of the stock the
minority wlill demand representation on
the board of directors and says:

‘“There has never yet heen a case where a
determined minority In a solvent company
has not held its own and come out victor-
fous against Any attempt on the part of the
majority to freeze them out.””

The circular also says: “While the pro-
posed sale will be resisted, and which is al-
ready, ne doubt, defeated, it is not the pur-
pose to make any undue reflectlon upon the
committee whose names were appended to
the circular of April 247

If any of the stockholders have already
forwarded thelr stocka, the circular urges
them to withdraw their stock by letter or
telegram to the Fourth Street Bank.

MAJ.

He Divalged Secrets of the French
War Office.

PARIS, May 12.—At «a sitting of the cabi-
nat council in the Palace of the Elvsee to-
day the president, M. Loubet, on the sug-
gestion of the minister of war, M. Camille
Krantz, slgned a deerea cashiering Major
Cuignet on account of hia having divulged
to the Petlt Juurnal the contents of certaln
let ters,

In the chamber of deputies today M. Rene
Viviani, radleal sociallst, questioned the
government regarding the letters published
in the Petlt Journal. In reply the minis-
ter of war, M. Krantz, sald that Mafor
Cuignet ecame spootaneously to him and
confessed that he gave the letteérs to a
friend, who had communicated them to the
Petit Journal. M. Deleasse, minister of for-
ign affairs, =ald that the letters as pub-
lishid were garbled and mutliated.

Amid mingled cheers and hisses, M. Dal-
casse explained his own position in the
matter, and asserted that Maj. Culgnet, as

a rmember of the war office. had impugned
the gond faith of tho foreign office in cer-
tain matiers, He (M. Deleasse) therefore
wrote to M. De Freyeinet, the then minister
of war, asking apologles from the war of-
fice, and showing that Maj. Cuignet's aceu-
szilons were unfounded,

The impression gained from M. Deleasse’s
specch was that M. De Freyeinet resigned
the war portfollu instead of making repa-
ration.

In accepting his nomination Gen, Gor-
don sald there were now confederate camps
in Boston, New York, Chicago and Colum-
bus, Ohlo. ]

W. J. Colquiti of Atlanta was today elect-
1 ed commander-in-chief of the Sons of Con-
federate Veterans. His only opponent was
Robert B, Lee of Virginia.,

The committee on resoiutions then report-
il the substitute for the resolution on the
federal care of confederate graves, recom-
mending the “United Confederate Veterans
record their sincere appreciation of the ut-
terance of the President of the United
States in Atlanta in December last con-
ceirning the assumption of the care of the
graves of our confederate dead by the na-
tional government,” and declaring that
“we shall welcome any legislation which
shall result in the care of the graves of our
comrades in the northern states by our gov-
ernment.”’

Hev. Taylor Martin of Pulaski, Va., spoke
agalnst the adoption of the report. He sald
the veterans had nothing to do with any
suggestion from the President, and they
would never be placed In the attitude of
being under obligations to the government
that slew southern men.

The discussion then grew very bitter and
great confusion followed.

“There's too much MeKinleyism in it,"”
shouted a veteran from the audience.

Heply of Judge Kimball—A

The Bistric t! Commissioners several days
ago addressed a_letter to Judges Kimball
and Scott of the Police Court inviting their
attention te the large number of very
young persons sentenced to imprisonment
in the jail and workhouse in default of
fines Imposed on them in the Pollee Court.
The Commisgioners suggested to the judges
thiat whenever a child under sixteen years
of age is convicted of any minor offense
agalnst the laws of the District, the penalty
for which Is imprisonment in default of
payment of a fine, it would be within the
authority of the Police Court to hold such
child for further consideration.

Meantime the Commissioners further sug-
gested the court might direcl an inguiry
concerning the presence or absence of sal-
utary control and adequate support in the
child’'s home, in order that there might
be possessed full knowledge of the sur-
reundings of the case. and so be enabled to
apply a remedy less objectionable and more
permanent than fine or imprisonment.
Whenever it should be found that the child
is homeless or deprived of adequate sup-
pert, or habitually idle or disorderly, the
court, the Commissioners thought, could di-
rect the filing of a new information. Upon
this new information, the Commissioners
sLggested, and upon the presentation of
proper evidence, any such child could he
committed to the reform school or to the
board of children’'s guardians.

Judge Kimball's Reply.

A reply has been received by the Commis-
sloners to thelr communication from Judge
Kimball, In which he discusses at much
length the laws in force here. In conclu-
sion he expresses himself as followsa:

“The suggestion contalned In your let-
ter would require the judge, where a child
under sixteen ls shown to be guilty of any
minor offénse against the laws of the Dis-
triet, to postpone the further hearing with-
out Impesing a sentence, and commit the
child to the very workhouse complalned of,
to remain until ‘additional inquiry be made
concerning the presence or absence of salu-
tary control and adequate support in his or
her home,” or to give bond for his appear-
ance.

“There are many reasons which could he
urged against this suggestion. It imposes
upon the judges, already overburdened by
the heavy work they are compelled 1o per-
form—working not only longer hours than
other courta, but every hollday-—duties not
belonging to them. 1t is the duty of the
prosecuting attorney for the District to de-
termine what charge shall be made against
each defendant, and he has tha whole po-
Hes force to assist him. It ig the duty of
the judge to try the defendant upon the
information filed by the district attorney.
It would requdre the judges to take the
same actlon In cases which could not by
any possthility bring the chiid under either
of the grounds authorizing the commitment
to the hoardy of children's guardians, if
there was theg suggestion that the Iife or
surround@ing&'6f the chlld might bring him
within shid Mw, even if the parent was
ready and wiking to pay his fine.

For Instanc® a hoy shown to be guilty
of playiig baR in the street, with a father
ready tépay the $2 or #3 fine, must be sent
down ot'held ‘tnder bonds wuntil it could be
found out whether hia past life or sur-
roundings would warrant his being charged

“1 will not smumerate many other reasons
against vour suggestion which oecur to me.
1 believe the proper remedy is to enlarge
both reGorm schoods so that they can take
all defenddnta who ought to he sent to
them, and provide a separate place to con-
fine minbrs committed 9 the workhouse in
default of the payment of fines, and that
in all cases where minors under sixteen
years of age are within the 1-ro\:i510ns of
the board of children’s guardians' act, im'
formations under that act be filed and tried
as are other casesg.”’

MANIFESTO OF THE YOUNG SYRIANS,

The Turkish Minister Declares It to
Be Without Importance,

The manifesto declaring the independence
of Syria, issued yesterday in New York by
the “Young Syria’” junta, is not taken seri-
ously in official quarters here, except as dn
evidence of the unrest which has prevailed
of late among Turkish subjects Uving
abroad, ineluding the Syrians, Armenians
and the Turks themselves, who conduet
a  revolutionary organization kEnown a3
“young Turks.” The reports from United
States officers in Syria and from United
States Minfster Straus at Constantinople
have shown no recent uprising or discon-
tent Iln Syria. e

The Turkish minizter, All FPerrouh Bey,
was seen al the legation today concerning
the manifesto, He sald It was  entirely
without importance and did not represent
a sentiment prevailing among the Syrians
in this country or at home. Only recently
the minister was given a handsome recep-
tion in New York by the resident Syrian
during  which the most cordial manifesta-
tions were shown him, and this .s sald w be
the senti it among the serious and re-
sponsible element of that peaple. The only
opposition vlement, the minister points out,
s made up of a few persons interested in
publishing Arabic papers in New York and
several other parts of the country, but
these, he says, in no way voice the senti-
ments of the Syrians. He says overtures
were made by that small class some ime
ago to secure government aid, but failing
in that resort Is had to means of agitation
against Turkdy, But Ali Ferrouh Bey dis-
misses the agitatlon quite lightly, as he
says it 12 not worthy of attention, in view
of the loyal attitude of the great body ot
Syrians. As 10 Syria, the minisier says
all recent reports from there show that
the people are contented and happy, and
have no part in the forelgn agitation pur-
purting to be in thelr behalf,

T0BACCO TOK A BIG SLONP

Good Results Expected to Follow

Bank Statement Tomorrow.

NEW YORK., May 12 —Ths market was
agaln largely in the hands of the trading
element, and th: morning hour was glven
over to considerable irregularity. The fact
that London held all the recent purchas@s
and gave no evidence of s:ling at the pres-
ent level was considered to be an argament
favorable to Improvement. Some buying
came in from commisgsion housos during
th> opening hour, but tha demand was
easily supplied and prices shaded off
toward noon, under a decreazed volume of
business.

After a perlod of duliness, the demand
was again improved and a smart rally fol-
lowed under the leadership of American
Sugar. This stock had started up under a
rather mixed demand, the covering of pre-
vious sales and some buying for the long
account combining to add 5 per cent to the
opening prices. It is quite probable that
this property will be made a feature of the
trading again.

The newer industrials pushed it aside
for a tima, but there im an element in the
market which has never quite overcome its
prejudice for the lempting possibillties of
the Sugar shares. While its earnings are
the same unknown quantity as formerly, its
market history is so familiar to a!l of the
more experienced traders that they feel
more Intimate with its affairs than with
those of the untried Industirials with double
the capitalization.

American Tobacco was active and irregu-
lar, the double shares of the company sell-
ing at an equivalent of 19, a decline from
214 yesterday. This selling was credited to
profit taking, and was subsequently fol-
lowed by a rally.

The prospects for an amendment of the
Ford franchise bill before it becomes a law
resulted in a generul covering of outstand-
Ing contracts in the Traction shares.

Manhattan's quarterly report shows a
deficit after charges amounting to U510,
as compared with a deficit of $5,6X7 for the
same period last vear. This showing had
no effect on the price of the stock, owing
to the general confidence in better results
from the new motive power.

The street expects some radical changes
in th2 figures as compared with last week,
The liquidation of the week in the stock
market should result in a material reduc-
tlon of loans and perhaps some gain in
money will result from the week's busi-
ness at the larger banks.

Meeting at Gaithershurg.

ROCEKVILLE, Md., May 12, 1808,

The initial gun In the political campaign
in this county was firad last evening at a
rousing republican meeting held in Nor-
man Hall, Galthersburg.
