Weary Trookps in Luson.
Today's iews dispatches tell that the offi-

cers and men of the First Nebraska Regi-
m-nt of volunteers. which has been in the
hairdest of the fighting in Luzon, have peti-
t-ied tne cummaning general to be re-

lieved from further duty at the front for
the present in order that the sick and
wounded of the regiment may recover
h-ealth and the comtaratively well men

may recuperate from the debilitating ef-
fects of the long struggle in the hot jungle
against a persistent foe. This is an entirely
proper request and is not to be confounded
with the suggestion of insubordination
which some of the anti-imperialists would
like to instill into the volunteers in the
Philippines. The First Nebraska has writ-
ten a splendid record for itself in this cam-

lpaign. It has lost many men and is now
txhausted by heat and fatigue and Inces-
sant tighting. It is the part of good gen-
eriAship to permit it to be restored to good
c::diti.>n by means of a rest in Manila, or
at Some other point where plain guard
duty Is to be performed.

It is probable that the opponents of the
administration will seize upon this incident
and make it appear that it indicates a ten-
dci y among the volunteer troops in Luzon
to rmbel against their enforced continuation
in s-rvice. Perhaps some ultra follow.r of
Mr. EIward Atkirson will claim that the
pet-tin is the result of the notorious
pamphlets issued by that patriotic citizen.
We shall probably hear a good deal during
the next few days from the Little Americans
about the martyrdom of the First Nebraska
and the other volunteer regiments which
have not yet petitioned for a rest. It is
likely that Gen. Otis will be censured for
p-rtigting in keeping the Nebraskans and
the Kansans and the other volunteers at
the front when there are fresher regiments
In Manila.

Asa matter of fact, while, as has been
said, rt is a wise general who rests his
troops. it is at the same time necessary for
him to keep seasoned men at the front as
long as they can stand the strain. The
First Nebraska Regiment is now veteran-
ized. Even in its debilitated condition It is
probably worth a regiment of twice its size
as regards familiarity with the jungle and
the ways of the native troops and the
necessities of the campaign. The fact
mnere-ly is that the time has come, as indi-
can-I by the reque-st from the men them-

5.,eS. When it is prudenot to change ciom-
maris. in all probability If the campaign
shobl not be over before the time comes
to ship the Nebraska regiment home, arid
an: emergency should arise requiring ad-
dliti :nal troops at the front, Gen. Otis
-would find no more eager or willing soldiers
in his army than rh se .eame weary troops
who now plead for ai bit of vacation.
Communities which plead poverty as an

excuse for lynching fail to figure on the
greater loss which a town sustains when It
thus discredits Itself in the eyes of the gen-
eral public. A lynching is an exceedingly
poor advertisement.

The Flying Machine.
Interest in thec flying-machine prospects

of the coming century is reawakened by
the anno)uncemnent just made that Prof.
Langley, who has been experimenting for
some time past in this vicinity, with the
assistance of public funds, is about to test
a new machine, large eniugh to carry one
or two men. H-eretfore no lIving being has
been intrusted to the new contrivances. andI
there is no assurance that they can even
be m-ade sufficiently safe in starting aindst-opping to warrant th.-ir use by passern-
gers. But that man cant construc-t a ma-
chine which will "fly," that is, which will
sustain itself in the air and maintain mo-
tion, is no longer 1o be doubted. The ques-
tion now to be solved is one of degree.
How far can a practicabic machine be
made to fly and how easily can it be
brought to the ground? It is assumed that
once the problems of suspension anid mo-
tion have been solved the matter of con-
structing large or small machines will
adjust itself in s'mson as materials are
improved and processes are bettered. Yet
after all the inquiry arises Wheth.-r there
is in the flying-machine prospect of today
anyth'ng tha~t seriomsly affects the future
of the present modes of travel. Imagina-
tive peerers into the fu-ture belive that they
can see a world surrounded by a flutterIng
atmosphere of these aerial conveyances.
They forecast limitless speeds, causing rev-
olutions In many of the socIological and
political conditions. But after all are these
dreams In any measure justified by the

sp -ed which, when measured by his motion
of a century ago, is breathless. He can be
sent along by steam on land at the rate of
sixty miles an hour for considerable dis-
tances, and In spurts he has whirled ahead
at a hundred-mile rate. In the average
relation what is to be gained or lost by the
addition of half 1 hundred miles to this
ra-te? What if the travel time between
New York and Washington be reduced from
five to two hours? Or even what If the time
fim New York to San Francisco should
he cut down to two days? In these days of
Instantaneous communication by wire the
nec.essity of the physical presence is by no
means so great or important as in former
years. As a matter of fact the business
sohedules ar-, measured even now by min-
utes instead of by days. The flying ma-
chine could not affect the nearness of
minls. and minds control the world rather
than bodies. In trans-oceanic travel some

guin might be effected, but the same condi-
tiens apply to this factor in the equation.
The prime requirement of today Is for
safety, rather than for greater speed. If
the aerial vehicle can insure more certainty
In this respect it will be a boon to human-
ity. But all known conditions throw some
doubt upo-i its success in this particular.
The flying-machine will clearly be at the
mercy of the upper currents of the air,
which are known to be of violent force and
which cannot be foretold. In inter-conti-
nen:tal travel the airship may free the
tuurist from the tortures of seasickness.
In land travel. by a reduction of the time
spent on the journey, it will probably re-

dound to his comfort In many ways. It
may be that it will largely supplant other
mi ans of transportation because of its
gr-'ater appeal to the physical senses. But
that it will accomplish reactions or revolu-
tions does not now seem possible, save is

the luxury of travel and the mastery over

a hitherto dominant element may serve to
change men's minds and dispositions.

Mr. Bryan's Enlistment Recalled.
The 3d Nebraska Volunteers-known for

a time as the Bryan regiment-was mus-

tered out of the service yesterday, and the
officers and men are now en route home.
The regiment saw no fighting, but was sent
to Cuba last fall and had since been em-

ployed in the island. Its record is good.
and it shares in the praises-deservedly
very high-bestowed upon those soldiers
who, after the flare and blare of the war
was over. accepted the unattractive tame-
ness of guard duty with manly willingness,
and served the goversiment to the end with
devotion.
And, naturally, this brings up the mili-

tary career of Mr. Bryan. who on the eve
of the sailing of the regiment for Cuba
threw up his commission as colonel and re-
turned to the field of politics. He tried to
secure the regiment's discharge, but when
that failed, owing to the great need of the
government for troops at that time, he
did not hesitate to leave his men in tne
lurch and return home alone. He gave as
his reason his unwillingness to remain in
uniform now that no more fighting ap-
peared to be on the cards.
Mr. Bryan made no reputation for him-

self as a soldier. His title did not even
stick to him. lie seemed to shed that at
the same time he shed his shoulder straps.Ie has not been called colonei since. Or-
dinarily, a title sticks to a man with ease
in this country. And titles are worn with
ease. But Mr. Bryan's had been quite for-
gotten untl the mustering out of his old
regiment reca:led the fact that for a brief
season he was on the pay roll of the gov-
ernment as a soldier.
His resignation was a flunk on Mr. Bry-an's part. And it is the only one in all the

history of the western volunteers. Not onlydid the 3d Nebraska go to Cuba and do its
duty there, but the western men in -the
Philippines have been earning great famein that quarter. They, too, enlisted for the
war with Spain, but they have continued
to serve the government in all emergencies,and the latest report from General Otis is
that their spirits are still high and loyal.They are not even disposed with grudging,.measured patriotism to hold the govern-ment to any hard-and-fast reading of the
terms of their enlistment.

A Sample Oleo Fraud.
An incident has come to tht knowledgeof The Star whleh indicates that imitationbutter frauds are still practiced in thiscity despite all the exposures and the at-

tempts at prosecution. A housekeeper for
two years past has bsen buying at a cer-
tain establishment a particular line of whatshe believed to be pure butter of the best
quality. She invariably paid the highestprice currently commanded by the choicest
butter. She always asked for this same
commodity and received it unquestioningly.After many months something about the
"butter" aroused her suspicions, and she
submitted a sampl of a recently purchased
quantity to'a chemist, with the immediate
result that she was told she had been buy-
ing an ordinary grade of oleomargarine.
Indignant at the fraud, she went at once
to the dealer and protested, whereupon the
dealer blandly told her that of course she
had been buying imitation butter all the
time and that he had supposed she knew
what she was getting. This Impudent dae-
fiance of the law was the more flagrant be-
cause of its frank confession. It is appar-
ent that the purchaser did not know she
was getting itr.ltatlon butter, because she
was willingly paying a price that sha-knew
to be at least fifty per cent higher than
that usually commanded by oleomargarine.
Had she wanted the imitation and bought
It she would have paid the lower sum.
Such cases ought to be taken immediate'ly
into court and prosecuted. It Is unfortu-
nate that the legal processes have thus far
been so slow in their punishment of the
miscreants who practice this fraud. Aside
from any question of the wholesomeness
of the fake product, the moral iniquity of
the transaction warrants the severest pen-
alties. Housekeepers must evidently be on
their guard at all times, for it is plain from
the ilucid~nt just related that the frauds
are still in progress.

It is to be" feared that
jockeys will not do in polite society.

It is to be assumed that a bold, bounding
citizen like the governor of Colorado wouid
never think of taking refuge behind that
phrase "Incorrectly reported" without the
fullest warrant and provocation.

Dewey's Home-Coumlag Plan.
It appears fromn today's news that Ad-

n-iral Dewey has elected to return home
without furtther delay, and that he will
proceed by the Suez route, thus first touch-
ing this country presumably at New York.
This decision will, of course, disappoint
many hundreds of thousands of people liv-
1ng in the western stretches -f the country,
who hoped that Admiral Dewey might be
persuadu to return by way of San Fran-
cisco and thence across the continernt. But
It is not to be questioned dhat the hero of
Manila bay will eventually reach ail parts
of the United States, for his return home
will doubtless be marked by a coennous
performance in the way of receptions and
ovations, and he will umnustionably 'be
Invited hIther and thither, with sure sug-
grestlons of at~a-I ama. .at h ..ml no

feel disposed to become a hermit and to
prevent the people from expressing in a
personal manner their sense of gratitude
and admiration. As the casq now stands,
Admiral Dewey will reach these shores In
season for a participation in the Independ-
ence Day celebration. The combination
ought to make a Fourth of July such as
this courrtry has never known before.
