EXPORTS OF BICYCLES.

American Wheels Sent to All Parts of
the World.

The opening of the wheeling season glves
espacial intirest to some figures just pre-
pared by the treasury bureau of statistics.
These tables show that American wheoels
are now hbeing ridden in all parts of the
world. In the wilds of M:xico and Central
America, under the blazing skies of Cuba,
Porto Rlco and other West Indlan islands;
across the pampas of Argentine, Brazil and
other South Amerfean states; amild the
densely populatsd ar:as of China, ULritish
East Indies and Jgpan, and in the jungies
of Africa, the American wheel is making
its way. Even in the great manuiacturing
eountries of Burope, whera workshopa and
skill=d warkman abound, millions of dol-
lars’ worth of American bicycles are aold
each year., During the four fisenl years
I8, 18097, 1R9% and 159 the exportations
of American bieyeles amounted in round
numbers to F20,000,00k), -

That such large numbers of a machine
requiring such high grag:s of workmanship
in its production should be contiausnsly
and successfiully exported, in competition
Wwith the workships of the most succasaful
manufacturing ecountrles of the world, is a
fact of which Amerlcan workmen and
Americans generally may justly fe:l nroud.

Exports to Europe.

Four milllon dollars’ werth of American
bicycles will, during the fiscal yvear about
to ead, go to European countries, ecountries
in which the manufacturing industries an-
tedate by generations those of the United
States. To France, with all her skilled
workmen and ingenuity, exportations of
American blcyclng'n the fiscal year 1809
Wwill be more than double in value those of
1807, while the fact there has been a gen-
eral lowering of prices indicates that in
numbers the increase has been very much
greater. To Germany the exportations af
bicyveles in 1830 will be 80 per cent in ex-
cess of those of 1897, though something less
than those of 1808, To other countries on
the contlnent of Europe the bicycle exports
of 1860 are 50 per cent in excess of those of
last year or the year before. The the unit-

ed kingdom the bicycle exports of the year
are materially less than those of 1898 as
measured by wvalues, though the fail in
prices probably accounts for much of the
apparent reduction as shown by the figures,
which give values exclusively and do not
indicate the number of machines exported.

Sent to Manufacturing Countries.

One curious and Interesting fact in re-
gard to the exporis of bicyeles illustrates
the general tendency of our export trade
In manufactures. This is the fact that a
very large proportion of our exports of
manufactures go to manufacturing coun-
tries. Two-thirds of our bicyeles go to
countries which make a specialty of manu-
facturing,and this export to manufacturing
countries increases rather than otherwise,

It will be remembered that predictions
were made a year or two ago that the ex-
parts of bicycles to Japan would decrease
as spoon as the Japanese had obtained sutfi-
cient numbers as models for their own fac-
torfes and established themselves in the
manufacture of wheels, This prediction,
however, has not proven true. The exports
of bicyeles to Japan, which in the fiscal
vear 189 amounted to $52,179, were in 1NN
$58,0035, and in the fiscal year which ends
next month will reach fully $130,00k).

To Cubn, Hawali and Porto Rico.

The islands which have been brought into
closer relations with us by the events of the
past year evidently appreciate bicyeles as
among the good things of the United States,
(‘uba, which in the nine months of 187
bought but $1 469 worth, has bought in the
nine months of the present fiscal yvear $8,-
11 worth of bicycles. The exports of bi-
cyeles for the full fiscal year 1888 to Cuba
amount to §9.214, to Porto Rico $3,350, to
the Hawalian Islands §52072, though to the
Philippines there seems to have been no
direct exportation of bicycles.

The largest single buyer of our bicycles
in the fiscal year 1898 was the united kKing-
dom, which took $1,852,166, though, as al-
ready indicated, the figures as to values for
the current fiscal year will not be as large
a8 those of last vear. Germany's purchases
of bleyeles from us last year amounted to
$1,724,404. Canada came next in amount of
purchases in this line, the total being $611,-
402, while France was next with purchases
amounting to $452,082; British Australasia
next, $300.906; Netherlands, $251.018; Den-
mark, $2281270; British Africa, $148.503;
British East Indies, $00.388; Japan, $88,005;
China, $27,449; Dutch East Indies, $13.068,
and Africa, $11,647. To many of these dis-
iant places the exports of bicycles in the
present fiscal year will exceed those of last
year. To Japan, as already indicated, the
present year's exports are nearly 0 per
cent in excess of those of last year; to Ar-
gentina they have more than doubled, and
to the British East Indies the increase Is
more than 150 per cent,
