Concerning Fire lusarance,

From the Finaonceial Review,

A policy upon a fine dwelling house is
usually considered a flrst-class risk The
house has been designed by an architect of
repute; has been constructed of the best
materials by a bullder of recognized stand-
ing, and has been supervised by the build-
ing inspection department of the city. The
taste displayed in its interior decoration
and the costly character of s furnishings
import care In their preservation. The lil-
eral number of servanis necessarily em-
ployed give an appearance of care taking
and walchfulness.

Experience, however, and particularly
that of the past few months, teaches quite
a different lesson. An unusual number of
expensive residences have been 1o0tal Jusses,
and they have burned with such fierce ra-
pldity as to cause the destruction of many
human lives. No sufficient evidence has
been produced to indicate that these costly
fires have been incendiary. Thelr cause 3=
generally traceable to poor construction or
to carelessness of the occupants. In the
matter of design, an fmmense amount of
time and gray matter was expended upon
the hallway and the stalrease, and the
show rooms, and a fine dinlng room, ete.,
but chimneys and flues ars accepted quite
as a matter of course. Ye&1 the flues are
fundamental, and from their defective con-
struction, =0 geuerally slighted, originates
the fire that burns home and occupants,
Then the most ordinary rules of common
sense are slighted in the care of the prem-
ises. Every store, at home and in New
York, 1s haunted to secure the most tasty
materfals for lace curtains, only to hang
them s0 near a gas jet that the slightest
breeze will make the contact, Patent
polishes fairly turn the polished floors into
skating rinks, and with the wainscoting
lay a trail along which fire will run with
lightning speed. The very fact that a rich
house owner can gratify his taste for dis-
play and adornment multiplies the chances
for fire and produces conditlons of speedy
destruction. Not only so, but a dense black
smoke will be emitted, which will kill hu-
man life within and paralyze the efforis
at rescue from without. Gas stoves {n the
kitchen set directly upon a board floor and
against a varnlshed mop board and kero-
sene to start the range fire are permitted
without restriction. In fact, they are prob-
ably unknown to the family from the fall-
ure to ever investigate. Even the laundry
is turned over to an unwatched servant,
often from the outslde, and whose sole
thought is to get up the quickest and hot-
test fire possible and to keep it at the high-
est point of combustlon.

It is not at all surprising that such fires
and that
when they do break out they sweep every-
thing swiftly and fiercely before them. This
matter should recelve careful consideration
from the managers of fire lnsurance com-
panies. A risk should not be joyfully se-
cepted merely because a rich or a promi-
nent citizen lives in the house. No pre-
sumption of necessary safety should run
with that occupancy. The risk should be
accepted only after careful investigation.
