Further Reduction of Railroad
Rates Announced.

PROGRESS OTHERWISE

Everything seems to be coming the
Jubilee way, and another indication of
this was added today, when Chairman
L. M. Saunders of the railroad committee
received from Mr. S. B. Hege. general
agent of the passenger department of the
Baltimore and Ohio railroad, a letter dated
yesterday: "For your Information," wrote
Mr. liege, "I beg leave to give below copy
of letter just received from our general
passenger agent, which explains itself:

" 'Referring to yours of the 12th instant,
relative to the national peace jubilee to
be held in Washington, May 23 to 25: All
lines in the territory of the central passen-
ger committee will sell tickets for this oc-
casion at the rate of one fare for the
round trip on May 21 and 22. good for con-
tinuous return passage. leaving Washing-
ton within ten days fron date of sale.' "
This assures a rate of $1.2: for the round

trip from Baltimore, which has been so
anxiously desired by the committee'.
