IMPORTATION OF ARMS STOPPED.

Amerioan Military Authorities in
Cuba Also Renstriot Thelr Sale.
A Havana dispatch of vesterday says:

The Importation of 500 revolvers was stop-
ped today by the custom house authorities,
the weapons being taken into military cus-
tody. The dealers to whom they were con-
signed have been informed by Major Gen-
eral Ludlow, mlilitary governor of Havana,
that they may sell them only to such indl-
viduals as ghall give the gsuthoritles a
satlsefactory reason for the purchase, as
the present ia regarded as an Inopportune
time to offer weapons of any character for
sale indiscriminately.

General Ludlow's Instructions to the deal-
ers were written, and they allude to *“‘the
lawless element to whom it would be dan-
gerous to allow the possession of arms,”

Enrigue Garay, the wholesale hardware
merchant, In whose possession 1,000 Mau-
sers, bought of the Spanish, were found a
few days ago, has been required to gurren-
der them, and, on the orders of General
Ludlow, they have been stored in the
arsenal, subject to shipment out of the
island, as it I8 not considered prudent to
allow them to be sold in Cuba.
