Gen. Lunas force, consIderably diminished.
b at Tarlac. which lies about thirty-five

road. and about fifty miles by rail from the
end of the line on the Gulf of Lingayan.
The movement downstream by Lawton

may mean that there is to be no further ef-
fort to flank the enemy. From San Isidro,
the former rebel capital, just captured, to
Tarlac is about twenty-five miles across
country. In all probability Gen. Lawton
has found the advance so difficult away
from the railroad that it has been deemed
wise not to attem)t any more flank
marches, but to concentrate the forces in
the field at San Fernando and possibly to
move thence northward along the railroad
toward Tarlac. Gen. Luna has destroyed
the line for several miles in his front be-
tween him and the American army, and the
advane to Tarlac. if attempted, may be
slower than otherwise on this account.
The chief point in the case. as revealed in

Gen. Oiis' dispatch, Is that the enemy is
now farther removed from the main Amer-
inan position than at cny previous time in
the campaign. T*ie dispatch also notes the
steady dii:ntegration of the rebel forces.
The desertion of leaders and troops must
continue if the campaign is pushed ag-
gressively and the plan of government is
steaufastly presented to the people upon
the hasis of practical local autonomy and
good administration for all.

An taworthy Pulpiteer.
This story. dated yesterday, comes from

Caumet. Mich.'
"This city Is excited over a sermon de-

livered by Rev. H. C. Hunter at the First
Congregational Church today. Rev. Hun-ter
took occasion to criticise the national ad-
ministration for its Philippine policy and
Its course during the Spanish war. Charles
Tonmma, a volunteer in the 34th Michigan,
was in Lhe audience, and he interrupted the
pistor. saying: 'Any man who talks like
that is a traitor to his country and to his
ilag. and I refuse to listen to him.' He then
left the church.'
The Rev. Mr. Hunter belongs to that

class of men-not numerous, but very noisy
-who insist that, in the first place, the war
with Spain was unjustiliable, and, in the
second place. that, when begun, it was

fought unwisely. The administration's
eurse in the Philippines they especially
condemn. The only merit these people have
is their consistency. They don't undertake
to pick and choose. denouncing here and
praising there. but they throw their whole
force against their country. As they view
the matter, the United States lost its head
last year. and ever since has been plunging
r,-eklessly from one blunder to another, un-

til it has pulled up in the Philippines as a
criminal assailant of liberty.
SI'he men least disposed to listen to this
sort of tilk are. of course, the men who
e'niisted and fought the war. They are told,
in effect. that they fought as fools tight,
and that their comrades who fell died as
fools die. Their patriotism is derided, and
th-y are siurret in their pride and in all
of th,-ir best anti highest feelings. Natural-
ly that soldier at Calimet lost patience
when his ears wt.re assailed with such a de-
liverance. and one is inclined to indorse his
Isition that even the pulpit should not
save it from rebuke.
There is a lesson In this for those poli-

ticans who are piping away in the Rev.
Mr. Itunter's key. and. under the pretense
->f solcitude for the western volunteers in
thI Phiippines, are hammering the Presi-
lent on the subject of bringing the men
home. Those men will return home In good
time, and when they arrive they will be as
little disposed as was their Michigan com-
rade to hear tne cause for which they have

obravely fought, and for which many
gave up their lives, characterized as one of
foliy and Injustice. Every one of them is
likely to be a witness against the side
which is calling them to the stand.

New York's Spasm of Sunday Virtue,
New York was comparatively moral yes-

terday. The saloons were not permitted to
sell liquor openly. The gambling hells were
r-jiired to close their doors to casual vis-
itors. The lisreputable resorts of all c!asses
were under guard to prevent undue revelry.
The suburban entertainment communities
were hampered in their boisterousness. The
m,-trpolis had become good in the twink-
ling of an eye. The cause of the phenom-
enon is not hird to find. A committee is
now In session with the authority of the
legislature, seeking the facts concerning
police and municipal corruption. Enough
has been disclosed to convince the people
that the old-time tricks are being turned
again and that the "wide-open" town is a

fact under Tammany rule. Despite the
assertions of the police authorities on the
stand that It is impossible to keep the vice
and crime at a lower ebb than has been the
ru'e for some months past, yesterday
brought a transformation for the better. A
few sharp orders were passed down the
line from the police commissioners and the
consequence was relative decency such as
the city has not enjoyed for a long time.
While the spasm of virtue is not likely to
list long It serves an excellent purpose in
sha-w!ng how effective the police force can
be. it it is properly directed and if it honest-
ly carries out Its orders. Further testimony
that the metroleais has lately been as good
as a city can be will not find credence in
the ii4;ht of thli demonstrattion of effective
p 'licing.

It seems to be the business of Professor

A Fortunate Faillre.
The Spanish cruiser Reina Mercedes,

which has just reached Hampton Roadsirom Santiago, is the only large naval relic
of the war with Spain which has been pre-served, Her recovery from the condition in
which she was placed by the Spaniards
when they sank her at the entrance to
Santiago harbor July 4 to prevent Ameri-can ingress, recalls vividly the circumstance
of the sinking of the collier Merrimac by
Lieut. Hobsoai some time before, When
the Merrimac was sunk the world applaud-
ed the deed for its bravery, There were
few parallels In naval history for this feat
of dari-devil enterprise, particularly in view
of the escape of the participants fromharm, But as to the utility of the feat
there' were then many doubts, and there are
more now that the entire campaign at San-
tiago can be viewed, The Merrimac did not
fully block the channel owing to a alight
slip In the performance of the plans, arngl so
she did not prevent the egress of the Span-
ish fleet, As circumstances developed it
was exceedingiy fortunate that this was the
case, for otherwise the remarkable victory
of Ju~ly 3, whIch destroyed Spain's naval

poweinthee waersandremioved one of
Santiago's chief items of defense, could not
have been won. Orders were given fromHavana for Cervera to attenmpt io run the
blockade, and they were obeyed, with a

result which startled the world for the
completeness of the destruction on the one
side and the immunity from damage on the
other. Then the taking of Santiago was
greatly simplified. Its capture by assault
would still have cost dearly, in the judg-
ment of most military writers. But the
demolition of the cruisers had demoralized
the enemy and negotiations for surrender
were more easily brought to a conclusion.
The sinking of the Mercedes the night after
the destruction of Cervera's ships was in
imitation of Hobson's performance. The
vessel was hastened in her scuttling by the
fire of some of the American cruisers which
chanced to be near the mouth of the harbor,
and thus the obstruction in the channel
was no more effective than was that af-
forded by the Merrimac.
