Feace Jubllee Street Cnars,

The Metropo'itan Railroad Company has

equipped in honor of the peace jubilec two

trains, which are said to be unlike any-
thing of the kind ever produced fn this
country, Prominent railvond men from
other cities and a SUar reporier were lwl;g_\._'
given a p e view of the trains, and

were permitted to inspect the decorations.
The work was designed by Mr. Grithn b
Coleman, secretary amd general maniger
of the company, and was executed under
the direct supervision of Mr. F. il Cham-
berlain, chief electrician.

These trains are dedicated to the army
and the navy, respectively. On the front
dashboard of one motor car is the name of
Miles, and on either side at the top are
those of Shafter and Wheeler. On the sides
of the top of the trailer car are'placed the
words, “The bovs that carried the guns.”

The navy train has on the front of the
dashboard of the motor ear the name of
Dewey, and on the top at elther side Schley
and Sampson. The trailer bears the legend,
“The boys behind the guns"" On the front
at the top of each motor car, in a case, is
a United States flag, which will be kept
waving by means of a emall electric motor,

Each car is beautifully festooned with
red, white and blue bunting, and at night
will be decorated with lighted electrie
lamps. For this purpese there are on the
two trains a totalof 5,200 lamps, one-third
with red globes, anothér third with white
and the remainder; blue.

An experimental trip over the line be-
tween the East Capltol station and George-
town was made last might after the other
cars had ceased running. This evening the
trains will be put intg service and will he
run day and evening iduring the continu-
ance of the jubilee festivities,

Perfect Police Arrangements.

M:uj. Sylvester has perfected police ar-
rangements for the jubiler, and today his
instruction to the foree were issued. A
great amount of work was necessary in the
matter, and the major was ably assisted
by Chief Clerk Kemp and Mr, T. Fred, Al-
vey, the former's confldential clerk. In-
spector Boardman of the detective force
also had a hand in matters affecting the
detective work. This branch of the serv-
ice is of conslderable Importance because
of the number of pickpockets and profes-
sional crcoks who always appear at public
demonstrations where big crowds are ex-
peeted. The loeal detective force has been
materially strengtheéened by men from other
cities as well as by some of the good local
tulent. New York, Jersey City, Philadel-
phia, Baltimore and Richmond have fur-
nished some of thefr best men.
