PORT RETURNS.

MAANILA
Ao Records of Transactions Covering

Any Special Period to Be Found,

The navigation returns for the port ol
Manila during the ealendar year 1897 show
that the total entries and ciearances of
vessels In the foreign trade amounted to
104 vessels of 202,141 net tons, and for 1sus
to 18 vessels of 2,020 net tons.

Captain Josepn Bvans, coliector of cus-
toms at Manila, states that no records ol
port transactions covering any period are
to be found. All the custom house build-
ings were burned in the general conflagra-
tion started by the Insurgents on their re-
treat from the place in February, and the
records were elther burned or otherwise de-
stroyed. Manila merchants and the Britsn
consul alded Collector Evans in preparing
his report.

For 1807 the steam tonnage comprised 137
vessels of 176,508 tons, British tonnage rose
from 119,945 tong in 1897 to 174,160 tons
in 1898. German tomnage declined from
365,524 tons in 1897 to 31,1508 tons In 180N,
American tonnage, all sall vessels, amount-
ed to 8282 tons in 1807, and is mot recorded
in 1898, as army transports conducted the
trade under the Amerean flag. The other
nations represented in the carrying trade
of the islands are Spanish, Norweglan, Jap-
anese, Duteh and Danish.

MAY HAVE ToO SELﬂTiB VIKING.

It Will Cost More Than+the Law Al-
lows te Repair Her.
