CIVIL SERVICE ORDEI

Every Change Reoommended I
Bead of a Department.

RECRETARY GAGE GIVES HIS VIM

Reasons for Excluding Certai
Places.

NOT A STEP BACKWAR

Secretary Gage today gave to a represel
tative of The Star his view* as to the Pref
dent's recent civil service order. He said
"The President has not made a change

the civil service rules that was not urg
by the head of the department conOerne
and urged with satisfying reasons why ti
change would be beneficial to the transa
tion of puiblic business. I believe that
true of all the departments. While I ca4
not speak whh authority of other depar
ments, it is certainly true with- the trea
ury. No change was made In the civil se

vice regulations affeotirg the treasury thl
we did not recommend to the President c

our own inittiative.
"The order is not yet well understoo<

nor have the reasons for the change
which the experience of administration me

explain, been comprehended by persons n4
close to the administration of public a.
fairs.
"The only large class of places in tI

treasury service which have been exempte
are the deputy collectors of internal rev
nue, and politics has had nothing to do wit
that exemption. I have given that questic
the most careful study, and I do not belie%
it was either lawful or just to have tt
places of deputy collectors of internal rev<
nue included in the classified service.

Deputy Collectors.
"Section 3148 of the United States R4

vised Statutes thus provides: 'Each colle<
tor shall oe authorized to appoint, by a

instrument In writing, under his hand, s
many deputies as he may think proper, t
be by him compensated for their servicef
to revoke any such appointment. givin
notice thereof as the commissioner of intel
nal revenue may prescribe; and to requit
and accept bonds or other securities froi
such deputies. Each such deputy sha
have the like authority, in every respect, t
collect the taxes. levied or assessed. withi
the portion of the district assigned to hi
which is by law vested in the collector Mur
self: but each collector shall, in every r(
spect, be responsible both to the Unite
States and to individuals, as the case ma
be, for all moneys collected, and for ever
act done or neglected to be done by any c
his deputies while acting as such.'
"D!puty collectors of internal revenui

therefore, are not appointed by the hea
of the Treasury Department, and are nc
directly amenable to him. They diffe
practically from all other employes I
any way connected with this departmen1
The law authorizing the appointment. -c
deputy collectors of internal revenue givethi power of appointment to the collectori
The deputies are responsible to the col
levtors only, and not to the general goN
ernment. The responsibility to the gov
ernment is through the colltctor, a respor
sibility for which the deputy must giv
bonds to the collector. The collectors ar
responsible for the action of these dept
ties, both to the public and to ths govern
ment and Congress recognizing that fat
gave to the collectors the appointing powei
I believe these reasons leave no room fe
discussion as to the propriety of exceptin
these places from the classified service.

Private Secretaries.
"Another class of exceptions has bee

the private secretaries to certain buren
heads. The list is not a long one, and it
not the character of place which will t
opened to political pressure. A man shoul
be free to choose his confidential secretar:
for in no connection does the persom
equation, which is quite unmeasurable b
the civil service cbmmission, have greatt
weight.
"The exceptions in the Alaskan servit

have been made necessary by the greE
distance from Washington, and the tin
consumed in making certifications and aj
pointments under civil service reguldtion
"The half dozen exceptions in the mib

service are of positions where the employ
have extraordinary financial responsibilit:
and these exceptions were recommended t
the civil service commission after a caref
examination of the conditions.

"It should be noted that in the case
nearly all these excepted places, with ti
exception of private secretaries, It is pr
vided that the person appointed must su,
cessfully pass an examination equivalent
the one held by the commission for pos
tions of like cbaracter. There is no lettir
down in the requirements for ascertain,
fitness, and in my opinion there will be r
deterioration in the qual4fications of peop
appointed.

Not a Step Backward.
"I do not regard the changes in an

sense a step backward. The inclusive ordE
of President Cleveland, bringing, as it di,
every place to which appointment wt
made by the Secretary of the Treasury mi
the classified service, wi-th the exception
his private secretary and stenographer. wI
too broad, I think it was gernerally cor
cededl at the time it was made that
wouMd probably be found too broad. It ir
cluded in the classified service many placE
to which at the time no especial conaider,
tion was given, for it swept in everythine
Tht decision to take out some of thet
places has not hcen hasty. The trial be
extended now for three years, and the nun
her of exceptions comrpared with the fi-,45
places that were included in Presider
Cleveland's order relatively are few, It:
a matter of great surprise and satisfactic
that experience has not shown that the e:
capio4ns now made should be more nlumei
ouis rather than so few."
