THE DISPUTED TERRITORY.

The Points In Alaska Most Seriously
at Issue.

The map herewith shown covers that por-
tion of the disputed Alaskan boundary
which embraces the points now most seri-
ously in issue between the governments. It
is reproduced from the print of an offieial
Canadian map included in the publication
of documents concerning the boundary dis-
pute submitted to Congress by President
Cleveland In 19. Besides permitting a

conception of the precise are-as Involved in
the !,oundary controversy. this map af-
fords an interesting commentary upon the
attitude of the Canadian government In
the matter. Among the maps presented in
the official document Is one marked "Offl-
cial Cvnadian Map of British Columbia,
1."4." It is devoid of the controversial fea-
tures which appear In the map reproduced
in part hereivith. It shows the internation-
,.I boundary southward from Mount St.
Elias as running generally along the course
marked in the map now given. In the map
of 1884 this line is designated "Approxi-
mate Intoernational Boundary by Conven-
tion Between Great Britain and Russia,
1S25." In the map of 1887 from which the
accompanying cut Is prepared this same
line Is designinted: "Line approximately
sown on 1'. S. coast survey map of Alas-

ka. 1884. N. B. This line disregards both
the treaty reference to mountains and that
to the occan coast.''
The mnap herewith shown was prepared

b-y Dr. Dawson, one of the most eminent
Canadhi.n geographers, who represented
the dominion in the conference In this city
with Mr. Dall of the geological survey In
1NK9. It was prepared in 1897, three years
after the map which iset forth the bound-
ary as swinging far inland! 67wnd the
Lynn canal. The sentiments of the geog-
raphers haid materially changed an to the
situation in those three years. Whereas
in 1."4 they officially acknowledpedl the
Inland line to he that agreed upon,by Eng-
land andt Russia in 1825, in 1887 they de-
niounce-I tY at line as being tMe ultra. un-
