Gen. Otis' Report to the Secretary
of War.

INCIDENTS OF THE OUTBREAK

The Secretary of War has made public
the report of General Otis in regard to the
operations around Manila up to April 6.
Many of the details were narrated in the
report of Major General MacArthur cover-
ing the same operations, heretofore pub-
lished in The Star. There is a difference,
however, in the treatment of the general
subject.
General Otis says he desires to correct

the somewhat prevailing impression that
the government of the United States is re-

sponsible, through deceit or wrongful ac-
tion, for the present existing hostilities. -

General Otis tells of the landing of Aguin-
aldo from an American vessel and of the
insurgents taking advantage of the active
hostilities between the United States and
Spain to capture southern points and in-
crease their strength.
Independence, General Otis says, was pro-

claimed by Aguinaldo in August, and as
early as June he had warned the United
States authorities against the landing of
its military forces on Philippine soil with-
out first obtaining his consent, because, as
he expressed it, "the Philippine people
might consider the occupation of Philip-
pine territory by North American troops a
violation of their rights."
General Otis adds: "When the United

States forces landed from their transports
near and to the south of Manila for the
purpose of attacking the city the fiction
that they were acting as allies of the in-
surgents and in furtherance of Philippine
independence appears to have been con-
veyed by insurgent leaders."
General Otis describes Aguinaldo's efforts

to strengthen his lines in preparation for
hostilities with the United States duringthis time, and explains the growth of the
insurgent independent movement.
Early in January, when General Otis was

asked by conservative Filipinos to appoint acommittee of army officers to meet an insur-
gent committee, by which peace might be
maintained, General Otis refused Fo rec-
ognize any insurgent government, but was
willing to negotiate with Aguinaldo or a
commission appointed by him.

Aguinaldo's Reply.
Aguinaldo's response and General Otis'

reply are set out in the following extract
from the report.
Aguinaldo replied to General Otis from

Malolos, January 9, 1899, as follows:
"I have been informed' aftet the interview

between the commissioaers .of my govern-
ment and Mr. Craman, that There will be noinconvenience on your part, in naming, as
commanding general, represtentatives that
will confer with those whofn I will name
for the same object.
"Although it not being explained to me

the reason why you cpuld not treat with
the commissioners of my government, I
have the faculty of daing the same with
those of the commanding general, 'who
cannot be recognized? Nevertheless, for
the sake of peace, I hate considered it ad-
visable to name as 'coritnadding general' a
commission, composed of thi following gen-tlemen: Mr. Florentinp 1"Wres, Ambrosio
Flores and Manuel Arguieles, that they
may together represerit ir-e and arrive at
an accord, with those 'with whom you will
name, with the object of using such meth-
ods as will normalize the actual situationcreated by the attitudelof y6ur governmentand troops.
"If you will deign to attend to said com-

missioners and through these methods
come to some understanding, 'if only tem-
porary,' that will insure the peace andharmony amongst ourselves, the Philippinepublic would reach a grateful glory."

Gen. Otis' Answer.
General Otis replied to Aguinaldo the

same day as follows:
"I have the honor to acknowledge the re-

ceipt of your communication of today and
am much pleased at the action you have
taken. I greatly regret that you have not
a clear understanding of my position and
motives, and trust that my explanation, as-
sisted by the conference I have invited,will make them clear to you.
"In my Official capacity I am merely the

agent of the Unitet States government tocondur t its affairs under the limits whichits Constitution. laws, precedents and spe-
citie instruetions prescribe. I have not the
authority to recognize any national or civil
powcr not already formally recognized by
my governmert, unless specially authorized
to do so Ly the instructions of the executiveof the l'n:ted States. For this reason I wasunable to rece:ve officially the representa-tives of the revolutionary governm( nt and
endeavored to make that iniabilitv clear to
the distinguished gentlemtnrr wit whom
had the plcasure to converse a few eveningssince. You will bear witness that mycourse throughout my entire official connec-tion with affairs here has been consistent,and it has pained me that I have not been
able to receive and anSwer commnnunleationof the cabinet officers (,f the goverfnment at
Malolos, fearing that I might be errgneous-ly charged with lack of courtesv."Permit mae now br:cfby generai, to speak
of the serious misuniarstan~ding w hich ex-
ists between the Philippi.ne people and the
repres:-nta ires of the I'nitedI States gov'-
ernment. and which I hope that our com-
missioners, by a thorough di~s.lin, may
be able to diispel. I sin.erely believe that
all dcsire peace atnd Iharmony, and yet by
the machiilmtions of evil-dispo'.. persons
we have been influenced to thin intat vwe
occupy the position of adIversaries. The
Philllppinos appeiar to be of tihe opinion that
we meditat: attack. while I nam under the
strict orders of the President of the United
States to avoid conflict in every way pos-
sible. My troops, witnessing the earnest-
ness, the comparatively disturbed and un-
friendly attitude of the revolutionary
troops and many of the citizens of Manila,
conclude that active hostilities have been
determined upon, although it must be
clearly within the comprehension of un-
prejudiced and reflecting minds that the
welfare and happiness of the Philippino
peopile depends upon the friendly protec-
tion of the United States. The hand of
Spain was forced, and she has acknowl-
edged before the world that all her claim-
ed rights in this country have departed by
due process of law. This treaty acknowl-
edgment, with the conditionts which ac-
company it, awaits ratification by the Sen-
ate of the United Stageu, and the action
of its Congress must .lSO-he secured be-
fore the executive of that government canproctaim a definite ofl cy, That policy
must conform to the, will of the people
of the United States e prs'sed through its
representatives in congTss. For that
action the Philippino 'pea lie should wait,
at least, before sevpr~q the existing
friendly relations. I amfr terned by a de-
sire to further the interestet of the Philip-
pino people and shalll cottinue to labor
with that end in view. There shall be no
conflict of forces if I Tm ERbie to avoid it.
and still I shall ende.,voih to maintain a
position to meet all emelg6310ies that may
arise." I.a0Gen. Otis says the nggttiations between
the two commissions reabhed no conclu-
sions, as the insurgent members could not
submit any formulatal dtatement which
they were able to mairitair(.

Insurgent. Became Agressive.
In the latter part of January the igsur-gents became aggressive, interfering with

the American troops, and finally led Gen.
Otis to address another letter to Aguinado,
calling attention to the arrest by Filipinos
of some American soldiers and a newspaper
correspondent and requesting an explana-
tion. Gen. Otis' letter added:
"I am doing everything possible to pre-

serve the peace and avoid all friction until

the Filipino peeople can be made fully ac-
quainted with the s'entiments and intentions
of the American government, when I am
confident that they will appreciate the en-
dealors of the United States and will againloot upon that country as their friend and
protector. I also fully believe that the pres-
ent unrest is the result of machinations of
evil-disposed persons."
Aguinaldo replied that the men were ar-

rested inside of his lines for breach of a
decree forbidding for eigners to approachthe Insurgent lines.
Gen. Otis' report explains that the Amer-

leans were not outside our lines, and sayshe quotes the correspondence merely to
show the efforts of the American authorities
to maintain the peace. He next tells how
the American soldiers were openly insulted
and how the Irsurgents had continually la-
bored to strengthen their lines, threateningto drive the Americans out of the island,and how, finally, on the night of February4 the demonstration was made, as told byGen. MacArthur, which resulted in the
killing of a Ffiipino by an American *entryand the firing on the Americans by the in-
surgent troops. Gen. Otis concludes his re-
port as follows.

".The insurgent army had thus succeeded
in drawing the fire of a small outpost.which they had evidently labored with all
their ingenuity to accomplish in order to
justify in some way their premeditated at-
tack. It is not believed that the chief insur-
gent leaders wished to open hostilities at
this time, as they were not completely pre-pared to assume the initiative. They desired
two or three days more to perfect their ar-
rangements, but the zeal of their armybrought on the crisis which anticipated their
action.
"They c.3uld not have delayed long, how-

ever, for it was their object to force an is-
sue before American troops then en route
could arrive at Manila."

DEVICES FOR LIFE SAVING.

Methods Employed by Shipwrecked
Passengers to Keep Afloat.

From the Philadelphia Times.
One of the chief features in connection

with the recent disaster of the English
channel steamer Steila was the curious
method in which one of the passengers
saved his life through an inflated foot ball
tied about his waist acting as a lifebuoy.
This, however, is not nearly so unique as
most people imagine.
Some years ago a similar catastrophe

overtooka tteamer plying between Bristol
and Jersey, which struck on some rocks off
the Scilly Isles and speedily went to pieces.
On board was an old lady who had been
bedridden for a number of years, and who
was going to St. Helter to spend the bal-
ance of her days. Naturally, the journey
presented great difficulties to a person in
her condition, and in order that the fatigue
might be lessened somewhat she was pro-vided with an air-tight bed, which regu-
lated to a certain extent the oscillations of
the vessel.
When the steamer struck, of course the

old lady thought her last hour had arrived,but great was her surprise when it we-nt
to pieces to find herself floating out to sea
on the air bed. In a short time she was
picked up, and thus her life was saved
through the bed, which, had it not been air-
tight, would have left her no alternative
but to have gone to the bottom.
The Barcarelle, a French merchant ves-

sel, set out from Brest en route for Boston
some years since, with no o'her than a
cargo of bees. The insects were stored in
wicker hives similar to those with which
we are familiar in this country, fires beingkept burning in the hold throughout the
Journey for the purpose of stupefying them.
When nearing Boston the shin struck on
one of the numerous small islands in the
vicinity, and athough it was broad day-light, a fog prevented the signals of dis-
tress being seen.
Quickly the steamer began to break up,anl as it did so the hives of bees began to

float out and cover the water; the strug-gl'ing insects, too much overcome by the
fumes, allowed themselves to Ie drowned,
and were swept away by the waves. Soon
it became apparent that those who wished
to be saved must jump overboard and swim
for the rocks. Those uninitiated in the art
of swimming were given life belts, and fol-
]owed their more fortunte brethren in their
endeavors to reach] terra tirma.
Then a new difficulty presented itself;

there were not enough belts, so it looked as
if some would have to Ierish. when a
bright idea struck one of those who had al-
ready plunged into the water. Swimin-dg
to one of the hives floating about every-
where, he turned it over and got inside.
The experiment proving successful, others

followed his example, and soon the strange
sight was seen of Inverted bee hives con-
taining human freights moving slowly
through the gray mist. Occasionally one
upset, and loss of life frequently followed,
but there Is no doubt that had it not been
for the hives many of those in the fated
ves'el would not have been alive today to
tel t-he tale.
A similar case is also to be found in the

annals of maritime history, but in this in-
stance hen coops took the place of hives.
The cargo consisted of hens, ducks and
geese, penned in coops, and when the shipfoundered many of these floated about.
such of the poultry as could swim toaking
good their escape. Some of the pas en-
gers got astride the coops. and were thus
kept from the fury of the waves, many
saving their lives thereby.

LOVE AT Itts'r SIGHT.

Two Famous Examples of It Were
Bismarck nnd GaribaldI.

One is always afraid that when a man

falls sudden'y in love he may fall out of it
equally quickly, but among celebrated men
of the century who have fallen in love at
first sight and married happily are Garibal-
di and Itisrnarck.
In Garibaldi's autobiography the story of

his love is told, HeI relates how, feeling the
need of some one who would love him, and
believing women to be "the most perfect.
beings," he determined to seek a wife for
himself. He was then pacing the deck of
the Itanarica, and he chanced to look upon
the houses of the B-arra, a little hill at the
entrance of the Laguna of St. Catherine, In
Brazil. With the aid of a glass which he
earrie, hie saw a yountg girl, and he order-
ed the men to put him ashore. On landIng
he tried to find the house which he had
seen from tihe ship, but failel and, meet-
ing an acquaintance, he acce;'ued an invi-
tation to take coffee at his house.
"On entering the house," says Garlbaldi,

"the iirst person on whom my gaze feil was
the one who had caused my coming ashore.
tt was Anita, the mot her of my children,
We both remained in an ecstatic silence,
gazing at each other like two persons who
do not meet for the first time and who seek
in each other's lineaments something which
shall revive remernbrance, At last I sa-
luted her and I said: 'You must be mine.'
I spoke but little Portuguese, and I said
these audacious words in- italian, How-
ever, I seemed to have some magnetic pow-
er in my Insolence. I bad tied a knot
which death only could break,"
Bismarck's courtship was equally brief.

Bismarck met and lost his heart to Frau-
lein Von Puttkammer at a wedding, and
thereupon wrote to her parents and boldly
demtanded her. As at this time he was a
wild youth, whose pranks were thme ta-lk of
the country, it Is not surprising that the
young lady's father should say: "It was
as if some one had struck me on the head
with a heavy ax.' However, Bismarck's
lov'e being evidently returned, the lady's
parents invited him to visit them that they
might know something more about him
than report had told them,
At the time of his arrIval the parents

were ready to greet theIr guest witth proper
solemnity, and their daughter stood by
with downcast eyes. Blismarck rode up,
and, hastily alighting, threw his arms
around his sweetheart's neck and kissed
her before any one had time to protest. The
result was a formal betrothal, The "Iron
Chancellor" was fond of telling this tale,
And he generally Added to it the remark:~'It is she who made me what I am,"
