PORTO RICO'S NEEDS.

What Senor Acuna Says of the Island

and Its People.

Francisco de P. Acuna, who was secre-
tary of state for Porto Rico under Gen.
Henry's administration, talked to a Star
reporter teday of the island and people.

Benor Acuna was presented to President

McKinley a few days ago by Gen. Henry.
Senor Acuna ]

said:
“The Island of Porto Ricn, with its fertile
s0ll and an exuberant and peaceful pop-
uiation, was suffering, during the last days
of Spanish rule, an unindurable depression
in its =soclal and economical life. The Span-
ish system of government permitted but a

small number of natives to Intervene in
the administration of the local affairs, it
heing necessary to exert a good deal of
influence In order to enter any of the
branches of the government. Such state
of things created no small degree of

content, which bild fair to become a s 1
matier in the near future,
time previous to the outhreak of the Span-
ish-American war a roval decree was pro-
mulgateid glving an autanomous govern-
ment to the island, which accepted it with
great demonstrations of gratitude. [t was
oniy fair to grant Porto Rico such reforms,
as the island was perfectly entitled to them
and proved to be worthy of even moure
ample political libertles,

“The critical economleal situation of the
Isiend was due to the scarcity of circulat-
ing capital, the Mexican silver hbeing the
curréncy for many yvears, only disappearing

to make room for a still worse money, the
so-called 'Porto Rico silver,! which, like
its predecessor, kept the eommerce of the

island In a most embarrassing situation
Prominent among the many other reasons
for the unbearable economical chans which
existed In Porto Bleo was that moest of the
returns of the agriculture and eommerce of
the island, Instead of remaining in elr-
culation, was sent abroad

“Although it is an incontrovertihle fact
that a large percentage of the Inhabitants
Are unahble to read and write, it cannot alsa
be denled that there is a vast number of
people who have acquired thelr educatlon
in the foremost frstitutions of learning of
the TTnited States, Spain, France and (Ger-
many, and who bring the intellectual cul-
ture of the island to a prominent place
among the Latin-American countries. The
several edueational institutions which exist

in the {=lnnd have helped econsidorably in
bringing the country to the high plane of
cuitiere in whivch It now =tands.

he country at large hopes that the
I"nited ates will soon gratifty the natural

demands of the island, giving to It a stable
government, which would satisfy the peo-
pie's asplrations, Hfting the wd from its
present ecaonomical prostration by tending
4 helping hand to i{ts principal ptoducts.
It is to be hoped that the pessimistie clomds
which now cling over the Isiand will soon
cloar away, permltting its inhabitants to
breathe the pure and fragrant winds of ab-
sodute freedom, which bave made the peo-

ple of the TUnited States the most robust
and powerful on earth. If wise and just
measures are taken, the Island will enter

into a promising cra, inspiring an absolute
confidence, attracting capital and creating
an putburst of patriotic sentiment in all
'

classes, frrespective of political and re-
ligilous creed.”™
