THE BRAVE SIGNAL CORPS
Colunel Thompeon Speaks in High Praise
of Officers and Men.

Conspicnous Gallantry Under Fire—
Keeping the Wires Right

U'p With the Front.

Reporte from the chief signal officer at
Manil:, Col. Thompsen, and from Maj. A.
". vavol of the quartermaster's depart-
nent were made public by the War=De-
pariment today. The report of Col. Thomp-
son sketches in consliderable detall the work
of the signal corps in the Philippines, and
speanks in terms of high praise of the work
of both officers and men.

Me. Henderson's Career,

Mr. Henderson's carcer is briefly sketched
in the statement in his behalf circulated by
the lewz delegation among the republican
members of the next House, as follows:

“Col. Henderson is no new man to the
people of this country. He has served con-
tinuously In Congress since 1882, having

been elected to the Forty-eighth, Forty-
ninth, Fiftleth, Fifty-tirst, Fifiy-second,
Fifty-third, Fifty-fourth, Filty-fifth and
Fifty-sixth Congresses. _

“He has served on many important com-
mittees. His long connection with the ap-
propriatlon committee gave him especial
opportunities tor studying the varied needs
of the country, and required constant par-
ticipation in discussion upon the floor of the
House.

“In the last two Congresses he was chair.
man of the committee on the judiciary, and
under hils leadership very important re-
forms have been Introduced in the business
of the federal courts and many abuses
swept away that had been so long intrench-
ed as to seem Impregnable. There s no
man In Congress whose influence upon re-
cent legislation has been more potent than
Col. Henderson's.

He Is one of the most genlal, approachable
of men, and has always, durng his long
service in Congress, been the guide, coun-
selor and friend of the new meéembers.

His frequent
occupaney of the chair in the absence of
the Speaker or as chairman of the commit-
tee of the whole have given opportunities
to observe his eminent gualifications for
the position to which his fHends now seek
to advance him.

**Col. Henderson was born in Scotland in
1840, but came to llinois his ¢hildhood
and soon after to lowa, Wi_ce he has since
made his home. Eniering the Unfon army
In 1861 he was discharged in 1564 as col-
one of the 46th lowa Infantry. He is a
lawyer of high standing and has enjoyved
an extensive practice in his profession.

“"As a campaign speaker, he Is in demand
in every part of the country, and has done
his full share of the work in every political
contest for the last thirty years."

Stanch Friend of the District.

Mr. Henderson has been a stanch friend
to the District of Columbia during all his
service in Congress. While he served on
the committee on appropriations he con-
tended for a wise and generous policy for
the improvement and support of the na-
tional capital. He did a great deal for the
public sehool system and was generous to
all charitable fnsttutions. After he left the
appropriations committee he retained his in-
terest in local affalrs and friendship for the
District and wag ever ready to give his
volee, vote and personal influence to local
hills of importance.

JOINT COMMISSION'S

PROTOCOLS,

They Do Not Comvey a Ceorrect Tm-
pression of Alnskn Houndary Status.

While the Department of State has ac-
ceded to the request of the British govern-
ment for permission to publish In Canada
and England that part of the protocols of
the late joint high commission which related
to the proposed arbitration of the Cana-
dian boundary question, It has done 8o, not
hecause these particular protocols are re-
gurded as conveying an accurate under-
standing of the present state of the nego-
tiations, but as a matter of diplomatic
courtesy. As a matter of fact, thess proto-
cols are of no contemporaneous interest, it
is said, relating as they do to a4 phase that
has been so modified by subsequent negotia-
tion as to be now of no Importance.

The only manner, however, In which this
fact could be made to appear officlally, and
the State Department's contention estab-
lished as to the responsibility of Canada
for the faflure of the arbitration proposi-
tion, would be by the publication of the
corregspondence and the verbal exchanges
that have occurred gince the commission
adjourned. But however deslrous the de-
partment might be to prevent a misleading
impression from being made by the publi-
cation of the protocols it is unlikely to at-
tempt the publication in return of the sub-
sequent correspondence, owing to a sincere
purpose to find a solutlon for the present
difficulty, and belleving that this wou'd not
he facilitated by newspaper publication.

WILL BE TRIED AT ROCKVILLE.

Judge MeSherry Refusen Change of
Venue to Taylor and Brown.
Special IMepateh to The Evening Star.

ROCKVILLE, Md., June 5.—At the June
term of court, which convened here today,
Chief Justlce McSherry said, in reference
to the trial of Taylor and Brown for the
murder of Louis and Dora Rosensteln at
8ldell: ""We have concluded that the ends
of justice require that a special term of
court be convened, under the provislons of
section 21, article 4, of the consiitution of
Maryland, that the parttes recently Indict-
ed by the grand jury of thls county (Tay-
lor and Brown) may be placed on trial. Tt
has been intimated that these cases will be
removed. Should the accused apply for
removal 10 some other court, the cases will
be sent to the elrcuit court of Frederick
county for trial, and the jury of that coun-
ty will be convened at once and the pris-
oners will be placed on trial there without
delay. r

“There is mot the slightest reason for a
removial of these cases. The accused can
and would have as fair and hmpartial o
trial In Momtgomery county as anywhere
In or out of the state. If they are guiity
the ends of public justice reguire that they
be speedily tried, and, If convicted. speedily
punished. 1f they are Inngcent they are no
less entitled to an early trial and vindica-
tlon. Tacties for delay, If resorted to, wiil
not be tolerated; they gserve no useful pur-
poge and often tend to bring reproach upon
ihe administration of the law. 11 may as
well be understood now that a removal of
tl:iﬂlse cases will secure no delay In their
trial."” )

Counsel for Brown say that no move will
be made for the remowal of his case, and
they are willing to try the case before the
court instead of a jury.

Apportionment of Appointments.

While the purpose of the director in the
matter of appointments is not known, it is
believed to be his purpose to apportion the
appointments among the states. Such a di-
vision It is thought will he equitable, and
all political parties will receive considera-
tion, this being the purpose of the law.

There has been considerable adverse com-
ment upon the stated purpose of the di-
rector to recognize the democrats in the
mutier of appointments, 1t is stated in de-
fense of this action that Cengress intended
there should be a division and the percent-
age was agreed upon between the members
of the committee having the census bill in
charge,

In the matter of the appointment of the
supervisors it is expressly stipulated in the
act that they shall be appointed with the
consent of the Senate. The interpretation
of this is that the senators of the different
states are to agree upon the supervisors,
Where the senators are democrats it is not
to be presumed they will nominate republi-
cans. To obviate all disagreements in this
matter Director Merriam has gpofified all
the Senators and representatives to submit
their candidates, or rather their cholces, for
the positions. When these are agreed upon
the list will be made out and sent to the
President, who In turn sends their names to
the Senate In the furm of nominations.
Thus it will be seen the Senate, having al-
ready agreed upoan these, will pass them at
once, and the practical work of taking the
twelfth census will proceed,

What Dr. Witte Says of Their Recent Pur-
chase by Germany.

Bismarck Recognized Their Value ns
Far Back ax 1885 and Tried

to Get Them.

With reference to the recent purchase of
the Spanish islands in the east by Germany.
Dr. Witte, a representative of the North
German Gazette, mads the following state-
ment (o a Star reportor today:
